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(o) Women whose services have been requested by Gg-.
the Government of any other part of the Common-
wealth or the CGovernment of any Allied or neutral
country.

(¢) Women who are proceeding abroad on humenitarisn
work under the direction of societies or organ-
izations established in Canada for that purpose.

(d) Women, and children under the age of sixteen
years, who have come to Canada since the outbreak
of the present war for temporary residence and
desire to leave Canada to resume permanent residence
abroads

(e) Women, dhd children under the age of sixteen years,
passing in transit through Canadian territory by
continuous journey.

(f) Women and dhildren to whom permission to sail has
been granted subseguent to December 1lst, 1941,
under the provisions of Order in Council P.Ci 2871
of June 4th, 1940, and boys over twelve ycars of age
but who have not attained sixteen years of age, whose
mother or guardian has been granted such permission.

The administration of the regulations is
transferred, under the new Order, from the Department of
External Affairs to the Immigration Branch, Department of
Mines and Resources.
