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the great pioneering instruments by means
of which the United Nations is laying the
ground rules for civilized life on an ever
widening scale". It is, however, a general
policy that Canada does flot enter into
binding international treaty commitments
until such time that it clearly is in a position
to implement its obligations in ternis of its
domestic law. The subject matter of this con-
vention is such that it appears to f ail not only
within those areas of domestic law which are
the competence of the federal government,
but also, in part, within those for which the'
provinces are responsible. The government
is therefore presently engaged in a detailed
study of the legal implications of the con-
vention as a necessary first step to the question
of signature and subsequent ratification. In
so far as that should prove necessary, the
Canadian government will naturally consuit
with the provinces with a view to obtaining
their assurances that they will be prepared
to implement any provisions which f al
within their jurisdictlon.

(2). For the reasons explained in the
answer to the first question, a decision has
nat yet been taken on the ratification of the
convention.

*EXPORT CONTROLS ON CATTLE HIDES

Question No. 1,318-Mr. Irvine:
Is it the intention of the government ta establish

quota controls on export of Canadian cattie bides,
caif and kip skins in an endeavour to protect
aur export markets and prevent inflation of shoe
prices in Canada?

Hon. Robert Winters <Minister cf Trade
and Commerce>: Mr. Speaker, as I announced
in the house on March 23, exports of hides,
skins, leather and leather manufactures of
foreign origin now require indivîdual export;
licences. This action was taken in order to
control possible diversion of United States
products ta off-shore destinations and to
maintairi Canadian access to United States
supplies.

Prior to and since this announcement ex-
tensive consultation has taken place with
Canadian industry concerned including the
Shoe Manufacturers' Association, hides and
skins dealers and brokers, meat packers,
farmers' federations, agricultural associations
and Canadian tanners.

The situation is being watched carefuily,
but present circumstances do flot appear to
warrant further government action.
