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such meeting, and the room in which it 
is to be held, which list shall be attached 
to the Votes and Proceedings from day 
to day; and a list of committee meetings 
to be held each day shall be hung up in 
the lobby on the day previous to that 
on which the meeting is to be held.

PARLIAMENTARY AGENTS

117. (1) No person shall act as par­
liamentary agent conducting proceedings 
before the House of Commons or its 
committees without the express sanction 
and authority of Mr. Speaker, and all 
such agents shall be personally re­
sponsible to the House and to Mr. 
Speaker, for the observance of the rules, 
orders and practice of Parliament and 
rules prescribed by Mr. Speaker, and 
also for the payment of all fees and 
charges.

(2) A list of such persons shall be 
kept by the Chief Clerk of Private Bills
