VOTES FOR WOMEN
SOON IN ONTARIO

Hon. W. J. Hanna Announced
That Franchise Bill Has
! Been Drafted.

LAW IS INCONSISTENT

and Women's Requests
Granted.

During the consideration of the re-
constructed  Ontario Municipal Act in
the legislature yesterday, Hon. W. J.
Hanna made a statement that a law
would likely be enacted this. seasion

providing for the extension of ‘the
municipal franchise to married women
who own property. The newly revised
act was under consideration prior to
the second reading.. The amended
section relating to those qualified to
vote did not contain a clause that
married women owning property
would be given thé municipal fran-
chise,

J. . C. Blliott, Liberal member for
West Middlesex, arose and stated that
the clause should be amended with a
provision giving married women who
own property the right to take part
in elections. Mr, Hanna replied "that
the law as it now ‘stands was - not
consistent with regard to married
women property owners, as at the
present time a woman could vote for
school trustees in citles but not for
alderman or mayor. He said that a
strong deputation of women from all
‘parts of the province had approached
the government with the request that
a married woman ought to be able to
represent her own property in munici-
pal elections the same as spinsters
and widows. “A draft bill has been
prepared by these women setting forth
what they want,” said® Mr. Hanna,
“and probably it will ind a father in
the house. This bill provides that a
married. woman owning property must
give a written report of her property
holdings' to the assessor before she
may vote ‘in munfeipal elections.
There  may be strong reasons why
married women should be given the
right to qualify on their property.”

Mr. Hanna sald that he had been
considering such an amendment for
several weeks, and had held confer-
ences with City Clerk Littlejohn of
Toronto and others. They had been
preparing a clause -which would be
consistent with the Assessment and
the Municipal Act.

A. H. Musgrové, Conservative for
North, Huron, asked: “How. about
married women whose husbands have
deserted them?” C. R. McKeown of
Dufferin suggested .that they should
be classed as widows,
