TOKIO INSISTS ON
CHANG’S DISMISSAL

TOKIO; Oct. 10.—¢Can. Press).—The
foreign office today issued a state-
ment concerning the negotiations with
China, arising from the killing of Ja-
panese subjects at Nanking, in which
it says one condition imposed by Japan
upon China remains unsatisfied. The
statement adds that the time has not
arrived to disclose its nature, but that
China has given assurances that it
will. be complied with.

It 18 understood that this condition
calls for the dismissal of Gen. Chang
Hsun, head of the Chinese Govern-
ment troops at Nanking, and that while
China has agreed eventually to comply,

she has postponed action for the time
being owing to the inability of the
central government to enforce his dis-
missal at the present time if it were
decreed.
