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ta insuit people. That I beloag ta the sehoal
of lying hypocrisy and cowardice ; and that
in miy eyes aay one ta wham civic and
political virtues are not vain words, la an
imbecile and a hypocrite. That it is useless
ta discuss these questions with me because
I would not understaad them.

1 do flot thiak that any one, who reads the
original and ponders over it will say that,
in tbis short and comprehensive summary of
the principal allegations I bave gone beyond
what la stated in the original. Naw, I bave
said that this is ingeniaus. It la. Its ingen-
uity consista lu. this-that it makes an ap-
peal against me aided and abetted by what-
ever can be got ont of the prejudice of race
and religion, ont of the sympathy of race
nnd religion. And it la ingeniaus la this
also-thiat it chooses a medium whicb goea
hito hundreds of thousands of French farn-
ilics where no Englisb paper, and certainly
noa English Conservative paper ever la seen
and ta, attack my French Canadian cal-
lengues, notably the hou. member for Beau-
harnois (Mr. Bergeron) and the hon. member
for Jacques Cartier (Mr. Monk) as being la
league with me the alleged sianderer of the
French people, of French Cathalica and of
everything that aught ta be and is'respected.
The ingenuity la superb; the acheme la well
thaught.aut. This House can see that 1, as
a member of this Hanse have no recaurse
againat this sort of attack, and my hon.
frienda who are coupled witb me ta their
dlsadvnntage---witb me the so-called hater
and maligner of French people, of Frencb
Catholica and French institutions-are given
a hiard row ta bac when they bave practi-
cnlly no press la the province of Quebec
which can go into the saine homes and ex-
pose whnt la snid.

I hav-e said it la brutal. Sa it la. Now,
alth6ugh 'La Presse la the chief sinner, It
la nat far lu advance of 'Le Canada.' Ever
since 1 made that speech on the North
Atlantic Trading Comnpany, ' Le Canada'
lias gone an and undertaken ta do the
ciiucking-out business in the country as ban.
gentlemen opposite did la this House. Tbey
have inisrepreserX',d me in every way. One
example I have befare me which I rnay men-
tion. They say, in effect: What can you say
0f .9 man like Mr. Foster, who, as Minister
of Finance, was guilty of explaitlng of public
and private lands, in the Temperance Calant-
zatian Campany case and the Great West
Land Company case. Weil, it ougbt to bave
occurred ta ' Le Canada,' which la Intelli1-
gent, if it did flot occur ta the gentlemen
who attacked me in this House, that as ta
tie Temperance Colanization Company, It
was forrned, launcbed, and bad Its existence
before I was n member 0f the Honse, and
not uader my regime; and, witb refereace
ta the Great West Land Company, that
this was an entirely private matter, the corn-
pany coming into existence only three or
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four years ago after 1 left the House and
before I entered it again. These statements
are made by 'Le Canada' as reasons why I
and my fellow members on this side should
flot find fault witb the goveruiment, and as
reasons why we sbould be sulent.

Now, I do flot want to carry this any fur-
ther this aftrnoon. But I have corne to
the conclusion that it is both right and politic
that the inatter sbould be takea cognizance
of. The Minister of Marine and Fisheries
(Mr. Brodeur) may stalle at the tactics of
his paper. It may be very good fun for
hiim. And the Prime Minister (Sir Wilfrid
Laurier) may think, or may flot tblak-I
amn inclinied to believe hie will flot think-
that this la good-party tnctics. But a word
from the Prime Minister or the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries would stop that sort
of political warfare. 1 sirnply maire these
statemeuts before the House, not because,
personally, I care a pin about it, but be-
cause I tbînk it is çlue to rny party, and due
to myseif thiat something ouglit to be doue
to stop that kind of political warfare upon
mys 'eif and rny colleagues. And I give no-
tice that to-morrow, or the first çoavenient
day afterwards, I shall have a motion to
miove with reference to this matter.
