W ASHINGTON, - Sept.- 28.—No  offi-
clul declaration is expected at the
state departiment regarding the demise
of the reciprocity movement, on the
ground that the Canadian Government
nuturally supposes that  the United
States. Government is familiar with
the terms of the agreement, eapécially
the conditions that the proposed new
| and reduced duties shall not be effec-
tive until after Canadian ratification.
The single exception was the wood

immediately. upon the approval of the
act and is now beyond recall, unless

congress should see fit to repcal the
entire reciprocity act.
