Call on British Columbia
To Limit Liquor Prescriptions

Vanocuver, B. C.,,. Nov. 19,—The
provincial executive of the People's
Prohibition Association of British Col-
umbia has adopted a memorial to the
provincial government, which ap-
proves limiting the amount of liquor
which a doctor could prescribe to five
ounces, or in the case of a patient
living more than five miles from a
physician, eight ounces.

It was noted that the amount of
liquor prescribed in most cases seem-
ed to have no relation to the supposed
or real illness and generally amount-
ed of late to half a gallon. The mem-
orial went on to state that by reason
of this evil the sale of governmept
liquor had increased enormously and
the administration of the prohibition
law was being made a farce.
