Situation Growing Worse.

Berlin, Dec. 6.—The Tageblatt’'s St.
petersburg correspondent in a despatch
gent via Eydtkuhnen, Dec. 6, says:

“The situation is visibly growing
worse. The critical moment for Count
Witte is coming when the Liberal ele-
ments will demand his resignation. A
resolytion by the agriculturists at Mos-
cow demanding the immediate dismis=-
sal of the present cabinet denotes the
beginning of the movement away from,
Count ‘Witte, and signs indicate that
this movement will gain in intensity
soon.”
Zemstvo Delegates’ Warning.

St.- Petersburg, Dec. 6, via Eydtkuh-
nen, Dec. 6.—The delegation sent by
the Zemstvo Congress to consult with
Count Witte to-day addressed a com-
munication to the premier, in which
they pointed out that they were not
speaking for themselves, but for the

-.great mass of the country when they
demanded universal suffrage. They
sald it was a fact that universal suf-
frage would be contrary to -their in-
terests, but that only thereby could the
country be saved from anarchy and
ruin.

The reactionary influence, on the con-
trary, which the members of the de-
putation said they found to be strongly
entrenched in St. Petersburg and
Tsarskoe Selo, were pushing their own
selfish ends, with an utter disregard of
the consequences.

The only salvation of the government
would be the issuance immediately of a
definite statement outlining a Iiberal
policy, to be followed at once by corre-
spondin gacts.

A Bitter Attack.

The so-called landlords’ congress at
Moscow, which, was composed of re-
presentatives of a number of reaction-
aty organizations like the Banner-
Bearers, the Holy Alliance of Russian
Patriots, seemed to have the cue to at-
tack Premier Witte. Detailed mail re-
ports of the sessions show that the con-
gress bitterly assailed the premier, who
the speakers said was leading Russia
to perdition, and pronounced for the
emperor and the antiquated Zemstky
Sobor (old Russian land parliament).

The telegraphers tried to meet this
afternoon at the hall of the Technical
Society to discuss the ways and means
to keep up the strike, but they were
compelled to disperse by a police cap-
tain, backed up by a squadron of Cos-
sacks,

The. League of Leagues has called on
the workmen and on all friends of free-
dom to donate a day's wages to the
cause of the telegraphers and has warn-
ed the railroad telegraph operators that
they must cease to transmit any except
service messages.

'  Gapon Still Preaching
Father Gapon is continuing to preach
to the workmen against a revolution,
saying that the strike tactics are sure
to eventuate in reaction and jeopardize
the freedom purchased by blood. He
warns the revolutionists and Socialists
that they cannot arouse the peasants

by their political demands, but are
more likely to raise up a counter revo-
lution,

He says: “A hundred fanatical
priests, with church banners and ikons,
might easily arouse the ‘black’ millions
of the country and overwhelm yop in-
tellectuals of the cities amidst such
horrors as the world has never wit-
nessed.”

Comfnissioners in Russia to Dis-
“tribute Relief Funds Send a
First Report.

London, Dec. 6—The secretary of
the commiitee which was appointed:
by the recent conference held here un-
der the chairmanship of Lord Roths
child, to take charge of the distribu-
tion of the fundg collected for the re-
lief of the Jews in Russia, sald to
njght that 'this despatch had been re-
ceived from the traveing commission-
ers, who are working in Russia secur-
ing data and statistics.

“After a personai inspection, we can
report that the destruction is Iudes-
cribable. Hundreds of shops have been
destroyed and bufiness is at a stand-
still. The damage amounts to millions
of roubles. ’ 4

*Forty thousand persons are affected
in Kieff alone. Severa] small towns,
which hag Jewish sections, have been
entirely burned and the people &r:
sleeping in the fields.”

The traveling commissioners say ~hat
171 towns have been the 'scenes of
Jewish massacres. These figures do not
include villages and Siberian towns,
many of which suffered from the anti-
Semitic madness.

Writing from Kieff under date of
Dec. 1, the commissioners say thut
the town was then in open riot and
that firing was continual. The Pri-
tish consul had offered to shelter the
commissioners.

The secretary said that up to date
$2,475,000 had been contributed. This
sum included $1,000,000 from the Unit-
ed States, $520,000 from Germany and
$637,000 from Great Britain. The sum |
of $935,000 had already been -remittad |
to Russia.

HODERAFES HOMLED DOWN

Irish Nationalists in Convention Con-
gratulated by Redmond on the
Downfall of the Balfour
Government.

NO ALLIANCE WITHOUT A PLEDGE.

0’Brien and Healy, by Resolatien,

Dublin, Dec. 6—The Irish National

convention was opened at the Mansion
House to-day under the presidency of

John Redmond. There was a good
gathering of members of parliament
and delegates from all parts of the
couptry.

Neither Willlam O’Brien nor Timothy
M. Healy was present, but their ab-
sence did not seem to affect the cheer-
fulness of Mr. Redmond, as he con-
gratulated the convention on the death
of the Unionist anti-home rule govern-
ment, which he attributed to the blows
of the Irish representatives in parlia-
ment. He painted the prospects of the
Irish in roseate hues and said the reali-

eéntirely on themselves.

The lord mayor of Dublin moved a
home rule resolution condemning the
present system of governing Ireland
and continuing:

“We solemnly assert (that no new
system of government in.Ireland will
be accepted as satisfactory except a
legislative assembly, freely elected and
representative of the peoplé, with pow-
eér to make laws for Ireland, and an
executive government responsible to
that assembly; and this convention de-
clares that the Irish National party
cannot enter into an alliance with or
give permanent support to any English

party or government which does not

make the question of granting such an
assembly and executive to Ireland the
cardinal point of its program.”

The resolution was carried by 2c-
clamation.

Resolutions were passed denouncing
the government of Ireland, outlawing
Wm. O'Brien and his supporters unless
they signed the party pledges, express-

ing disbelief in the promises of the|

Liberals and pledging absolute support
to John Redmond, as leader of the Irish

parliamentary party. The .moderates

were howled down and their speakers
forced to leave the platform. The con-
vention also passeq a resolution con-
demning the proposed conference of the
supporters of Lord Dunraven. Thomas

States, with her vexatious tariff, breeds,
a belief in retaliation most demoraliz-
ing in its effects.”

After discuissing Canadals distrust
of the United States, Mr, Hobson says:

“It is evident in her present moqd, with
her present confidence in her own re-
sources, Canada will make no move to-
wards a new commercial treaty with the
States.”

The article concludes that Canada is
going thru a long era of. protection,|
mouldéd in the usua] fashion by indus-,
trial greed and political cowardice.]
Whether the tillers of the soil and the
workers in mills, mines, stores and on
railroads, who form the immense ma-
jority of the population, will have the
intelligence and power necessary to res-
cue (themselves from the coils of this
protective serpent is the great question |
for the future.

CHURCH AND STATE DIVIE
FRENCH SENATE DECIRE

It Will Become Effective To-day—
A Big Saving is Effected
the Country.

Paris, Dec. 6.—The senate to-day
adopted the bill for the separation of
church and state by a  vote of 181
against 102. - The vote was announced
amid enthusiastic scenes and cries of
“Long live the Republic” and ‘Long
live liberty!” :

Former Premier Combes participated
in the debate, contending -that ‘the
measure assured neutrality of religion,
moral elevation and social pacification.

This is the final parliamentary stage
of the bill, walch wiil pe promujgated
in the official journal to-morrow, when
it 'will “become immediately effective,

The council of state will devote three
months to the framing of the admin-
istrative details of the new regime.

The actionof the Vatican regarding
the law has not yet beéen announced
definitely. The French clergy, while
opposing - the  measure, appear to be
disposed 'to conform to the new sys-
tem, .

The public worship budget of 1906
will be reduced from $8,400,000 to nearly
$6,800,000, consequent on the gradual di-

state to the clergy.

The fundamental principles of the bill-
insure entire liberty of conscience re-
specting religion, with restrictions con-
cerning the exercises of religion, which
iare intended to preserve public order.

; In .the future the state will be en=
tirely free from connection with all re-
lizious sects. 5

The bill for the separation of church
and state passed the chamber of depu~
[ties July 3 by 341 to 233. Its final pas-
lpag= marks the culmination of the
'strained relations which have long €x-
(isted between the French government
land the Vatican. It sweeps away a
'system which dates from 1801, when the
famous concordat was signed by Pius
{VII. and Napoleon. This gave religion
a governmental status, the - churches
.being government property, with a
|clergy paid by the state and the entire
{church administration being under the
|direction of a member of the presi-
dent’s cabinet. The new system fibol-
ishes all laws and regulations under the
concordat and terminates the authority
of the concordat itself.

IS VON BUELOW'S DARK WARNING

MUST-INCREASE TAXATION

Chancellor Presents Some-
what Startling Compari-
sons to Reichstag—Glad
of a Happier Understand-
ing With Great Britain.

Berlin, Dec, 6.—Chancellor Von Bue-
lm\;gfo-day opened the debate in the
Reichstag ofi the government's new
measures for increasing and adjusting
taxation so as to properly meet the em-
pire’s increased requirements. The im-
perial finances, he said, presented a
troubled pickure in comparison with
those of Great Britain and France. Ger-
many had been living from hand to
mouth. -The deficits which had occurred
since October, 1899, were even larger.

The empire, until 1875, was free from
debt., Now it owed  $875,000,000, for
which $25,000,000 in interest was requir=
ed. The debt of the empire and those
of the confederated German states
amounted to $3,750,000,000, or over $62
per: capita.

The United States, while Germany
had been increasing her debt to the

great sum he had mentioned, had re-
duced her debt of $3,480,000,000 to a frac-
The |other great
states also had regular plans ror the
gradual reduction of their debt.

Germany's  expenditures, in spite of
severe economy, had increased rapidly
and in advance of the inc¢ome,

Relations With Hritain.,

Taking up the matter of foreign re=
lations, the chancellor admitted that
Germany must reckon with a deep-
seated antipathy in Great Britain, but
he greeted with satisfaction the recent
signs of an improved feeling on the
part of the British ‘people toward Ger=
many. He sald he fain would see
therein the beginning of the restoration
of ‘'a mutua] understanding now inter=
ruptéq ‘between the two great peoples
of a similar civilization. Between Ger-,
many and the other two members of the
triple alliance, the chancellor said net
the glightest conflict of interests existed;
nevertheless, Germany must be strong
enough to stand alone without allies if
need be.

The. relations between Germany and
Japan, Prince Von Buelow said, were
friendly, and he refused to believe that
Japan would disregard the treaty rights
of Germany, which had never sought
anything else in the far east than an
open door for German trade ang indus-
try. It was for this reason that Ger-
muany wanted to preserve the integrity
and indepéndence of China,

Not Helping the Cazar.

Prince. Von Buelow said that Ger-
many’'s policy had been complete ab-
stention from mixing in the internal
affaive of Russia.’ L
He repelled the assertions regarding |
German pelitical ambitions in "Russian |
Poland, which he #ald had been put |
