RATS HAVE A SIXTH SENSE.

Remarkable Experiment Made—The
Brain of a Negro,

New York,Jan, 2.—The common rat

the  .sense of direction, according to
Prof. John B. Watson, who related the
results of experiments before the Am-
erican Association for the Advance~

ment of Science to-day. Prof. Watsen
sald -that he used a covered box, in
the centre of which was a maze lead-
ing to escape and food. After the rat

| ing all of its senses, Dr. Watson elimi-
! nated the senses one by one and even
then the creature succeeded in making
its way out of the box.

Another interesting question which
was discussed at considerable length
was brought up by Dr. Robert B. Bean,
before .the American Anthropolegical
! section of the convention. Dr. Bean
| waid that experiments extending over
'more than two centuries show conclu-
' sively that the average negro brain is
decidedly smaller than the brain of
the white man. It has also been found,
he said, that the weight of the brain
of the American negro is greater than
that of any other negro by about 15Q
grains. He accounted for this by the
presence of the white blood in the Am-
erican negro. In the discussion which
followed, however, this theory was not
upheld. Dr. John M, Clark spoke on
the “necessity of perpetuating the na-
tural beauties of Niagara.” He believ-
ed the only sure way to stop it was by
an international agreement between
the United States and Canada.

'MANITOBA DEPLETES ONTARIO

0Of Much of Its Agricuitural Popu-

iation. 7

. While no official figures bearing upon
the subject are available at the depart-
ment of culture, the enormous in-~
flux into Manitoba and the Northwest
from the older parts of the province is
known to have made very serious in-
roads into the rural population. Am
off-hand estimate by an official of the
government places the number of farm-
ers and farmers’ sons who have gone
west. during the last ten years as equal
to one-half of the rural populatlon:

The drain has been a steady one, and
<while it has been felt; tho to a limited
extent in the older-settled ceunties of
Peel, York, Ontario and farther east,
the conditions existing here give no
adequate idea of the change that has
been wrought in the more westerly
parts of the province, .In the three
lake bordering counties of Huron, Grey
and Bruce, the depopulation has been so
| Breat as to completely change the per-
| sonnel of the counties. Take the County
of Bruce asg a case in point. In a gen-
eral election in 1854 there were only 126
votes cast altogether. In thirty years
after there was apopulation of 530,000,
and the assessed value had increased
to over $25,000,000. A census taken at
that time showed over 60 per cent, to
be native born Canadiansand all but
2 per cent, of the remainder were Bri-
tish born. " In the year 1880 high water
mark was reached, as shown by the
Tcwnship of Elderslie, where the popu-
lation was 3273. This year the figures
have fallen to 2018, or léss than 62 per
cent. of 1880. The Township of BElders-
lie is only an Isolated case, but is said
to be fairly representative of West-
grn Ontario. The result is shown in
Huron County, where large acreages,
formerly undér careful eultivation, have
been devoted to:pasture fand, It is
not charged that this mode of agricul-
ture is more remunerative than that
of mixed farming, but:there, as in the
counties farther east, the: problem is
to secure farm help. - Any loss consce-
fuent upon the adoption of the plan of
raising largely cattle is said ‘to be off-
set and compensated for by the saving
in wages. If there is one - difficulty
greater than another {n securing c¢om-
retent men - to assist in farm labor, it
s found in the inability to gét servant
girls, Many a man has giveniup farm-
ing solely because of the worry conse-
quent ypon getting -the necessary as-
Bistance, ' It is said that a systematic
eftort will be made by the immigration
department during the winter and early
summer to gecure an adequate supply
of British immigrants “to cope in soms
measure with the anticipated demand.

Ario Accipitrinus.

The ; Short-Eared Owl (ario accipi-
trinus) is a bird of extended distribu-
tion, ranging over the greater part of
;both hemispheres. In Africa it has
Ibeen found as far south as Abyssinia
in winter. In a northerly direction it
reaches the southern part of the arc-
tic regions. The food of this owl con-
sists largely of mice and other rodents.
Fully 75 per cent. of the stomachs that
have been examined contained mice.
This owl {s a bird of the open coun-
try, including the marshes covered by
bushes and - high grass. - Large col-
onles containing several hundred have
,been known to gather in some. desirable
‘locality to spend the winter, and it has
.been stated that they breed in consid-
erable colonies. Out of 101 stomachs

-that have been examined, 77 contained

mice, 7 other mammals, 7 insects, and
14 were empty.

K0 WHTER 10 FIGHT FIRE
"OTHAN DISTRICTINPERL

Blaze ‘Among Upper West Side
“Tenements Drives 2000 Resi-
dents Into the Open. '

New York, Jan, 2.—A dozen persons
were injured, 40.families are homeless,
2000 persons. were ‘driven temporarily
from their homes, 60 horses were
roasted to death and property valued
at $200,000 was destroyed to-day " in
the ‘worst morning: fire New York has
seen in many months. One big tene-
ment house-at 427 West 58rd-street and
a large boarding stable at 429 to 431
West 53rd-street were destroyed.

Lack of adequate water pressure 'is’
said to have been largely responsible
for the extent of the fire. Deputy
Chief Binns, who had charge of the
fire’ fighters, declares that for more]
than 20 minutes th could not “be
obtained from hydrants in the viein-
ity enough water to supply the boilers
of the fire engines. Had not one of
the big fire boats, which drew water
from the Hudson River, come to the
rescue the whole west side mighthave
been swept, for even when the water
came to the hydrants the pressure
was light and it became necessary to
work the engines in pairs and triplets
before an effective stream could be
obtained.

So great was the crowd that all the
police who have been called to the
scene - had their hands full in
preserving anything like jorder in the
streets, and for a time thieves were
given almost a free hand to loot the
Burned buildings. - There were many
xciting chases over the roofs after
the thieves were caught at work, but
none of them were captured.

A woman spectator screamed that
three -negroes had tried to rob her.
One negro was seen running away
and a group of white men gave chase,
firing as they ran. After a chase of
several . blocks, two detectives joined
the pursuers, and they, too, began to
firee: The negro finally gaye up.

DUKE OF CAMBRIDGE MEMOIRg

“His Hoi'”nutle Marviage and His
Relations to Queen Victoria, -

Queen Victoria’s extraordinary punec-
tillousness in the observance of the
laws governing English royaity is
once more shown m a very interest-
ing manner in the memoirs.'and diar-
ies of her cougin, the Duke of Cam-

bridge, just published by his chaplain,
the subdean of the chapels royal,with
the approval of King Edward, the
proofs, we are informed, having been
revised by the old duke’s favorite
niece, the Princess of Wales., The
two volumes abound in letters written
to the*duke by the Queen, all tending
to show the close intimacy and the
warm affection between these two
cousins, who were within a few- months
of the same age, and who *had known
each other from chlldhood. Yet, when
toward the close of the second volume,
the duke records the death, of Mrs.
Fitzgeorge, '‘who was his wife, ‘eccle~
ciastically, but not legally, he ine¢i-
dentally reveals the fact, familiar to
all at court, namely, that thruout all
the fifty years of his very happy'mar-
ried life, Queen Victoria had never
met, recelved, or even seen his wife.
It was not from any feeling 'of ill
will toward Mrs. Fitzgeorge, nor from
any lack of kindliness on the part of
Queen Victoria. For when Mrs, Fitz-
george died 'the Queen sent to the
bereaved duke a message of most
touthing and affectionate sympathy.
But the Queen was aware how strict
are the royal marriage laws in Eng-
land, 'enacted during the lifetime of
heér father, in order to put a stop to'the
mesailiances of his brothers. These
laws forbid any marriage contracted
by a member of the 'reigning fatnily
without having previously received the
sanction of the sovereign in council;
that is to say, of the sovereign in
conjunction with theé privy council.
Marriages not so authorized are by
the terms of this law invalid.
Duke’s Wife an Actress, -
The late Duke of Cambridge, ' while
quite yo officer in garrison at
ublin, married ecclesiastically there
a\popular and beautiful actress, Miss
Louise Falrbrother, by whom he had
several children. His wife took the
name of Mrs. Fitzgeorge, which is
likewise borne by her sons and grand-
sons, and her 'half-century,of mar-
ried 'life was spent at a house in
Queen-street, Mayfair—'‘my little home
of fifty years with by beloved Louisa'’—
close to Gloucester’ House; at 'the
corner of Piccadilly and . Park-lane,
where the duke had his residence,
The marriage did . not | receive the
sanction of the Queen and ‘of the privy
council, necessary to render it a legal
contract, and which would have had
the effect of investing Mrs. Flitzgeorge
with her husband’'s ‘royal rank and
status. It was invalid in the eyes‘of
the law, and Queen Victoria held that
if she were to have any intercourse
with Mrs, 'Fitzgeorge, or to receive
her, it would be construed as an un-
constitutional recognition by the sav-
ereign of a flagrant violation of a law
specially enacted by the ‘people for
the government of the royal family.
Mrs- Fitageorge never appeared at
any of the entertainments given by
her husband at Gloucester House. She
was 'never séen with him anywhere
in public, and, in fact, the people at
large, both at home and abroad, were
altogether ignorant of her very ex-
istence ‘until the announcement of *her
death. Two of her sons were knight-
ed on their father's death by King
BEdward, the distinction being bestow-
ed upon them, 'according to the offi-
clal announcement in The Gazette, for
their services as equerries, that is to
say, as gentlemen-in-waiting, to “H.
R. H. the late Duke of 'Cambridge.”
How He Was Deprived of Command.
For the first time, too, the curtain is
lifted in these memoirs from the spe-
cies of mystery which has always pre-
vailed as regards the precise circum-
stances of the removal of the duke from
the office of commander-in-chief ot
the military forces of the British em-
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years. 1t is of interest in view of the
fact that the person who drove him
out of office is the present prime minis-
ter, Sir ‘Henry Campbell-Bannerman.
The entry bearing upen the matter,
dated May 19, 1895, is"as follows: ‘“‘Had
a conversation with Campbell-Banner-
man on a wish expressed that I should
before the end of this year retire from
my command of the army, with a view
to great changes to be made at the war
office. This decision has filled me with
the very deepest sorrow, as I still feel
