ing the degree of B.D. In 1866 he re-
turned to Canada, his after career be-
ing distinguished by great success, In
1894 he was appointed to the chair of
systematic theology and apologetics at
the Presbyterian College, Halifax. The
degree of D.D, was conferred upon him
by Glasgow Unlversity about a year
ago. g ‘

Missiousrics’ Stipeads.

Overtures - from several Waestern
Synods, dealing with the question of
the unification of Home and Foreign
Mission interests were read and taken
up. It was held by .the overturing
Synods that home missionaries should
receive their salaries irrespective of
any deficit, as is the case with foreign
missionaries.

Rev. George' A. Wilson, a young min-
ister from Vernon, B.C., was the 1irst
Spokesman of the home missionaries.
‘He told in graphic danguage of the
difficulties. besetting workers in the
Western fleld, and asserted that the
reduction of missionary stipends from
$1000 to $860 was the imposition of a
tax which the missionaries were
scarcely able to bear,

Rev. J. C. Herdman, a well-known
minister of Calgary, also advocated an
increase in the salarfes of home mis-
sionaries, hig' remarks, as well as those
of Mr. Wilson, being applauded by tne
audience. ;
The cause of the aggrieved mission-
aries was also championed by Rey. Dr.
Robertson, Superintendent of Home
Missions, who wag the last speaker
before adjournment. He said the Home
Mission Committee had to ‘“‘cut its coat
according to its cloth,” and asked the
ministers to acquaint their people with
the facts regarding the work, being
assured that funds for the proper car-
rying on of the work would then be
forthcoming,
Aguinst Separate Schools,
The chief business in the evening
was the reception ot the Home: Mission
reports. That of the Eastern section
was presented by Rev. John McMillan,
B.D., of Halitax, in an eloquent
speech, and that of the Western sec-
tion by Rev. Drs. Warden and Robert-
son. ‘The report of the committee was
of a most exhaustive character, deals
ing with every phase of the work. On
the whole, the report was regarded as
highly satistfactory, there being a sur-
plus after the payment of all demands,
and the amounts promised to the home
n.issionaries had been paid in full. The
total amount collected for the Home
Missions during the year was $98,147 39,
The committee took occasion in the
course of its report to register a
strenuous objection to Sepdrate schools
in Manitoba.
Home DBisslon Progress.

In submitting the report of the West-
ern section, Dr. Warden told of the
grand progress made by the Pregby-
terian Church west of Lake Superior
during the last quarter of a century,
and compared-the favorable report for
1895 with those of former years, And
yet, he said, the church had scarcely
begun to learn how to give. The work
demanded much greater contri-
butions. The twenty-firs t annivers-
ary of the Presbyterian Church in
Canada should be marked by largely
increased giving for Home Missions
and other works of the church. Ini
moving the adoption of the report, he
submitted a resolution advising stu-
dents to give a full year to mission
work before settlement. His deliver-
ance was much applauled.

Cheering Words.
The resolution was geconded by Dr.
Robertson, who said there was not a
gloomy note in the report, save in the
case of one Presbytery—and the mdn
who. struck that note had dyspepsia.
He would like to send one or two good
men to the church-forsaken Yukon
ccuntry this season. The ownership of
the country was in dispute; he be-
lieved it belonged to Canada, and she
should take possession of it, with the
gospel,” at any rate.
