NORTHWESTERN RAILWAY TANGLEs

Settlement Reached on the Basis of
Issuance of New Bonds,

New York, Nov. 4.—It was unofficially
stated to-night that an agreement had
been practically reached whereby the
tangle in the Northwestern Railroad situ-
ation, resulting from the corner of North_-
ern Pacific shares on the Stock Exchange
early in May, and which caused the panic
of May 9, will be settled. The settlement,
involving the widespread interests of the
Union Pacific Railway, the Great North-
ern and Northern Pacific Railroads will be
based primarily on the retirement of the
Northern Pacific preference stock on 2
basis of 115 or above, and the issnalce
of 41 per cent. bonds, one-third of which
would be allotted to the Union Pacltc in-
terests.
