In
working this continent, |I shall make
Toronto the centre of my operations,
and I hope to be here !a good many
months in the year in this way.

Man Found Dead in Quebec and His
Confessed Murderer
Arrested,

RESULT OF A DUEL WITH KNIVES.

Frisoner Declares He Did Not Force
the Fighting and Pleads Self-
Defence.

Quebec, Aug. 21.—A man named
Beauchamp, who lived on Champlain-
street, and bore an evil reputation,
was found dead on the cornfields this
morning. It is plainly a case of mur-

der, as a knife was found buried in
his hgart

On receipt of information given by
Sergt. Lyndon of the Royal Canadian
Artillery, who was in the wicinity at
the time, Detective Walsh went in

search of Fortin, who, when arrested,
admitted having had a fight witn
Beauchamp.

He readily went with the officer
and bore signs of his recent conflict
in the shape of six slight cuts, all
on the right' hand side of his face.
Two were on his temple, two on his
cheek, one on his ear, another near it.
He stated that he was sitting quietly
with his companion, whose name he
did not know, when the man who is
now dead attacked him. The woman
ran away, and both soon resorted to
knives. When his opponent fell he left
him on the ground, glad to be, out of
the fight, and met Lyndon on the
park. In the details, as well as the
main facts, his story corresponds with
that of the sergeant. Beauchamp's
wounds are numetous, and are mostly
in the groin and lower abdomen. It
is evident that he made for the face
and throat, and his victor for the
body.

The prisoner is positive in asserting
that when Beauchamp first attacked
him he did so with his knife, for he
had previously threatened him with it.
It was only then that he (Fortin),
drew his own knife, which was much
gmaller, in self-defence.
