“I attribute the failure of our team
to capture the tropny simply to tac
fact taat we were off c.los that day,
and did not shoot as well as our com-
petitors,” said Capt. 1'..cmas Mitcheil,
one of the members of the Canadian
team.

The British won, Capt Mitchell
thought,because of the excellent ccach-
ing they received.

Pte Peter Armstrong of the Royal
Grenadiers is considerably disappoint-
ed because the Canadians did not land
the trophy.

“We were in a little hard luck. For
one thing, our ammunition was s littl-
out of date. It was the recapped R.L.,
and it has been kicking about the
country for seven years or so. I don't

"‘The English ammaunition was a spa-

cial new make, and, therefore, the Brit-
ish team had a distinct advantage in
that regard.

“As to the American team, the dark
weather seemed to suit their sights.
They used the Krag-Jorgensen rifle.
with the peep sigiht at the back. They
look thru a small hole.

“How were the weather conditions?”

“T'nere was a tricky wind, but we
handled it very well. We were unable,
however, to keep our elevations.

‘“The Americans got a good start at
800 yards, but they were unable to do
anything with a fish-tail wind which
came up at 990 yards. The Britishers
did not seem to mind it.

“There were a good many misses all
along the line. Why, the day before
the match, I made 208 in the 15 shots
at 3 ranges out of a possible 225. This
was in tavorable weather. I made 73
at 800, 65 at 900, and 70 at 1000. One
of the Americans, C-rp.Casey, on that
day at practice, made 15 straight bulls

Esmond are each strong, one in an
emotional and the other in a comical
part, and Winifred Arthur Jones is
charming as the undisciplined, mutin-
ous girl, and Lillan Monbrey plays
with power the picturesque part of the
society sibyl who is the source of in-
spiration for the gamblers.

It is a pity that playwrights will not
provide the public with wholesome and
agreeable plays such as Madeleine
Ryley's “Mice and Men,” which has
entered upon its ninth morith at the
Lyric Theatre, with the prospect of
running until spring, and keeping
Forbes Robertson and Gertrude Eiliott
fully employed in the provinces for a
long period. Nance O’Neil's season at
the Adelphi is fairly successful, ber
beauty having excited the admination
of audiences nightly.

The chief musical event has been
the festival of three choirs at Wor-
cester, with a series of religious com-
positions by English composers.
