HOG PRICES KEEP UP.
Peculiarly anxious are some of the
live stock journals in the States to have
the farmer market his hogs immediate-
ly under the threat that the month of
June will see the markets swamped.
The subtertuge: adopted by the packer
in rigging the pork futures on the Chi-
cago Exchange and. these predictions
of the wiseacres do not coalesce. If
there is going to be a slump in hogs at
an early date, the packers are display-
ing an entire disregard of common
sense in quietly picking up moderately
heavy shipments in-advance. It is not
unlikely that the trusts are more thoro-
1y posted of the future of the markets
than the supposed paper friends of the
farmer, and might be doing a littie
buying in anticipation with their own
fdeas. Canadian hog markets are firm,
and anether smal advance had to-be
made again this week. Higher prices
still are talked of by those close to the
situation; but without venturing on pre-
dictions, the fact that the demand is
fully equal to the supply, and actually
produces a harder tone to quotations,
indicates that there is no immediate
danger of a soft spot developing . At
Woodstock on Friday, Brantford buy-
ers paid $5.15 per cwt., and the Toronto
buyers have had to advance the price

PUTTING HOG 'VALUES DOWXN.

Chicago Live Stock World: Hog val-
ues have been sliding down hill lately.
Each succeeding big run has registered
a 5 to 10-cent decline. Growers are nosw
protesting that prices are on a ruinous
basis from their standpoint. It must
be admitted, however, that the market
level was higher all thru the winter
than was generally expected last fall,
when packers openly boasted of their
ability to put up droves around the
four-and-a-half-cent mark.

Hog-growing has been very profitable
for several years past, and this doubt-
less has greatly stimulated production.
‘What the effect of an era of low prices
will be is open to conjecture. There is
the prospect that many who regarded
the five and six-cent hog as an incen-
tive to production will cease their en-
ergies along that line now that prices
have dropped. Meanwhile, a large
spring pig crop must be disposed of, and
packers are not worrying about sup-
plies during the next winter packing
season.

Doubtless the consumption of fresh
and cured pork product has been curtail-
ed in recent years by abnormally high
prices. As cost has fallen, consump-
tion has increased, and this agency may
cause a revival, Packers’ obvious pol-
icy at present is to keep both hog and
product prices down. Between now and
July 1 a large number of hogs will be
marketed, and then they aim to get at
rock-bottom prices. Having filled their
cellars with product they will not be ad-
verse to an advance.

One disadvantage under which the
hog-grower has labored is the high
price and poor feeding quality of corn.
This quality is indicated by the defi-
ciency in welght compared with last
year. Four-cent hogs in the country
might leave a margin of profit with
good corn at 30 cents, but the grower
has cause for complaint with a poor
article selling at 50 to 55 cents.

Temporarily, at !#ast, the pork produ-
cer is not enjoying any velvet.

New Cattle Guard.

G. W. Liddle, North Bay, has in-
vented a caitle guard, which he war-
rants will turn the one-eyed Steer,
As that once active animal has passed
thru the slaughter house this is a safe
challenge. But Mr. Liddle’s guard is
a most ingenious. contrivance, and as
the cost is estimated at from $10 to
$15 per guard it has a strong point in
its fdavor. The C.P-R. is putting nne
on its track as an experiment.

He has also picked up a few Hackneys
and expects to be ready to ship a week
hence. He went yesterday in continu-
ance of his pursuit.

“dourine is a specific disease, which
appears as an inflammation of the sur-
face of the genital organs, and which
causes ‘grave alterations'in ‘the ner-’
vous system of the attacked ‘animal,
It runs either an acute or chronic
course, the former being the more comn-
mon. Mares are more liable than stal-
lions to the acute form. It is a purely
contagious disease, and under ordinary
circumstancés is only transmitted dutr-
ing the act of mating. The infectant
matter may remain apparently latent
in the system of a horse for more than
a year. Recovery is rare, and the du-
ration of the attack may be from eight
months to one or two years. The mor-
tality is at least. 70 per cent:. and is
greater in stallicas than in mailes.
“The symptoms are as follows: About
11 to 20 days after a stallion has been
mated with an infected mare, there s
a swelling of the penis, so much so as
to prevent its return to the sheath.
The swelling spreads to the sheath
and scrotum. and the testicles and
glands of the inside of the thighs also
swell. Some time later there may be
red spots, blisters and ulcers on the
outer surface of the male organ, wnd
the opening from which the urine is
discharged is red, swollen and shows a
slimy discharge; the patient suffers
difficulty in passing water, and from
sexual excitement, It falls away in
condition and becomes tender in the
region of the loins. In the female, the
external genitals are swollen, thick-
ened and studded with red spots, blis-

with a muddy, orange‘colored secre-
tion; the mare suffers from excessive
sexual excitement and difficulty in
urinating. -She discharges urine fre-
quently and in small quantittes and
also sticky secretion; is constantly in
season., whisking her tail and is very
ticklish. The "yurine and other dis-
charges from the genitals foul the tail
and thighs, causing sores on the parts
they touch. The swelling of the vulva
often extends,along the belly. .Be-
tween the fortieth and sixtieth day the
stallion affected shows symptoms of a
sort of nettlerash., consisting of eleva-
tions on the skin, varying in size from
a 25 cent piece to the size of one’s
hand. This rash {s not constant, and
varies in location frequently. They
are usually found on the neck, shou-
ders, chest, belly and croup. Sometimes
the skin gets excessively itchy, caus-
ing the animal to bite and rub itself
so that sores appear. White spots are
to be seen on the mucous membranes
where ulcers were formerly; this symp-
tom is seen in both sexes. The lym-
phatic nodes become swollen and the
animal becomes lame behind. Affected
mares abort: stallions lose power be-
hind; paralysis sets in, followed by
death.

“In the early stages castration is said
to cure in the stallion. This disease is
too serious to permit any animal once
affected to be again used for breeding
purposes. An affected stallion can
spread the disease over a big stretch
of country, hence all suspicious dis-
charges from or swellings of the geni-
tals, in either mare or horse, should be
looked upon with suspicion. It would
be well if every owner of a mare de-
manded that the stallion owner or
groom produce a veterinary certificate
that the said horse is free from such
a serious venereal disease, in addition
to being free from any hereditary is-
ease.”

This serious disease (¢maladie du
coit, dourine) exists in the Dakotas,
where numbers of horses are quardn-
tined by the B. A. I. The bunch refer-
red to in Southern Alberta have bean
quarantined by the veterinary direc-
tor-g¥neral. and are under the super-
vision of the officers.

Maladie Qu coit, an expert says, is
practically an incurable disease, and
every possible precaution should be
taken against it by farmers and
brgeders.

Nestling aiong
the shore of the lake,Oakyville and all
that beautitul section of country up to
the City of Hamilton is Justly regavded
as second to none in the culture of the
strawberry. Past the Hendrie home-
stead, hill and dale alternating, wita
here and there glimpses of the lake,
nature ‘has been lavish in her gifts. A
short delay in Hamilton and one enters
upon a country rich in all the elements
of mixed husbandry, Stony Creex,
‘Winona, Beamsville, Grimsby, Jord:,
Port Dalhousie and St. Catharines are
centres of magnificent orchard patches,
bursting into bloom.
Sucerss Seems Sure.

The success or failure of the fruit in-
dustry is fraught with great interest
and importance to the eommission
houses, second only to that of the grcwe
€r; hence the anxiety with which ey ery
influence potent for good or evil upnn
the great fruit industry is carefully
scanned. A fall in temperature, a hizh
wind scattering the blossoms, winter's
frosts and summer’s heat are alike cal-
culated to cause serious forebodings to
grower and trader alike. That those

to be in evidence this season is now
fairly well assured, altif® any hazard as
to the final outcome is yet somewhat
premature. :

A drrve of some fifty miles, radiating
from the City of St Catharines, c¢on-
firms The World in the opinion. that
the season of 1904 bids to be one of
more than average prosperity to the
| fruit-grower, and incidentally to the
farmer in general. The average farmer
in the Niagara Peninsula does not
stake his fortune on the culture of fruit
alone, but that all other lines of in-
dustry are subsidiary to this one is
quite clear. i

Well-Favored Spot.

Leaving St. Catharines, and crossing
the old Welland Canal, one of the first
and at the same time most widely-
known and impertant industries in this
district met with is the fine vineyard
of George Barnes, known as the Ontario
Grape Growing and Wine Co. “Nature,”
said Mr. Barnes, as he led the way out
Ao the brow of the hill overlooking the
City of St. Catharines; “has Sipn kid ee
us;” and the remark whas well chosen.

harvest.

- Promising Outlook.
Albert Dobrindt,with 1800 peach trees,
and altogether some 38 acres devoted to
fruit, was disposed to regard the out-
look as very promising. ‘“The cold win-
ter doubtless killed many peach trees,”
said Mr. Dobrindt, “but mine fortunate-
ly escaped.” The ordinary fleld mice
caused great havoc thru the winter by
gnawing the bark of the trees, but if
the farmers, said Mr. Dobrindt, would
pay strict attention to the trees, and
