CONSTITUTION.

Adopted October 23rd, 1850.

I This Society shall be called the Micmac Missionary Society.

Ii.  The object of this Society shall be the evangelization and civilization
of the Indians of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Edward
" Island.

[IL. Every person paying annually Five shillings into the funds of
the Society shall be a member.

IV. The Office-Bearers of this Society shall consist of a President, two

Vice Presidents, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and a Committee of at least
' ’ o
twelve persons.

V. This Society shall aim at enlisting generally the sympathies of the

. religious community, by employing as its agents pious individuals of any of

¢ the Evangelical Protestant denominations, whose main ohject shall be the
propagation of the truths of the Gospel.

| VI This Society will encourage and support its Missionary or Mission-
’ aries in producing a translation of the Holy Scriptures or of portions thereof
in the Micmac language, but will appropriate no portion of the funds
entrusted to their management for the publication of any translation, until
+ it has obtained the sanction of the General Committee.

VIL. There shall be an annual meeting of the Society on the last week
of September, when a Report of the Committee shall be presented, and the
Officers chosen for the ensuing year.
