TO LIVE IN CANADA

War Cuts Immigration Total From 107y
530 for One-Year to 59,779.

Immigration  to Canada from the
United States fias been practically cut
in half by the war. During the fiscal
year 1914 the number of Americags tp
cross the border and take up homes i¥:
Canada was 107,580. Figures for the
fiscal year 1915, just issued by the Can~
adian Department of Immigration, show
that the number is reduced to 59,779.

The total immigration to Canada from
1900 to March 81 this year was 8,050,811,
Of these there came from the British
Isles 1,159,628, from the United States
1,058,438 and from continental Europe
882,745. Of these immigrants the mari-
time provinces received 137,114, Quebec
485,678, Ontario 795,,689, Manitoba 451,~
759, Saskatchewan and Alberta 821,861,
and British Columbia 845,109. Of #he
144,789 who came to the dominion durs
ing last year 48,276 were from Britain,
59,779 from the United States and 41,~
