The horses of the Canadian Army 
now in France are bene fitting to a very 
considerable extent by the activities of 
the Royal Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals Fund for Sick and 
Wounded Horses, and we are at the 
present time building a Veterinary Hos­
pital in Northern France to accommo­
date 760 sick and wounded horses of 
the Canadian regiments now so i^obly 
doing their uuty for the mother coun­
try. This hospital is costing approxi­
mately #45,000 to build, and in addition 
we are sending out horse ambulances 
and other things necessary to mitigate, 
as far as possible, the sufferings of these 
animals.

The R. S. P. C. A. Fund, which was 
started at the request of the War Office 
in November, 1914, is the only one 
authorised and approved by the Army 
Council to do this work.

On the 6th April, 1916, in answer to 
a question in the House of Commons, 
Mr. Tennant, then Under-Secretary for 
War, made the following statement:

“I am aware that funds are being col­
lected in this country by more than one 
society, but I do not know by how 
many. It is desirable that it should be 
known that the only society authorised 
by the War Office to collect funds and 
co-ordinate offers of cuistance for horses 
of the British Army is the Royal Soci­
ety for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals, to which all contributions, 
gifts and offers of asisstance should be 
addressed. I may add that this society 
is working in close connection with the 
Army Veterinary Department. I agree 
with my honorable friend that the col­
lection of funds by more than one soci­
ety involves waste of effort. The rem­
edy is, I think, for the pubUc to appre­
ciate fully the fact that the authorised 
society for this purpose is the one I have 
mentioned.”
