2»A service in memory of the late 

Rabbi Bernard Louis Amdur, held on 
Sunday morning at Femhill cemetery, 
was attended by many friends. Dur­
ing the service a splendid monument, 
erected by the members of the con­
gregation of the Synagogue, was un­
veiled.

The memorial service was conducted 
by Rabbi S. B. YamtolsM, assisted by 
Rabbi Saltzberg and A. Babb, prin­
cipal of thé' Hebrew school. The ad­
dresses which were delivered during 
the service contained many tributes to 
the man who for the twenty years 
preceding his death was the kader of 
the Hebrews in this community and 
at the time of his death, April 11, 1922, 
was president of the Synagogue. It 
was through his efforts that the two 
synagogues were unified- and that the 
larger one was improved. Under his 

. direction the smaller synagogue was 
converted into a school and brought 
to its present high standard.

The service which, was very impres­
sive, was attended by Mrs. Rose Am­
dur, widow of the late Rabbi, his son, 
Isadora, and daughters, Mrs. Sydney 
Isaacs, of Montreal, and Misses Ada 
and Sarah V. Mr. and Mrs. Isaacs 
came from Montreal especially for the 
service and returned yesterday after­
noon. Mrs. Ruth, of Fort Baird, New 
Mexico, the other daughter, was un­
able to be here.

Canada’s bill for damages sustained 

by reason, of forest fires during the 
last five years averages $14,500,000 an­
nually. The number of forest fires 
averaged 5779 a year and the causes of 
this shocking display of vandalism 
were nine times in ten human reckless­
ness. Campers accounted for 24 per 
cent of all these fires; settlers burning 
slash started 22 per cent. ; lightning 
10 per cent.) and railways 26 per cent. 
The figure charged to railways is, 
however, an unfair index of responsi­
bility. In the first place, practically all 
fires started, or said to be started, from 
railway lines are instantly reported. 
This is not true of campers and set­
tlers and lightning fires. Again, the 
majority of railway fires, being quick­
ly detected, are quickly put out so that 
as timber destroyers the railway lines 
have fallen to a minor position.

The problem, of land clearing fires 
started by settlers and running into 
the green timber is one of the most 
aggravated and complex. Settlers in 
newly developed districts must use fire 
to clean up the debris and naturally 
wish to choose hot and dangerous 
weather when burning conditions are 
best. This inevitably means that for
