The Cabmen of Paris—Criticism
of Reception to Grand Duke
~—When The Kaiser Was
Captured on Field of Battle

President Fallieres, in appointing M. Col-
lignon, former prefect or governor of the
department of the Finisterre, to the post
of secretary general at the Elysee Palace,
in succession to the late M. Ramondou,
who died suddenly the other day, invites
ridicule, s

Not but what M. Collignon, who is a
tall, handsome, stately l\ookiug man of
fifty-five, is very capable and t}lox:oug.hly
qualified to fill this post, but it is the
name of “Collignon’. - which' is against the
man; for it is the generic and popular
nick name of the Parisian cabman, espec-
ially of the nighthawk, and wheh anyone
wishes to get even with a hackman for
over-charging, or merely to get a rise out
of him, he has only to apply to him the
epithet of “Collignon,” which causes him
to foam at the mouth with fury.

Collignon, I should say, by way of ex-
planation ,is the name of a cabman who
during the reign of Napoleon III. was
guillotined for robbing and murde}*mg an
extraordinary large number of his fares
in the deserted by-streets of the city, and
in the dark side avenues of the Bois de
Boulogne. Since then his name has al-
ways been considered as a term of oppro-
brium applied to Paris hackmen.

The vehicles which they drive are known
as fiacres, which are gradually being su-
perseded by the taxicab, and. the more
complimentary manner of designating the
hackmen is to describe them as nghts
of the Order of Saint Fiacre. He & a
canonized Scottish prince, and the connec-
tion betweep the cab-drivers and this
scion of Caledonian Royalty, who lies bur-
ied in the Cathedral of Meaux, is owing
to the fact that when hackney carriages
were introduced at Parie, in 1650, the
stables and offices of the enterprising com-
pany owning the concern were in a bux_ld—
ing in the Rue St. Martin, which, having
been previously used as a hospxtal,_ was
decorated with a gigantic mural painting
of St. Fiacre. It is®due to this, that ever
gince all Parisian cabs are styled fiacres.

President Fallieres and. his particular
Collignon are no strangers, for the latter
was his private secretary when he was
prime minister in 1883, and he served
Premiers Waldeck-Rousseau'and Gobelat
in a similar capacity.

L

President Fallieres, by the by, has rent-
ed an apartment in the Rue Francoxs_I.,
to which he will move on the completion
of his term of office as president on Febru-
ary 17, having already announced that un-
der no circumstances would he accept re-
election. The apartment consists of five
“bed-rooms, two drawing-rooms, and a large
dining-room, is situated on the first floor,
and will cost M. Fallieres about $2,500 a
year in rent. Ex-Preésident Loubet lives
on the other side of the Seine, and no roy-
al or imperial personage ever visited Par-
ig without making a point 'of calling upon
him there. th

A propos of royal visits go- Paris, Pr_eﬂ-
dent Fallieres is once again the subjeft
of no end of popular criticism and abuse,
owing to the shabby character of the
equipages used at the state reception qf
the Russian Grandduke Nicholas Nicholai-
evitch and his suite in Paris the other
day. The carriage in ‘which the Grand-
duke himself drove through the etreets of
Paris on his arrival, was only passable.
But the vehicles which followed; contain-
ing General Baron Kaulbars, and all the
other Russian digfitaries, dated from the
time of the second empire and excited the
derigsion and ridicule of the crowd lining
the streets to watch the procession pass.
Even the most sturdy Republicans are
agreed that no chief magistrate of France
since the inauguration of the present re-
public, forty-two years ago, has ever done
things o manifestly on the cheap as the
present incumbent of the office.

Emperor William on leaving Switzerland,
not only presented large bronze busis of
himself to acting President Ferrer, and to
M. Hoffmann, the member of the federal
council at the head of the Helevetian war
department, but likewise bestowed decora-
tions and orders of knighthood upon the
principal officers of the Swiss army, and
jeweled scarf-pins, rings and sleeve-links, in
addition thereto, upon those who had been
assigned to his immediate service during
hig three days’ stay in Swiss territory.

Now Article XII. of the Swiss constitu-
tion runs as follows: “No members of the
departments of the federal goyernment,
civil and military officials of the confedera-
tion, or federal representatives or commis-
sioners, shall receive from any foreign gov-
érnment any position, ealary, title, gift or
decoration. If such persons are already in
the possession of pensions, titles or decora-
tions, they must renounce the enjoyment
of their pensions, and the bearing of their
titles and decorations during their continu-
ance in office. No decoration or title con-
ferred by a forgign government shall be
worn in the federal army. No officer, non-
commissioned officer, or soldier, shall ac-
cept such a distinction.”

The Swiss law is therefore very explicit
and, as it forms part and parcel of the con-
stitution, it cannot be altered, save by
means of an amendment of the latter,
which requires the consent of every one of
the cantons or autonomous states compris-
ed in the confederation known as the
Bwiss republic.

Consequently the recipients of the gifts
of the emperor will be obliged either to
return the gifts which they have received
from him or sever their connection with
the service of the government.

It is strange that this matter should not
have been quietly explained to the emperor
before he went to SBwitzerland, so that the
embarasging situation now created might
have been avoided.

The capture of General Marion, com-
manding one of the two rival armies en-
gaged in the recent grand military ma-
noeuvres in France, by cavalry of the op-
posing force under General Gallieni, form-
er governor general and pacificator of the
Madagascar, serves to recall that the Kai-

" | ser on one memorable. occasion met with

a similar fate. It occurred during .the
grand manoeuvres of the German army in
Lorraine in 1893. The emperor on that
occasion assumed personal command of one
of the armies, while the other was under
the direction of old Field Marshal Count
Haesler, one of the greatest characters in
German military life. The emperor had
banteringly remarked that before the man-
oeuvres were brought to a close, he would
not only defeat Haesler’s army, but
would even take the old field
marshal  prisoner. Haeseler, in  his
customary grim and unsmiling fashion,
merely bowed and replied that there would
be nothing astonishing therein in view of
the remarkable talents possessed by Hie
manoeuvres Haesler suddenly changed the
disposition of his troops, and handled them

PREMIER SPEAKS ON ULSTER

Ladybank, Fifeshire, Scotland, Oct. 5—
“The British government will not bow to
such threats as the Unionist leaders made
in Ulster,” declared Premier Asquith to-
day, in speaking on home rule.

They had, he said, raised the spirit of
lawlessness but they must not imagine that
they could confine their doctrine to a
case which happened to be policially con-
venient at the moment.

He continued: “If what four-fifths of
the Irish people demand, is not granted
and if Irishmen see their long cherished
aspirations frustrated, they may turn and
say: ‘We will take the law into our own
hands.” No body of -responsible politicians
has ever struck a more deadly blow at the
foundations of democratic government.”
