‘We left Iquique on Feb. 26, subequent
to the different events which led to
the capture of that port by the rebels
and the first fire, which caunsed the des-
truction of property valued at$2.

It appears that when the rebels captur-
ed the port, the Government troops took
up position at some distance from it and
held themselves in readiness to attack
the city.The rebels returned on board,leav-
ing only some fifty men in charge. The
troops sodh heard of this and marched
on the place, some 200 strong, under
Colonel Soto. They reached the vicinity

with an abundant supply of munitions
of war and provisions.

‘Walter Stone, on May 2, 1890, met in-
staut death in the carding room of the
corporation by being decapitated in a
large pulley.

Annie M. Stone, supposed to be his
wife, lived on Spring street. Thirty days
later Treasurer Borden received notice
that Mrs. Stone would claim damages
for the loss of her husband’s life. -

The case had bardly been marked for
trial in the court before it became noised
about that there were two, and possibly
more, widows inferested, and this morn-
ing two claimants for the dead man’s
body appeared.

The first to take the witness’ stand
was Annie. She said she was married
to Stone in Taunton Feb. 15, 1890, by
Rev. Samuel Hopking Emery. She
showed her marriage certificate.

She reconciled conflicting statements
by saying her husband got out the
licsnse, and did’nt know much of her
antecedents.

Lawyer Jennings asked her ifshe knew
that her husband had married Harriet
M. Leonard of Providence, or Annie
Walton of Pawtucket, or Alvira Rhodes
of some place unknown, but to all she

at about 6 o'clock in the morning and
there fell in with a guard of sailors.

Loxpox, March 26.—The crew of the
German bark Humboldt who were picked
up by the steamer Don, arrived at Ply-
mouth yesterday.
