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ONLY A SUBTERFUGE.

The two government organs are still
prosing and prating over the redistribu-
tion question without

‘the way of defending the government.
Of course they must offer some “sem- '

blance of a defence, ‘being organs, but

their task is neither enviable nor hope- '

ful. We camnot perceive where the utility
lies in turning over the census and In-
dian figures, unless it is in the hope of
wonfusing the public. The Colonist
and the World may twist apd torture
the figures from now until next session
with unweamed perseverance, and still |
the people in general—their own read-
ers included—will feel that the govern-
ment did not deal houestly with {he
question. The simple fact is well un-
derstood, that the government changed
its mind abont redistribution becauase of
the objections of certan supportars to
the fulfilment of the promise iaade’ in
the speech from the throne. It is quite
to be expected that similar nbje-ttionsj
from the same source will arise against |
an honest redistribution scheme next ses-
sion, and the public has good cause to
fear that the government's plan of meet-
ing those objections will be character-
ized by chicanery and deceit, just as
was its plan of procedare last session.
The pretence now offered is that ah ef- |
fort is to be made to get correzt fig- |
ures on which to base a bill, but every
person is inclined to suspect :hat some-
thing else than “correctness” wiil be
searched for. In other words, the
grave objections to the goverament’s
course last sessfon is that it Iorevodes
further juggling with the qusstion by
the government.

The Colonist accuzes the Times of
taking ‘‘the position that a promise once |
made must be kept to the letter, no mat- |
ter what happens afterwards or how the
conditions are altered.” In making
that assertion our neighbor was draw- ,
ing ou its. imagination, for the Times |
has never taken any such Josition.
The government made the leuterant-
governor announce to the nouse that
“the time had arrived” when < r¢c¢istri-
bution was called for, and a redistriba-
tion was promised accordingly. We take
the position that if the governwment’s
statement was correct it was decessary
not only that a redistribution i.iil should
be passed but that a «dissokiti>n apnd
a general election should hav: folicwed
to give it effeect. Butiif the starement
was not correct, as the goveramsnt said
by its subsequent  actions, tlen the
government blundered most egregionsly
in inserting it in the. spe2ch. it is
quite useless to say that discoveries of
census defects were made oftervards,
for Premier Davie’s own statement
shows that the government had ho
more information about che cc¢asus when
it changed its mind than when it rriom-
ised to bring in a bill. I'he figures of
the census were published maore tlan
a year before the alleged defectsy were
discovered, and the government must
have been grossly stupid and srossly
pegligent if it waited so loug before
making its inquiry. . If the government
had been dn earnest about ‘the matter it
would have gathered all the nere:sary
information before making Aany an-
nouncement to the house.

With regard to the government's “dis-
coveries,” the fact 4s plaialy apbarent
that they are practically of mo uapert-
ance, notwithstanding all the eforts of
the organs to make them appeas o‘her-
wise. Probably no man in 3ritish Col-
umbia really believes that the white pop-
ulation of the island is as rarge as that
of the mainland, and the figures 55 mauch
dwelt upon by the minist:rs cnl the
two organs do not make it appear so,
if honestly dealt with. Jlriugh some
peculiar misapprehension the agricui-
ture department at Ottawa mixed up
the Indian department figures with
those of the census, and the goverament
here snapped at this confusion as an
excuse for delaying redistribution. Even
a cursory examination of the figures
shows that the 11,000 Indians whose
numbers are merely guessed at by the
the Indian department are not included
in the census population, and if they
are left out the mystery disappears. It
is likely that other Indian bands have
pbeen more or less incorrectly ennmerat-
ed, but the errors in their cases would
not have been any serious -bstacie in
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Apparently, the Government ' labors
under the belief that when it grants a
man the right to prospect for mineral it
has granted him a pension for life, or
something that can be hypothecated at
the banks for ready money.

The hardships
and trials which these men endure are
seldom given to the public. 'They are
great, indeed, but presumably the I’ro-
vincial Government does not consider
them sufficiently so, as its latest. move
has been to yearly tax mineral claims
on which a erown grant has been issued
25 cents per aere, unless improvements
to the extent of $200 are made yearly.

There are many thousands of prospec-
tors. 'There are few who find. Those
who do find invariably work hard frr
their reward, and in many cases, l: -
ing to depend on their -day’s labor f.r
the necessities of life, they can iil affcrd
to yearly do $200 worth of improve-

| ments on claims which have an uncer-
, tain value.

The amendment will no doubt tend
to force the development work of Brit-
ish Columbia’s mineral resonrces, but
it will do so at the expense of the un-
fortunate prospector, since being unable
to do the necessary development work
he will be obliged to take what he can
get from -capitalists for his ' prospect,
and the amendment will strengthen' the
hands of the purchaser and weaken
those of the prospector.

OBJECTIONABLE CLAUSES.

There are two provisions of the act !

One of these debars the
holder of a mineral claim from owner-
ship of the surface of his claixr}, leav-
ing him only the privilege of using the
surface ground of his mining operations.
Of this claunse the Nelson Tribune says:

This idea i8 a wrong one, and the
Tribune prediets it will lead to no end
of litigation—but, probably, that is just
the reason why it was incorporated in
the act. There can be no good reasons
advanced for treating the owner of a
mineral claim in a different manner
from the owner of any other land. There
is just as much sense in depriving the
owner of a mineral claim of the surface
rights of the ground as there:.would be
in depriving the farmer of his the mo-
ment he used his land for other pur-
poses than raising grain or vegetables,
or of the stockraiser when he ceases to
graze stock on his pasturage land. The
owner of a 50-acre mineral claim should
have just as much right to sell the sur-
face of his ground for town lots as the
owner of an hundred and sixty acre
pre-emption. The one is required to
spend hundreds of dollars in develop-
ment work and surveys before a crown
grant will be issued, and the other is
required to do much the same. ‘Where
one mineral claim ° yields any re-
turn whatever to Its owner, a
hundred  pre-emptions  give  their
owners at least a fair living.  The
owner of a mineral claim is obliged to

foreman for him.

Feeding of §kim Milk to Cows.
I noticed & few weeks ago in these

skim milk to. milch cows,

man. We have been practicing it here
with very good results. The milk is
taken directly from the separator and
given to the cows while yet warm and
.sweet. In every case the flow of milk
has been increased, some cows shqwing
an increase of 15 pounds a day. The
herd is made up mostly of pure-bred
Holsteins and are naturally very large
eaters, but I notice those that get skim
milk do not eat as much hay as before.
When a cow gets a good drink of warm
milk just bqfore she is called upon to
contribute ‘hér share of the produce, she
is perfectly contented to stand still and
do so with good grace. Should anyone
‘have trouble in getting the cows to,
drink, a little grain mixed with the
milk will, in most cases, induce them to
taste it, and when once they get to
_drinking they become very fond of their
'warm drink.
