Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 21.—Emissaries 

or some secret socièty In China ap­
parently got in some more' flue work 
In Winnipeg, for on Saturday night 
the bodies of Kwong Po and Ching 
Lung, two Chinamen, who arrived 
here from Vancouver two months ago, 
were found horribly mutilated in their 
laundry.

The crime was committed at 9 o’clock 
at night and apparently the assail­
ants entered the store as visitors and 
struck down the two occupants with 
axes, and then slashed their throats. 
The bloody weapons were found on the 
floor of the laundry, but nothing was 
disturbed or taken. Both murdered 
men had money in their pockets and 
the cash drawer was intact. No ar­
rests have been made.

Two years ago a similar crime was 
committed and still remains an un­
solved mystery!

Eight hundred Chinese met last night 
and subscribed five thousand dollars 
to prosecute a search for the murder­
ers.

Pekin, Dec. 21.—The Dalai Llama, of 
Tibet, left Pekin this morning for 
L’Haesa, his capital and his departure 
marks the beginning of the end of hie 
four years of wandering over Northern 
China.

The Llama started out from L'Hassra 
shortly after the arrival there of » 
British column under the command of 
Colonel Sir Francis Younghusband. He 
felt that his holy city had been dese­
crated by the presence of the English­
men, and at the head of a large retinue 
he started on wanderings that carried 
him over many thousand miles of 
Manchuria and China, always greatly 
to the annoyance;/Of the Chinese au­
thorities, for he was an unwelcome and 
expensive visitor. He came to Pekl* 
last September at the urgent request of 
the Chinese government, who wanted 
him to return to his capital in order 
to make possible the carrying ont of 
certain reforms.

The ruler of .Tibet ! returns to L’Has- 
sa shorn of his temporal authority and 
In the future he will be regarded as a 
mere ecclesiastic, pledged to support 
whatever reforms China desires to 
carry out in bts country. There was 
a notable absence of ceremony in con­
nection with his departure. There 
were but two small honorary pavilions 
at the railroad station as compare* 
with the many evidences of the desire 
of the government to boner him when 
he came to Pekin. The Dalai Ljame 
caravan Is composed of 414 person^ He 
horses, 580 camels and to tents.

London. Dec. 21.—King Edward put 
end to the present session of thean

British parliament to-day. Only a 
email muster of members was present 
to attend the brief prorogation cere­
monies. The King’s speech made spec­
ial reference to the recent visit of the 
American battleship fleet to Australian 
waters, which His Majesty said “Evok­
ed warm feelings of cordiality in my 
dominions, in that quarter of the 
globe, and was a source of gratifica­
tion to myself and my government.

Referring to the conclusion of "sev­
eral important agreements which by 
eliminating causes of contention must 
tend to the consolidation of peace/’ the 
King says, "among these may be men­
tioned the treaties with the United 
States for general arbitration and .for 
regulating certain questions between 
the United States and Canada and an 
agreement for the maintenance of the 
existing territorial status of the . re­
gions bordering on the North sea.”

Continuing, His Majesty expressed 
gratification at the visit to England of 
President Fallieres of France and the 
King and Queen of Sweden.

Referring to the events in the Bal­
kans, “as calculated to disturb the 
provision of the Treaty of Bferlln,’’ the 
ipeech says; “There is reason, to hope 
that wise and conciliatory counsel will 
prevail and that an amicable settle­
ment ■will be reached with the consent 
of the Powers who are parties to the 
treaty."

The ruins of Casa Grande were found 
to be very much more extensive than 
was anticipated, and it is stated that 
their permanent preservation is pf 
great archaelogical importance.

Certain chiefs of the native tribes in 
German Sampa. are threatening trou­
ble. They are preparing to hoist an In­
dependent Samoan flag when the par­
liament of the islands reassembles, and 
contemplate appealing to Great Bri­
tain and the United States to decide 
whether this action is Justified.

Leiter 
was leading the workmen with an in­
spiring energy, while on the fighting 
line, tired but determined, was his wife 
serving the almost exhausted men with 
coffee and sandwiches, and encourag­
ing them by her presence. Mr. and’Mrs. 
Leiter arrived at Zeigler on a special 
train. 1

London, Deo. 21.—Great Interest la 
being expressed In London at the en­
terprise of the Anglo-Araerlesn OU 
Company, which Is the name of the 
principal British branch of the Stand­
ard, in invading for business purposes 
one of the aristocratic sections of the 
West End.

Hains could not be located at her 
home in Wlnthrop, Mass., yesterday 
and there were reports that the wife 
of the army captain had left tor this 
city in company with Lieut. Butler, of 
the district attorney’s office. District 
Attorney Darrin said this morning;

"Mrs. Claudia Hains will not be call­
ed as a, wltness for the prosecution. She 
has no knowledge of any material facts 
In the case and there never has been 
any Intention of calling her. Mrs. 
Halns is at her father’s home in Wln­
throp. I have had communications with 
her and I am sure of this.”

Robert H. Roberts, a member of the 
Bayside Yacht Club, took the stand 
this morning. He said he went to the 
club with Mrs. Annis In the stage on 
the afternoon of the tragedy. Rob­
erts said:

“When Annis’ boat was 
alongside the dock I heard a shot and 
Mrs. Annis screamed, ‘Look out Wit-

Mr. Quénnel refused the 
honor and at a meeting subsequently 
held the Conservatives decided not to 
enter a man in the contest.

At a convention held on Satur­
day night they nominated C. H. Bark­
er, the well known local lawyer. Mr. 
Barker will contest the seat, and as 
he will secure the great bulk of the 
Conservative votes his chances of elec­
tion are considered very good indeed. 
Mr. Hawthornthwaite has won his pre­
vious victories In a three-cornered 
fight. The present contest will be a 
fight purely and simply between So­
cialist and anti-Sociallst. Nanaimo is 
the stronghold of Socialism in the pro­
vince, and the fight will be a keenly 
contested one. The Conservatives have 
not as yet declared themselves, and 
what action they will take In the fight 
is not known.
