The idea is that Burope would then be
compelled to adopt a meutral attitude,
It is agreed that the ‘Greek fleet' could
conquer the islands of the Aegean Seas,
inelading Samar, while the Greek army,
assisted by insurgent bands, could ra-
pidly overrun Macedonia.
