English Politicians Look for an Official
Declaration Following This Week’s
Budget Disclosures.

NEW YORK, April 27—The Tri-
bune’s London correspondent cables:

What will probably be the last free
trade budget in England will be dis-
closed next week, and the politicians
will know whether a general election
will be forced this year.

“The Bconomist”’ makes the novel
suggestion that the remnant of the ex-
isting land tax, ylelding £700,000, can
be cleared away by compulsory re-
demption, and from £16,000,000 to £20,-
000,000 can be obtained from it in the
course of two years. This expedient
would release the taxpayers from their
temporary burdens and abolish the
charges based on an obsolete valuation
which has become a nuisance to buy-
ers and sellers. It would clear the

ground for the new system of valua-

tion and taxation on which the radi-
cals have set their hearts, and would
remove the justification for a rejection
of the budget by the Lords.

The opinion prevails in the smoking

room at Westminster that the budget
will be less sensational than has been
expected, and that the government will
remain in office through the year.
Welsh disestablishment is a form of
window dressing for the Nonconform-
ists. Financial and naval policies dlone
count in practical politics. The naval
inquiry respecting the naton’s readiness
for war strengthens the position of the
government, —
“ Lord Charles Beresford has acted
with dignity and patriotism in pre-
senting the case before the secret Cab-
inet tribunal, refraining from panic-
mongering. A most remarkable speech
on naval subjects is from a rising hope
of Toryism, F. B. Smith, who has
condemned the beligerent right of selz-
ing an enemy’s ships in war time, and
virtually has become the champion of
the American principle of inviolability
of private property at sea.

———

BERESFORD, THE IDOL
OF THE BRITISH NATION

The popularity with the “man in
the street” of Lord Charles Beres-
ford, whom he remembers particularly
as hero of the Condor and holder of
three medals for saving Ilife, was

in London and Portsmouth, when the
gallant Admiral came ashore on the
hauling down of his flag as Command-
er-in-Chief of the Channel Fleet.

After the leave-taking of his fleet in
Portland Roads on the previous day
Lord Charles, on his flagship, King
Bdward VII., arrived at Spithead late
the same night, and anchored until the
following morning. At 9 o'clock the
King Edward VII, on the flood-tide,
prepared to make its final entry into
Portsmouth Harbor with the Com-
mander-in ?Chief's flag at the fore.
Steaming slowly and majestically up
to the dockyard, the flagship passed
between the lines of leviathan ships
assembled in the harbor.

SALUTED ADMIRAL'S FLAG.

The crews manned ship to salute the
Admiral’s flag, and cheered as the flag-
ship passed, while farewell signals
from.the King Edward saw an ever-
changing array of flags flying from
her main. At easy speed the ship came
abreast the North Railway jetty, where
she was to be moored. The whole of
her officers and men were visible on
her deck. As soon as the gangway
was run up she was boarded by Ad-
miral Fanshawe, Admiral of the Port,
and Admiral Superintendent Robinson.

Tor the first time Lord Charles ap-
peared on the quarter-deck, attired in
a heavy long overcoat, and wearing a
silc hat. After greeting his visitors,
the little party went below.

At this moment the Admiral's fam-
ous bulldog Glory was led down the
gangway on a leash, and removed to
the station by one of his lordship’s ser-
vants. The dog's appearance excited
much interest amongst the crowds of
onlookers.

Then a bugle sounded, and the en-
tire ship’s company mustered on the
quarter-deck, the officers assembling
in a long line in front, the “middies”
at one end, and the captain and com-
mander at the. other. After a few
minutes Lord Charles appeared again,
and, stepping to the front, looked long
and silently at the company. Lifting
fis hat, he aproached the nearest mid-
shipman, and, shaking him warmly by
the hand, uttered a few words. Pass-
ing down the whole line, he greeted
each of the officers in turn. Then,
with one foot on the gargway, te
again turned, and, raising his hat,
bowed in stately fashion to his late
comrades. Slowly he turned, and came
down the gangway to the carriage in
waiting which was to drive him to the
Harbor Station en route for London.

ECHO OF FIFTY YEARS AGO.

As he did so, the sailors burst into
toud cheering, the officers joining in.
T ats and caps were thrown into the air
in the enthusiasm of the demonstra-
tion of the affection entertained by
the men for their late chief. Before his
carriage drove off, Lord Charles once
more turned towards his ship, and,
standing up, again doffed his hat and
bowed.

Outside the dockyard gates was &
great mass of people, who completely
blocked the Hard as far as the sta-
tion. When the carriage appeared

lice could clear a passage* for it.
Cheers arose on every side, and one
or two admirals tried to grasp the gal-
lant Admiral’s hand. A long line of mo-
tor cars stretched on elther side, their
horns adding to the general din. The
windows of the buildings were crowd-
ed, and flags flew everywhere.

The crowd fell in behind the carriage
and followed it to the station. Here the
throngs of people were SO great that
Lord Charles had to have assistance to
reach the platform, and he was sub-
jected to much pushing and jostling
before at length he managed to reach
his carriage. Many were the encourag-
ing cries addressed by the crowd to
the departing Admiral, and mingling
with them were frequent shouts for
“Speech.” At last Lord Charles, see-
ing that his admirers would not be
quieted, came to the window and at-
tempted to deliver a little address. At
almost every word he was interrupted
by cheering, and his remarks were thus
rendered almost inaudible
those in front.

DON'T OWH GLOTHES

Married Women Mare Sarfs Undsr Cld
Law, Declares Judge.

NEW ORLEANS, April 27-That a
married woman in Louisiana does not
own her clothes was shown in an ad-
dress before the Era Club by Judge Wil-
liam Ferguson who told of the in-
equalities of the Code Napoleon, in-
herited by the Louisiana constitution.

The members of the Era Club are
waging a suffragette campaign, and
have enlisted Judge Ferguson to start
agitations for legislative reform.

“A spinster,” sald the judge, ‘“may
acquire, alienate, mortgage or do as
she feels disposed with her property,
all of which is denied a married wo-
man. It often happens that the hus-
band takes advantage of this prohibi-
tion and is guilty of excesses and bar-
barous treatment out of the presence
of witnesses, and the wife is powerless
to right the wrong and free herself

because she cannot testify against her
husband.

“Why discriminate against females?”
asked Judge Ferguson, and a hundred
ambitious women thundered a reply
that indicated there would be strong
pressure brought to bear on the next
session of the legislature.
