Many Witnesses Were Examined at Dairy Investigation

at Sussex Yesterday.

SUSSEX, - May 30.—The investigation
(nto the management of the provincial
dalry school and into the charges p're-
ferred by Mr. Eveleigh, the manager,
against certain of the instructors, was
cortinued today in the dairy school
suiiding here. . Premier Tweedie pre-

1ed.” "Hon. Al S. White appeared on

,zhalf ‘of the superintendents and ‘W.
®. Jonah and Geo.:'W. Fowler, M. P.,
for Mr Eveéleigh Eight witnesses were
examined, .including Mr. Eveleigh,
whose evidence had been given in part
at the last meeting. No very start-
ling; evidénce was adduced on either

side~and ‘nothing of importance ‘was |
The ;

provéh one. way or 'the other.-
tarmers. who gawve evidence were for
the most part quite satisfled with Mr.
Eveleigh’s management of the factory,
whilg ‘on the other hand they had no-
thing to say against the superintend-
ents. Mr. HEveleigh, who wrote the let-
ter contafhing the charges now being
investigated, showed a considerable dis-
position to retract as much as possible
“or the sake of peace and harmony.

“What he had intimated, however, con-
cerning the use of intoxicating drinks
by some of the instructors he felf that
he could not withdraw.

The first witness was Richard Mec-
Cready. He said he had been a cheese
maker at Gagetown for four years. He
attended the Sussex dairy school in
1904. While he was in school he never
saw any of the instructors under the
influence’ of liquor. While at Gagg-
town he was frequently visited by Mr.
Mitchell. He alwfys found Mr. Mit-
chell ready and willing to assist hinmn

To. Mr. Jonah witness said he had
never had any complaints from his
patrons concerning the 'weight of
vream, eéeto., except on one occasion.

Nelson Tait, butter maker at Elgin,
was the next witness. He took a course
at the dairy achool in 1903. While
here he. never noticed -any signs of
liquor. on the superintendents. While
he was in charge of the creamery at
‘Waterford he wa® visited by Mr. Mit-
chell once. Witness had worked in
the Sussex creamery for eighteen
months under Mr. Eveleigh.

To Mr. Jonah withess said while he
worked with Mr. BEvelelgh the latter
seemed to be attentive to his business.
He wasg. apparently well liked and
seemed to have the eonfidence of his
patrons, He seemed to be exact in his
tests' and@ weight: ‘At Elgin where he
was working, a new factory had

opened because of farmers’ complaints

against the management of the mari-
time dairy company. Witness had no
knowledge-of any of the instructors of
the school drinking liguor either in.
sghool or out, - He remembered on one
occasion of Mr. Eveleigh having drawn
his attention to some difficulty with re-
spect to the ripening of the cream over
which Mr, Daigle had charge. .

Edward Gaudette, butter maker at
Memramcook, was next called, He
had worked there as butter maker 3
years. He took two courses at -the
dairy school, one in 1903, the other in
1904. . While he was at the school the
instructors were Messrs, Mitcheh, Tii-
ley and Daigle. He had never seen
any of them under the influence of
liquor

‘To' Mr. Jonah witness said he could
Memramcook, was examined. He had
heen at the school, nor when he start-
ed in. He thought He would have re-
membered if he had seen any sign of
liquor on any of the instructors.” While
he had been around with Mr. Daigle
during the time he attended the school
the latter had never treated him. He
had neveritaken any liquor himself
while here. 1

Napoleon LeBlane, butter maker at
Memramcook, was examined. He had
attended the school only one year, He

>

considered the instructors competent, |

He had only had one month’'s experi-
ence at butter making.

The next witness was Frank Mec-
Cready. He had jattended the school
in 1902. He saw no indications that
the instructors had ever been using
intoxicants,

Neison HEveléigh, manager of  the
Sussex factory, was then called, and
the examination begun at last meet-
ing, wag continued. He was question-
ed at some length with regard to his
method of making the weights of milk
on' glips and entering them on the
sheets and on the books. - He remem-
bered one occasion where a sheet came
nearly being lost. Regarding the
pipettes used in the "“factory, witness
sald as far as he knew they had al-
ways used the same size of pipette. He
was not aware that one kind of cream

required one size of pipette, and an=-|

other kind another size. He had been
acting on the  assumption that 'the
same size coula properly be used for
all the cream, Witness said the in-
struetors had complained about the
separator not being in good condition
nearly every spring. He had not con-
eidered the machines unfit to use nor
unsafe. They had been sent away
each spring and - repaired. The ma-
ctnes in use now were both De La-
val's. Witness said during the last
two years he had ‘handled feed at the
request of the farmers, and sold it to
them. cheaper than the other merch-
ants. He did not think he averaged
820 a car on the feed. With the feed
he also handled some flour, which he
kept in the dairy building until an
act was passed in the local house for-
bidding him to do so. Regarding the
letter written to Mr, Smith, M. P. P,
witness said it had not been written
for publication. - “Mr. Smith had said
in writing to him that he wished to

‘Brekemarn "' Ehdeavored 'to

urge upon the government a more ag-
gressive policy. Witness had expect-
ed the ‘matter in his letter to be touch-
ed upon in the house, and had been in
hopes it might be the means of doing
some good in the school, but he had
not expected it to be used as it had
been. He remembered having writ-
ten to Mr, Hazen, explaining the_let-
ter previously written. This was for
the purpose of showing that he had
no fault to find with the superintend-
ents. Mr. Tilley had telegraphed him
later that an absolute withdrawal of
his charge would settle the whole
thing, but this he could not do.

The meeting was adjourned at 12
©0'clock,

At 2 p. m. the investigation was re-
sumed.

Mr. Eveleigh was allowed to stand
aside, and Austin Lockhart was called.
He had graduated at the Sussex school
and had since been engaged mostly in
Nova Scotia. While at the school he
never knew the instructors to be un-
der the influence of liquor. ' He always
found them ready and willing to help
him,

Herbert Parles, barrister of the su-
preme court, and also a farmer and
dealer _in - thoroughbred stock, was
called next. He had been bringing
milk or cream to the Sussex factory
ever since: it opened. 'In the year 1904
he thought. his.tests had averaged
about 30 per cent. In the summer it
wént up, he tkought, to about 83 or 34
per cent. In the fall he had changed
the screw in the separator, but he did
not think it changed the test for some
time afterward.

To Mr. Jonah witness said he was
speaking from memory only. He
would not swear within four or: five
points of what his tests were any time
during 1904, Witness sald that with
an ordinary adjustment of the ma-
chine an increase in the speed of fyn-
ing would increase the amount of
cream. He agreed there “were several
things which ‘might interfere with the
cream tests. The fact ¢f his percent-
age of cream increasing in the spring’
of 1904 he attributed to the fact that
different hands turned the machine.
Witness sald he had made his own
butter for a time and found on com-
parison he got smaller returns than
he received at the factory.

C. W..J. Upham. was the next wit-
nees.  He produced a record of his
tests at the factory, beginning with
the year 1903. In January, February
and March, 1805, he got & test of 27
per cent. He thought this unprofitable
and left the factory in May. When he

got his next check $6.87 was deducted
as a fine for leaving the factory. This
was 3 per cent. of the money he re-
ceived since Jan. 1st, 1805. This he
understood was according to one of
the by-laws of the company. Witness
sald when he was home he always
turned his own sepafator. When away
his foreman turned it. He could not
awear whether or not there were vari-
ations in the turning of the machine
on account of the change of hands.
Regarding the falling off of his test in
November last, witness said he ‘would
swear that this falling off was not due
to the change of rote 'n turning the
machine. In his opinion the Babcock,
tester, or rather the man bhehind it,
wag to blame. Questioned concerning
the fine impesed by the company on

those leaving the factory, witness did
not know .just what the intention of |
the company was in making thig. by- |

law. He thought, however, that if he
had just.cause for complaint and left
the factory he showld. not have to pay
it. He did not know definitely of any
person elsy leaving the factory undér
the same circumstances as himself.
Bverett Moore was the next witness.
He had been making cheese for three

years. During that time he had been '

visited three times by Mr. Mitchell,
who spent from fifteen minutes to an
hour each time. Witness considered
the number of visits sufficient, and had
no fault to find with the superintend-
ent.

The investigation was adjourned
about 3.30 p. m., to open again on Fri-
day at 10 a. m

KILLED BY TRAIN.

Robert McCourt Struck by
Fredericton Express.

>s

Accident Occurred in Falrville Yard—
Jury Find Verdict of Accidental
Death.

*e

A fatal accident occurred In Fair-
ville "Wednesday, when Robert Mec-
Court was struck by the Fredericton
express and dled from his injuries a
short time afterwards.

MeCourt, who was 21 years of age,
went to work yesterday at noon at the
Cushing saw mill and was engaged dur-
ing the afternoon in piling deals. At
five o'clock he knocked off work and
with some fellow laborers was walk-
ing home, going by the, asua route
along the. C. P. R. tracks from the
mill to Fairville station. MecCourt
was walking a short distance in ad-
vance of George Compton and Robert
Cheeseman.

A few minutes past five the Freder-
icton express from St. John came
along. McCourt was in danger of be-
ing struck, but as the train drew near,
Mr. Cheeseman, who at ordinary
times is dumb, but who finds his voice
under excitement, shouted a- warning
to McCourt. McCourt turned around
to see what the shouting was about
and then for the first time became
aware ‘of the approaching train. He
attempted .to get off  the track, but
was not quick enough and had just
got one foot clear of the rati when he
was struck.odThe: buffer-board ..of the
engine caught him about the thigh and
he was thrown with great viclence
against a shunting engine which wae
standing on the next track., His skull
was crushed and he was otherwise
very badly injured.

Mr. McCourt was at once picked up
vand carried into the Fairville freight
shed, ‘the accidentfhappenirg within
less than one. hundred yards of that
place. He was made as comfortable

who was on the traln, and Drs. Cur-
ran and Gray of Falrville, who were
summoned, did all they could for the
injured man. Their efforts, hLowever,
were unavailing, - and MecCourt died
about six o/clock or three-quarters of
an hour after the accident occurred.

The ambulance, which was summons-
ed, reached the scene some time after
the man had died.

Robert McCourt was the son of Mrs.
Patrick McCourt. He had beén living
with his brother-in-law , Willilam Reid
Station street, Fairville. He leaves
besides his widowed mother, three eis-
ters,” Mrs. Willlam Reid and Misses
Nellie 'and Margaret McCourt of St.
John, and one brother, John MecCourt,
a conduetor on the street railway.

Robert McCourt is said to have been
glightly weak lntellectua.lly and on sev-

eral occasions récently té“have narrow-
1y escaped injury on the railroad. Cor-
oner McFarland of Fairville, was mo-
tified of the accldent and a: once em-
panelled. a jufy. They viewed the

| 8cene of the aeccident and the body.

The jury was composed of H. P. All-
ingham, foreman; Jéremiah Storey,
Joseph  Scribner,  John McFariand,
Charles 'McFarland, James i.ong and
Robert Irvine.

The inquest was held and three wit-
nesses were examined. They were
Samuel Galbraith and Engineer Stears
of the express, who had witnessed the
accident, and Police Officer Lawson.
The two first witnesses swore that
the train wag running about ten miles
an hour, and that the bell had been
ringing all aleng the yard, The space
between the tracks was wide enough
for a man t6 step aside and escape.the
train. Engineer Stears shouted to the

i man to keep out of the way, but in-

stead of stepping off, he got on the
track in front -of the train, The
brakes were applied, but it was too
late to stop the train.

Officer Lawson said that for the past
twelve months McCourt had seemed

. not to know when he was in danger,
. Several times

lately Officer Lawson
had taken him home off the track and

, had told MeCourt's mother, who saild

that her son was not responsible,

Mr, Reid, McCourt’s brother-in-law,
had also spoken to the officer about
having the young man placed in the

. asylum,

The jury, after a .few minutes' de-

f:nberation, brought in a verdict of ac-
i cidental death, the C. P. R. being In
i no way to blame,

CONFLICT BETWEEN ‘
STRIKERS AND COSSACKS.

L.ODZ, -Russian Poland, May 81.—A
conflict between strikers and Cossacks
occurred here today. The soldiers
were stoned by a mob of men who
were trying to bring out some weavers
who were at Work, whereupon the
troops fired, killing two men and
wounding six.

A condition almost approaching- an-
archy exists here. The strikers appear
to have supreme .control. They are
forcing the “mamufacturers to close
their mills and the manufacturers are
urging® the governor to proclaim mare
tial law. In one Instance the strikers
forcibly ejected a military guard fiom
a mill. A regiment of cavalry arrived
here thie afternoon.
