Newcastle, N. B. May 21.—Very
extensive development in the Drum-
mond iron mines is shortly looked
for. John Drummond of Montreal
and Engineer Parsons were in New-
castle this week In conunection with
the construction of ten minals here
for the exportation of the iron ore.
It is announced that the Drummonds
intend to get out from one thousand
to twelve hundred toms of ore per day
in the immediate future. Fourteen
car loads of machinery have already
been placed In the mines and the
preliminary work is very well advanc-
ed. The new industry will prove a
great boom to the entire provincé.

Or possibly it would be more
correct to say that Old Probs. had let
down the curtain of the clouds, and
debarred the good people of this part
of the world from seeing the show—a
very ungracious performance no doubt
when it is considered how eagerly we
have waited to get a good view of
this long-haired star of the celestial
stage.

On Saturday evening, however, the
comet was visible as a rather dull star
in the western sky for some hours,
and D. L. Hutchinson, director of the
local observatory, reports that a por-
tion of its tail was visible. Astronom-
ers promised that it wounld make a
fine display in the western sky for
the benefit' of those whe did not turn
out in the morning to see it; but Mr.
Hutchinson seems to doubt that we
will get a fair chance to view its tail
in all its glory.

The comet and the earth, he said to
The Standard last evening are now
moving in opposite directions, at a
rather lively rate of speed and, as it is
millions of miles farthér away every
evening, our chances of observing the
tail are pretty poor.
