STANDARDAt the ninth annual meeting of the 
Free Kindergarten Association In the 
Board of Trade rooms last evening, 
the need of opening a fourth kinder­
garten In the city was discussed, and 
strong speeches were made In favor 
of the Idea of having the government 
take over the kindergartens and con­
duct them as part of the public school 
system.

In the absence of Mrs. H. H. Pic­
kett, the president, Mrs. H. J. Rob­
erts, the let vice-president, opened 
the meeting and spoke of the grow­
ing importance of the work of the 
association, and the desire of the 
officers to extend the work.

Work Growing Rapidly.
Miss Mary Gunn submitted the re­

port of the secretary', which showed 
that during the year the work hds 
been progressing steadily. The as­
sociation conducts three free kinder­
gartens. St. Mery’s, Brussels Street 
and Portland Street Kindergartens, 
having an enrollment of 138 children 
and an average attendance of 87. The 
teachers this year have been 
Edith Stephens. Miss I va Estey, Miss 
Hazel Seely, with Misses Maxwell. 
Johnston, Emerson. Journeay, Lawlor 
and Marks as assistants.

Mrs. C. F. Woodman, the treasurer 
submitted a report showing that the 
three schools had cost $600 each and 
that the association started the next 
year's work will about $700 in hand.

Mrs. W. C. Mathews, director of 
the training of teachers, said six 
kindergarten teachers would be gra­
duated In June.

More Accommodation Needed.

The pupils of the city schools estab­
lished a -record attendance during the 
month of October. There were 22 
teaching days and the average daily 
attendance of pupils was ninety per 
cent., as shown by the secretary's re­
port submitted at last lfight’a meet­
ing of the school board. Only one case 
of truancy was reported.

R. B. Emerson, chairman, presided 
and the following tiustees were pre­
sent: J. V. Russell. Geo. E. Day, M.
E. Agar. D. H. Nase. H. Colby Smith.
Mrs. Jas. Dever, M. Coll. Supt. Dr. 
Bridges, Secretary R. (J. Lovttt and 
Truant Officer McMann also attended.

The board dealt chiefly with rou­
tine matters. After the adoption of 
the minutes of the last regular meet­
ing, the minutes of special meetings 
were submitted and approved. Among 
the matters laid before the board was 
the resignation of Thomas E. Powers 
of the High School staff, who for 
several years has given valuable ser­
vice. The resignation was placed in 
ih«- hands of the chairman of the 
board and Supt. Bridges to be dealt 
with.

Petitions for increase in salary 
were received from the principals of 
live schools, Revardy Sleeves. Aber­
deen school; Rex Cormier, Leinster 
street: J. Frank Owens, St. 
rick’s; W. A. Nelson. Winter street, 
and A L. Dykeman, Alexandra school.
The applications were all referred to 
the teachers' committee.

More Accommodations Needed.
Supt. Bridges in the course of the 

meeting submitted a report In which 
he pointed out that there Is an urgent 
demand for increased accommodation 
for scholars on the west side. The ,n 
accommodation of the Albert school 
Is taxed to the limit and it is impera­
tive that some action be taken to re­
lieve the situation. Every department 
in the school is filled and something 
must be done to meet the demand for 
more room. In reply to a question 
from one of the trustees it was point­
ed out that under the Free School 
Act it is incumbent on the board to 
provide the accommodation and ac­
cordingly the .west side committee 
with Trustees Day and Coll were com­
missioned to visit the school and look 
into the matter.

In the matter of the purchase of the 
lot on the east side of Bentley street 
for school purposes, the board at a 
special meeting held a few weeks ago. 
decided upon the purchase provided 
the city council Is agreeable to the 
purcha-ee. This lot has been found suit­
able in every respect, having an area 
of 64,397 square feet.

Trustee Agar in reply to a question, 
said .that the commissioners had also 
Inspected the lot and were impressed 
with the suitability. As to the agree­
ment o/ the council to purchase he 
could not speak with authority, nor 
could he say that the council would 
encourage the erection of a school on 
the site within the üèxt year, as there 
are already many demands.
