London, Oct. 19,‘ 3.17 p. m.—A 
mounted British force on Sunday ap­plied by the navy hydrographic office 

from announcements of the British 
admiralty, showing the latest mined 
areas, reveal a number of extensive 
fields where mines have been sown, 
leaving only a tortuous channel, the 
course of which is known only to ad*- 
miralty officers, from Falmouth to 
London. Warnings of these areas 
have been glveq to mariners, advis­
ing them to obtain special pilots from 
the admiralty service to insure safe 
navigation.

With these precautions to safeguard 
shipping, navy officials here find it 
difficult to understand how tlhe Alau- 
nia could have been sunk, except by 
a mine which had broken from an­
chorage or one dropped by an enemy 
mine-layer.

The United States and Great Britain 
perfected an agreement at the begin­
ning of the war whereby the areas of 
mine fields would be announced to 
mariners, and other precautions taken 
to protect Shipping. In order fo keep 
the channels open to navigation ad­
miralty vessels constantly are em­
ployed In sweeping operations, both 

the coasts and at the entrance 
of commercial ports.

New York, Oct 19.—The Gurnard 
liner Alaunia, which sailed from, this 
port October 7, was sunk by a mine in 
the English Channel today and some 
of her crew may have been lost, ac­
cording to cable advices to the local 
■dunard officials. The Alaunia met her 
fate while proceeding to London from 
Falmouth, where on Tuesday, the 
officials said, she landed all of her 
passengers, including 21 Americans, 
who sailed on her from New York.

The vessel's captain, H. 'M. Ben Ison, 
and the majority of the crew of 260 
were saved, according to the advices,

Revenue and expenditure balance 
at a total of 4,078,000,000 rubles, this 
being the first time the Russian bud­
get has reached four billions. The 
excess expenditure over the real rev- 
enue, amounting to 73,000,000 ruble», 
will be covered by credit operations.

The receipts from the sale of intox­
icating liquors, which In 1913, were 
approximately 100,000,000 rubles, are 
now estimated at only 50,000,000 
rubles. An explanatory memorandum 
attached to the budget points out that 
the taxable resources of the empire 
have increased almost entirely a*r a 
result of the enforcement of temper-
