Imperial Guards Fired the Shot.

St. Petersbung, Jan. 20, 420 a. m.—In
spite of the official statement that the
cannon shot which yesterday might easily
have wiped out the whole of the Romanoff
family was the result of carelessness in
leaving a shotted cartridge in the breach
of-a gun after target practice, the myater-

! ious’ case is still under the combined in-

vestigation of the military and police and
the public seems as little inclined as the
authorities to accept the published version.
The officers and men of the battery have
not been arrested, but are confined to bar-
racks and by the military regulations are
so closely under restraint that it is im-

possible for the culprit or culprits to es-’

cape until the responsibility is determined.
1t cannot be said definitely whether the
affair was anf accident or the result of de-
sign. ‘The general belief is that a wide
spread plot did mot exist, but evidences of
design are so apparent that the statement
attributing the presence of a loaded shell
to previous target practice evoke smiles
in many quarters. It is pointed out as
being highly improbable that the gun had
tet been cleaned for two days and it is
impossible that a second cartridge could
have been inserted for saluting purposes
behind the first; and it is certainly a
startling coincidence that the gun contain-
ing this mussile should have been trained
What-
ever may be the solution, it is a strange
fact that the shot came from the Bourse
Esplanade where was stationed the First
Horse Artillery of the Guard, the premier
artillery organization of 'the empire and
one of the most noted regiments in the
whole Russian service. The roster of this
organization of aristocratic traditions hase
included grand dukes, princes, and some
of the most illustrious names in Russia.

Two Investigations On.

The two investigations are proceeding
independently, and both are guarded with
the utmost secrecy.

Military experts say indications point to
a charge comsisting of grape having been
inserted surreptitiously in a saluting cart-
ridge. If this was the case, probably only
one man was involved. Certainly if there
was an extensive, deep laid plot, or if an
officer was involved, it was badly exe-
cuted. It is pointed out that it is hardly
probable that an expert artilleryman
should have prepared a weak scattering
charge, which could hardly carry across
the Neva.

Al the same time an indication of de-
sign is the fact that the gun was trained

| directly against the imperial pavilion. Had

the gun contained the service charge or
regular shell, the pavilion must infallibly
have been destroyed. It is clear, however,
that the saluting was done most recklessly
as the flashes of the blank shots from St.
Peter and St. Paul dortress showed that
the guns were directed straight at the win-
ter palace.

Were Shots Intended for Czar?

St. Petersburg, Jan. 19—The annual cere-
mony of blessing the waters in front of
the Winter Palace was performed by Em-
peror Nicholas this morning. During the
ceremony several shots were fired from
across the Neva and bullets entered the
windows of the palace. No one was hurt.

The official account of today’s shooting

Indianapolis, Jan. 19—The management
of the Colorado strike was bitterly argued
tqday on the floor of the national conven-
tion of the United Mine Workers.

He charged that President Mitchell had
sold out the minens’ organization in the
recent .Colorado strike, and attacked the
financial integrity of the president. His
speech was a personal attack on President
Mitchell. The delegates tried to silence
Randall but President Mitchell rapped for
crder and insisted that Randall be heard. |

When Randall was through President |
Mitchell reviewed the conduct of the Col- |

crado strike and eaid that it was true he|
had advised a scttlement and would do so |
again under the same circumstances. He |
said early in the strike President Howells, }
of the district, asked for $300,000 with |
avhich to carry on the strike, which had |
been refused. President Mitchell said he |

President Mitchell made the charge that |
ex-National Board OMMember J. L. Gears|
had been in collusion with others in con- |
nection with the stock market, that the|
miners had refused to put up tents sent |
to them unless paid for it, that the miners |
had demanded the per diem wage while on |
the strike, and that finally, after over
$600,000 had been poured into the field |
and the strike had been irretrievably lost, |
he had advised the settlement. Vice-Presi- :
dent Lewis, Secrotary Wilson, Patrick |
Dolan, of Pittsburg, and W. R. Fuirley,i
of Alabama, who had charge of the strike |
for President Mitchell, also spoke vigor-|
ously defending Mr. Mitchelk

Previous to the attack on Mitchell the
convention again refused to allow the or-
ganization to be committed to socialism.

President Mitchell defended- the leaders
of the civic federation, when Randall
shouted that the leaders were ‘‘Grover
Cleveland, whom every laboring man 'de-
tests; Frank Robbins, of Pittsburg, who
has made millions by beating down his
miners, and Andrew Carnegie, whose hands
are red with the blood of Homestead
gtrikers.”

President Mitchell angrily said: “Ihave
heard of this man Randall before. He
is a delegate who in the local union at
Dietz, Wyoming, said that John Mitchell
had sold out to the operators in the Col-
orado strike. I intend to make him prove
his assertions.”

WITNESSES FOR
TUCKER TANGLED

Several Greatly Confused on
Stand by Prosecuting
Attorney

THOSE BLOOD STAINS

Friend of Prisoner Declares That He
Was With Him When He Cut
His Finger, and That's How
the Spots Got on His
Clothing—Experts
Finish.

Cambridge, Mass., Jan. 19—With the ex-
pert testimony disposed of, the defence in
the trial of Charles L. Tucker, charged
with the murder of Mabel Page, today
called witnesses to testify as to the pris
oner’s whereabouts on the day of the mur-
der, his pepsonal appearance on that day,
the manner in which the blood came up-
on his knife, and the ownership of a pin
claimed by the commonwealth to have
been stolen from the Page house, but
which the defence claims was owned by
and in the possession of Tucker over two
years ago.

More than one of the witnesses were
considerably confused by the questioning
of Mr. Parker, especially so when he
placed before them several pins in addi-
tion to ‘the disputed one and aslked them
to select the one which had been worn
by the prisoner.

The attempt of the counsel for the de-
tence to account for the human blood
found on Tucker’'s knife and possibly on
the bottom of his overcoat Tesulted in the
ling to the witnes stand of Bryan
Yish, a friend of Tucker’s, who testified
that the defendant cut his finger with a
knife while in a Boston theatre on the
Saturday preceding the murder.

Fish admitted that he would not be able
to identify the knife. Neither could he
identify positively the pin he had seen
Tucker wear on several occasions.

Tucker was seen on the Weston bridge
at apout 12 o’clock on the day of the mur-
der by Miss Sarah J. Connclly and Edw.
G. Frost and the former testified that she
saw him again on the same day between
five and, ten minutes before 1 o’clock. Mr.
Frost thought he saw Tucker again at
about the same time.

A map showing the route traveled by
Tucker on the day of the murder, the
Page house, and other places which have
been mentioned in 'the case, was shown by
Henry 8. Adams, a civil engineer. The
most significant feature of his testimony
was the statement that there were swamps
between the Page house and thegpoint at
which Tucker was seen oa Hast Newton
street. The commonwealth had sought to
show that Tucker tock a “short cut” and
as witnesses have testified that Tucker
looked neat and did not wear muddy shoes
after the supposed hour cof the murder,
the fact that there was a swamp was con-
sidered important by counsel for the de-
fence.
