Lo early youth he editied all with whom
he .onversed, and tho e who have wiitten h:s
Life in detail ment-on nume: vus 1ost.nces of vir-
tue. While «t collere his c.nduct never varied,
his devotion o ths Sacrament of the Altar, and
the Mother f God continua lygaining strength.
Hav ug obt ined his degre & he practiced at
the bac for « while, giving promise of a brilliant
gareer, but at the age of twenty-seren
ears he abindoned the law to embrace
The ec:lesiastical state. After four years prepa-
ration the cherished smbition of his life was
reslized, and he was ordained yrirst, He was
held in such esteem by his Archbishop, that he
hsd 0o 80 ner been ordained than he was ap-
peinted to conduct the retreat of she clergy,
althiugh there were nmon%st them many apos-
tolic and elaquent men of old standing. He
was peculiarly fitted for the confesrional, ros by
the qualitizs which be posarssed (all of which
are wdisj evsableto_every good confessor} but
by the degree in which he possess-d them. His
tenderaess in receiving, h s patiencein hear'ng,
his sweetoe s in admonition, were such as few
or nona have ever met with. The uuc inu with
which he represented to the sioner hiv ingrati-
tude, and the moving words by woich I sougit
to excite him to Tepentaoee, wete i ruiti e
His first desico was to join the Congregation
of the Oratory ; beir g unable to do tha on ac
coust of the opp sution of his father, ke

devotad hiws:lf to evangelizing the poor
in the city of Naples, and to tke
duties of preacher and c nfessor, residing

§rst ia his father’s house, afterwards in the
college of the Cbinese, founded by Fath-r
Matthew Rips, the famous Chinesa missionary.
He also joined a -ecular congregation of mission-
arivs caled the Propigauda, and with them
gave Beveral misrions in the proviee By this
mesns he came to know the apiritual {estitution
of the poor peasants and s“epherds, and felt a
stroug desire to devote his life to the suc:.or of
tha rural populastions. He was conbrmed in
these thoughta especially by the advice of
Mouns'gror Falceia, bishop uf Castellamare.
This prelase had long dezired the establishment
of an iositute of apostolic men, who should
strive ia ali things to copy the life of our Lord
Jerus Chriet, and after His example to evan-
gelize the poor. He had founded at Scala a
commuaity of ladies called Nuns of the Mrst
. doly Saviour, who prayed continua ly for the
sama inteution. It was while givizrg the
spiritunl exerzises to these nuns thue St
Alphonsus at last resoived, under the direction
of %ishop Falcvia, to gathir some companions,
whe should on the one band seek ther own
pe:fection by the n.bllgamons and rulee
of a religions life, ana cn  the
other devote themselves t1 apostolic work
among the most neglected and forsaken souls.
The work was solemnly begun at Scala on
November 9, 1732, St. Alphonsus being then
36 yeara o'd. . . .

1u ¢arryinz out this desiga the Saint encoun-
tered innumerable obstacles—firat, on the part
of good men who looked cnhim as misled by
enthusinsm or 8pititusl ambition, and after-
wards from the civil authorities.” Lhe times
were indeed most unfavorable to such a pr ject,
and it is oue of the miiacles of the Swuint’s life
tv have founded acd maintained a new rrligious
congregat op at the time when the Marquis
Tanucei wes all-powerful in Naples. In
apite, however, of these obstacles, St, Alphon-
sus succeeded in_establishing several houses in
different parts of Naples and Sicily, and befors
his death saw his institute spreading in th+
Papal States and already traosported beyond
the Alps. . .

On February 25, 1749, Pope Benedict XIV,
approved the rules and confirmed the new insti-
tute by a solemn approbation. St, Alphoneus
had called his coogregation by the name of
the Most Holy Saviour ; but, to prevent confu-
gion with the canona regular of that name in
Venice, the Pope himself changed the title to
that of the Most Holy Redeemer. The mem-
bers of the congregation of the Most Holy Re-
deemer, besides the three simple but perpetual
vows of poverty, chastity and obedieace, bind

‘themselves by a vow of perseverance until death
in the institute, which they confirm by a pro-
miasory onth. The¥ are bound by their vow of
poverty to refuse all benefices, offices or digni-
ties outside their congregation. Whenever a
Redemptorist has been raised to a bishopric it
has been by command of the Sovereign Pontiff,
and by his dispensation. It was in this way
that St. Alphonsus himself was obliged to.ac-
-cept the bishopric of St. Agatha of the Goths.
In order also more effectually to pursue the
principal end .of the institute, which is to suc-
cour the most ignorant and. neglected souls,
St, Alphonsus forbade his Fathers to undertake
such works -a8-the instruction of "youth, the
government of seminaries” or the direction of
nuns, Their main occupation'is- the apostolic
miniatry in the preaching’ of miesions and re-
treats to all classes of persons, but ‘with a' pre-
ference for such as are most neglected, especially
those who live in remote villages and hamlets.

, however, in many countries, the most
neglected souls are to be found in the great
cit’es, the intention of the founder is carried

out in laboring for them. L
St. Alphonaus died on Aagusb 2, 1787, in hin
ninety. first year. Before his death he foretold,

the spread of his congregation beyond the Alps,

and rejoiced when he'heard that two Germans:

had nsked ndmission from the Superior of the
Roman House. One of: these, the venerable
tervant of God, Clemens Maria Hofbauer, es-
tablished the Order in_Poland, Austria and
Switzerland, and since his death, in 1820, it has
.apread through most of the countries of f}urope,
ix North and South America, the West Indies

and Australia, They have found an important |-

sphere of action 'in ‘the United States,
whither they first came in 1841, since

Siace then estublishmeats have
been opured in Toronto, St. Anne de Beiupré,
Mentr-al and St. Jonn, N,B. The Order was
introducsd into England by Dr. Baines, Vicar-
Apostolic of the We-tesn llistric,, in 1843,
shortly before hin death  The british Jsles
form one Province, with houss in Loudon,
Liverp ol, Perth, Teigomouth, Limerick aud
Dundalk,

Iut ¢ many revolutions of this century the
Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer has
experienced more than the usual share of perse-
cution, having been expelled in turn from
Puland, Austria, Bavaria, France, Sp:io,
Portugzal, Switzerlaud, Itay and Germany.
Into several of these countries the missivraries
have returned o recond time snd ronewed their
liburs. From some they have b.en arain
driven out when revolution or impiety has be
come predominaont.

The Congregation 18 under the government of
a Superior General, called the Rector Maj r,
who 13 elected for life by a gen-ral chapter, and
is assisted by six consulters. Mis residence is lo
Eome. The superiors of the varinus proviaces
(Provinciuls) and «f the houses {Rector-), with
their consultor , a e _appointed for a term of
tineu years by the Rictor Major. Their term
of flica may be renewed at his discre ion.

On the 21st Lecember, 1809, the Venerable
Pout f Piua VII. issued the decree for the
beatification of Alph nsuv, and oo the 26th
.\I%,y, 1836, our most Holy Father, Gregory
XV1, after having gone through the glorious
proofs ot h's ranctity, vouchrafed to the Church
by the Almighty, atter the beatitication ot his
servant, pro.eeded with the solemn ceremony
of cunonrzation or enro.ment amongst the ssints,

The advent of the B demptorist Order to
Moatreal dates from Sept:mber, 1884, when
they were entrust.d with the charge of St
Ann's parish in this city. The magnitude
of the good work they have accomplished doring
their 8 ot residence in our idst i2 extra-
oidinary. They have given numerous missicns
and retreate, opened new echools, enlarged
existirg ones; erected a fine hall for young
men, which is fuinished with every rea-onalle
attraction for them ; bnilt n home for the old
people, which will bs opened in September
under the direction of the *¢ Little Siaters of ths
Poor,” who are thus introduced to Ca ada fnr
the Grst time by th-m.  The Arch-Contrasernity
of the Houly Fommly ha: been es ab i1shed, with
sudalities for the married men, ma:ried women,
vourg men and young women. ‘Lhe St. Anue’s
Young Men’s Suciety has been organized,
under the special charge of Rev. Father
Strubb~, which bas effected a vast amount of
good, acd bears the reputation of being the
strongest, most prosp:rous, a_nd mosy progres-
sive Lrish oyganization in the city. The Fathers
have also erected an 1mposing convent fcr them-
aelves, adjoining St. Aun’s Church, which 1» four
atoreys high, and bas a frontage of 120 feet on
St. ‘Augustine street, and 60 feet cn
Basin strets, which will eventually be the
Mother Houwe of their community in Canada.
The interior of St. Apn's church has also been
beautifully embellished, and a large staff of
workmen are at present engag don the enlarge-
went of the church, which, when fin shed, will
buone of the most beautiful 1 the Duminion.
All these noble enterprises have been carried
out without any special appeal being made to
the parishioners, but the generomty uf the
Irish people of St. Anu’sis well known, and
they bave spontaneously .contiibuted hand-
somely to the various undertakings, delighted
t» have an opportunity of showing their appre-
ciation of the labors of the eood fathers in their
behalf. St. Aon's Church hae becume noted for
the elaborate and grand manner in which the
sacred offices are performed, all being carried
out with that systenatic precision f.r which
the Redemptorists are renowned. It ia also, we
believe, the «nly church in the city in_which
night prayers and Beuediction of the Blessed
Saciament take place every evening throughout
the year.

The Rector, Rev. Father Catulle, who ypos-
sesses ia an emioceat degreeall the noble quali-
ties of the snintly Founder ot his Order, is held
in the most affectivnate esteem by his parish-
isners, and 1n fact the same may be :aid with
regard to his zealous coadjutors, Rev. Fathe:s
Strubbs, Caron, Godtz, Capel, Muesely, Masl-
lengisr snd Hendricks, who, besides minister-
ing at sll hours and in all geasons to the spiri-
tusl wants of their flock, have alsc iden-ified
th:mselves with the people in all their move-
ments in behalf of tneir oppressed and perse-
cuted Motherlind—Irelaad—notwithstaudine
the face that none of the Fathers have the pri
vilege (as one of them bas pubiicly expressed it)
of claiming the “Gresn Isle” as their birthp ace.
but, as the Father above referred to bas also
said, “Irish we are by the grace of our sacred
priesthood, Irish weare by heart, by sympathy
and love, Trish we are like the first Redempto-
rist Fathera that Jabored in that old country of

ours—nuy, Irich we are as thoroughly as St.

%atrick himself ; Irish we are, Irish we will
live, and Irish we will die.” .

Tt ia expected that in a_short time a number
of Irish Canandian students will be counted
among those in the Novitinte of the Order, two
having already eatered, viz., Mr. John _McIn-
erny, son of Mr, McInerny, sexton of St. Pat-
rick’s Church, and Mr. Frank Scanlan, son of
Mr. Michael Scanlon, of the Dominion 3.8, Co.

Its Tyranny, Follies and Fashions Described
—A Telling Sermon—Cardinal Man-
ning on the Earthly and the
lleavenly-Minded.

The Cardinal Archbishop of Westminster
preached rucently at the Church of Our Lady,
5t, Jo"n Wood, London. HisEminence 1aking
for his text the words : *‘ Therefore, if you be
risen wit ) Christ, seek those things which are
above, whera Christ ritteth at the vight hand of
tna Father, Mind the thines which are above,
for you are dead and your life is hid with Christ
inG d,” smd:

Our Divine Lord, when the forty days were
accomplished, Jed H s discip‘es out of Betfania,
and as He t-lked with them He lifted up His
h «nds and blessed them, and He was borns up
and the clouds receive 1 Him out of »ight, .And
the disciples watched Himn as he ascended and
strained their eyes to follow Him, and when
thev cuuld see Flim no more an angel eaid :
*Ye men of Galilles, why stand ye looking
up wts Heaven ¥’ A ctrange question, for
where else could they look ? They had lost
their Loid apd Master and Friend, they had
lort One that was dear and precious to them,
they had lost Him ina Whom all their happiness
had been for thres long years, and still wore 1n
these forty days after He ro-e from the dead—
all wos now gune. He bad lived in the midst
of them, drawn their hearts to Him, attached
tha]m to Humnsclf, and then ascended out of their
s ght.

THE TWO MASTERS WE MUST CHOOSE BETWEEN,

Well, the quastion of the angel is ea:ily an-
swered. They were lncking up because their
h-aris had ascanded with Him Who was taken
from them.

Qua Le tts must bz in Heaven or upon rarth
St Juhn says: *‘ Love not the world, neither
the things wnat are in the world, for any man
that loveth the wo:1d the love of the Father is
pot in him.” And St. Johan goes on to say
‘“ the cu capisence,” (zhat is the de-ires of the
flesh aud the desirss of the eyes and the pride
of life) **are not vi tue Father.” The desire of
the flech—what doss that phrase represent?
The gross }ife in which men inaulge themselves,
in.food, in eating snd drioking, in sloth, in
bodily indulgence, and in all that be'ongs to a
gross life, &‘his 18 ome of the things of this
world., If any man loves it, lives in 1t, if he
malkes it his treasure, he is dead while he liven;
be is not of the Father and will never see His
face.

THE REFINED SINS OF THE MIND,

Tney are the refined sins, not the gross eins of
the bidy, but tte refined sins of the mind and
the will and the imagination, There are some
whose lives are unspotted in  the eyes of the
world. Neverthelers they live for the world;
they live for its praise, for its wealth, for its
fla:tsries, for its enjoymente.  There are some
who are the most cultivated men, their intellect
unfolied and refined to a very fine degree, and
withour any bod.ly sin; nevertheless there is
not one particle of the Holy Ghost in them.
They have simmned and driven Him away. The
grace of God works in them in mercy from with-
ou , indeed, to bring them to Himself, but He
does not dwell in them; they are not His
temple ; they bave cast Him out of the sanctn-
ary. Theseare the desires of the eyes. The
pride of life—what is it? You ses'some people
who are_in perfect health, vigorous in every
limb, full of self-con“dence, conscious of their
own power, uncnuac.ous of their owu sins, living
for tke world, They are inflated with the notion
that they are depending on no une; they seem
to think that they are the masters and mskers
of thair own lot and future inthe world,  That
is the prids oflife. Thus you wiil find the pride
of life in those who _possess wealth and are
purse-proud, as we say. Thereis the pride of
life 1o be found in those who are not worthy,
who have lands snd houses and great posses-
sions. 'The pride of life intoxicates and turns
tho hearts of men until they forget that the
poorest man who may livein a hovel is_their
brother, and perbaps in the sight of Ged iz ten
thonsand trmes more precious than they.

HOW TO BECOME ATTACHED TO THE WORLD WHICH
WE SKE BY FAITH.

These are the things of the world, and if men
give their hearts to these things, then asauredly
they are mwost earthly. And what it is to be
Heaven-minded ? Firstofallthe baptismal light
that i3 in us is wnfolded and brightened and
matured and expanded in its union with God,
and having faith which ie to the soul what the
eye is to the body, as by the eyes we see the
visible werld round about us, so by faith we see
the world that is unseen. We can see God upon
Hia Throne and the seraphims round about Him,
and that multitude that no man can number
clothed in white raiment and the continued
ministering of the holy angels aund the bliss and
joy of the Heavenly court.

When I vead them I often say to myself, surely
the inspired words of the New Testament give
ws a2 rule and a standard of life so high that
ths_Christinn world has been lowering and
explatnimg it away and getting tid of 1ts srue
meaning, or getting rid, as- the world says,jof
its strictures. Trath'is & strict thing, Where
truth ceasea to ba stiict, it loses its detiniteness,
Explaining the meaning of thote wonderful
words, *‘ for ye ure dead,” H:s Eminence said
those wmnds are sirictly trus. We were born
epirituslly dead, and when the supernatural
life was in us, the eternal life by which we can
live furever if we persevere, we in that moment
became dead to the world, dead to ain, dead to
ourselves. The gift of God was the gift of dying
to the world, but this much depends upon our
mortifieation of ourselves, Let me ask a few
(uestions, Are you dead to money? I do
not mean are you misers. I am speaking of
people such as ourselves. You say, “ Well, I
wish to have enough for myself and my family.”
What is enough? - A little more than I have
got, If we made up our minds to live in that
state in which God bas placed us, meney would
bave no power over us. Examine yourselves
and see how much you give to the poor,
aod how much you give for the salva-
tion of sou's, It is a dangerous thing
to be narrow-hearted and close-handed.

OUR SPIRITUDAL RELATION TD SOCIETY,

Next, are you dead to society? People abont
us invite us and we invite them in turn., We
do not care much about them. A great many
others we do not like. We are charitable to
them, but we have no great affection for them.
Neverthelese socicty is a great tyrant. We are
compelled to live according to the fashion, ac-
cordiog to the custom, to do what others do, to
yield to public upinion and b-comne slaves to 1t.
Are you dead to seciety ? Can you make up
your mind to live in the path that is drawn out
for you, without & craving ambition for invitn-
tions of frieads, for those things which are out
of your line and path and by which a multitude
destroy the happiness of their homes and them.
selves? His Eminence having asked were we
dead to ourselves and dend to our opirions, and
having explained what manner of lifa we must
lead in order to be able to answer in the affirma.
tive, next asked if ovr lives were hid with Christ
in God, First of all, we live by union with
Obrist, and Christ is in the glory of the Father,
and therefore the lile that we live in and by Him
is hid in God with Him.

HOW WE CAN TURN OUR ORDINARY ACTIONS TO
SPIRITCAL ACOOQUNT,

What signs are there in you that you are
living by the life that is hid with Him inglory ?
hey might anawer that the cares of this life,
the duties of their profession and trade, would
not allow them to Le always going to church or
always on their knees. Remember that every-
thing you do you ean make an act of service to
God. ~The saints had a saying, *‘ Laborare est
orare ’—to labor 18 to pray. Kvery act of the

r womax for her family, or of the servant in
the housekold, may be mnde to act for the ser-
vice of God. Their labor ali the daylong is a
prayer that goes up before God if it be dona
with-the right motive—it it is done for the love
of God and in obedieacs to Him ; if we do it as
a part of our duty to God, then that sanctifies
aIF we do.

THE TWO0 THINGS WHICH WE MUST DO,

To sum up all I have said, thers are two
things we must do. One is that we must pray,
and we may pray at any time and at any place.
There is oue thing I would wish you to try.
There are many people who are alwaysin fear of
their salvation, who say they cannot love God,
though they have tried, they caonot pray with-
out being distracted. Why is that ? Because
we do not kuow God in the infinite tenderness
of his character, and the infinite love of His
heart. If we realize the character and the
love ot God as we do the light and the warmth
of the sun at noonday, the whole of this will
be changed. If we are i the sunlight and
its warmth and go isto the forests, or if we turn
our back upon (icd and His love to ua, then
everythmg 18 chilled. Therefore, try and realize
God’s love f.r you, remember that He died for
everyone of you, 8o that he died for. you alcne.
Next, do everythiog in the name of God. The
third s, do your be-t in all things. Next, desire
at least things greuter than we cando. Our
hand may reach a very little way, but our heart
can reach to Heaven. And then in a little
while—we know not how soon, tke veil will be
rept nsunder ard the vision of faith will be
changed into the vision of the light of glory.

THE POPE'S TEMPORAL POLICY.

Roue, July 25, —~The Monitevr publishes tle
text of a letter addressed by the I;ope to Cardi-
nal Rampol's on June 15, when the latter as-
sumed the functions of pontifical Secretary of
State, In this letter the Pope explains fully
the principles which he has followed in the gov-
ernment of the church. He declares that he
took upon himself the missien to reconciie the
ples and the governments of civilized states.
Referring firat_to Italy, the Pope develops the
ideas propounded in the Consistory Allocution
of May 23, when he laid down as a basis of
pacification Italy's ackoowledgment of the
independence of the Holy See. He reiterates
his claims to territorial sovereignty as an in-
dispensable condition of settlement all other
achemes, Le says, being unworthy of considera-
tion. Italy herself, eays the ’ope, would reap
most splendid benefita at home and abroad from
a settlement recognizing the Pope's temporal
power. Adverting next to Austris, the Y’%pe
says that the piety of the Emperor and the de-
votion of the lmpexial family to the Holy See
have rendered mutual relations the best po sible
and the wise statesman enjoying the confidence
of the Emperor have promoted religion in
Austris-Hungary and the establishment of per-
fect concord. France, the elder daughter of the
Church, was menaced by serious evils. The Pope
trusted those evils would be dispelled through
observance of the letter and spiriw of the facts
solemnly concluded with the Church, Turning to
Spain, the Pope aays the first need is a anion of
QOatholics for defence of their religion, in devo-
tion to the Holy Sep, and in reciprocal charity,
so that Spain maynot be misguided by personsl
aims, Regarding Prussia, the Pontiff says it is
necessary to continue the work of religious
PEACE mnkingto its full achievemenb, Great
thinga have been done. The well disposed mind
of the Emperor and the good intentions of his
ministers permit His Holiness to cherish the
hope that his offorts to ameliorate the condition
of ‘the church will not prove barren. The soli-
citude felt by the Vatican for Prussia extouds
equally to the other states of Germany, and
thase states are now hn;{;nly secking the friend-
liest relations with the Vatican. The Pope con-
cludes with reference to the fostering missions
leadinff back to the church her separated

people,

AN AWFUL DISASTER.

EIGBET HUNDRED PEQOPLE LOST IN A STEAMER IN
THE BAY OF BENGAL.

San Frawroisco July 25.—The steamer City
of Rio de Janiero arrived last night, bringing
Hong Kong advices to July 1, and Yokohama
news to July 9th. By the loss of the steamer
Sir John'Lawrenoce in the Bay of Bengal, before
reported, 800 lives were loat, mainly temales of
the best families in Bengal on a pilgrimage to
Juggernsut, From the 21t to 26th of May, a
cyclone raged in the Bay of Bengal with dje-
astrous results to shipping, and attended with
great loss of life. The storm was the severest
experienced in that quarter since 1866, judging
from reports of vessels which weathered it.

A ot Ircland Prectalmed—Mr. Ballfour Ex-
plulns Why it Was BDone—Mr. Cham-
ber'ain’s I"ower Felt in the
Cabinet,

Loxnoy, July 25.—In the House of Commons
this evening Mr. Morley asked what had hayp-
pened to explain the proclamation of the whele
of Iieland since the Government had assured
the House that the law was as well obeyed in
some parts of Ireland as in any part of Great
Britain.  Mr. Balfour replicd thiat he had no
reason to change his opision that parts of
Ireland were as quiet as parts of England.
What the Government had done was not to
apply the whole Crimnes Act to Ireland gener-
ally, but only the sub-sections desling with
11oting, unlawful agsemblies and obstruction of
police.  Mr. Sexton asked whether the Execu-
tive, before issuing the prcclamation, dis-
tinguished the counti s wtrere it was nccessary
{o prevent crime from thosa where it was
pecersmy to punish cime. Mr. Baliour said
that in every case in which a county bad been
especially proclaimed the proclamation had bern
issued becauvw the Governient believed in the
actual existence of crime or intimidation.

Loxpoxn, July 26.—The Cabinet council yes-
terday considercd the reperts submitted by Mr.
Balfour on the proposed suppression of the
Natioual League, The Cabines approved the
proclamation, but postponed all further applicn-
tion of the Crimes aet until the effect of the
proclamation hus been seen. The Dublin
Kxecutive adviees the prosccution of William
O'DBrien for the speech he made yesterday at
Luggacurran, in which he incited the people to
defy the act.  Mr. Chamberlain has al:o warned
the Government that the Radical vote will not
support their action unless the 1lublin Kxecu-
tive directed the exercise of the powers of the
act with mildness and discretion, Mr. Bilfour’s
explanation in tha Honse of Commons shows
that the warning has been accepted. The pro-
clamations over the greater area of Ireland are
not to operate ac'ively, but an a mere messure
of precaution. The Purnellites propose to raise
a debate to-morrow attacking the proclamations
by a motion to adjourn.

Lownox, July 23, —A protest against the Irish
Crimes act amendment bill hax been issued over
the signatures of the Xarl of Granville and
twenty eight Liberal peers, includiog the Earl
of Bosebery, the Marquix of Ripon. the Enrl of
Kimberley and Garl Spencer.  The protest de-
nounces tixe nct a8 a source of lnsting irritation,
of hatred and mistrust of the lnw, and declares
that the maasurs deprives Inshmen of indivi-
dual righ.s, and creates and stimulates the
growth of secret socicties.

DusLix, August 25,—A Natiounlisat conven-
tion was held at Newry to-day, attended by
sixty delegates, including muny priests. The
meeting unanimously resolved to treat as a
leper any traitor testifying under the Crimes
act. 1t was also resolved that vhould the league
be proclaimed, the Newry brasch should use
every stratugem to contiue jts meetings by
1 night, in the fields, in the strests or in private
? houses, .

The House of Commons last mght went inte
committee on the Land bill.  Upnn takiog up
the first clause extending to lessors the benefit
of theact of 1851 Mr. Paraell wroposed an
amendment. The bill as it stands gives the
option to tenant or landlord te make plica-
tion to the court to fix the rent. Mr. Parnell
urged that the tenant alone should have the
right to apply the period of such application to
be limited to three years. Mr. Balfour accepted
the amendment with & limit of two years, Mr.,
Parnell agreeing.

Gradcow, J uqy 25.—Sir George O. Trevelyan

in an election speech to-day said the Irish
Government shomd not be allowed to appoint
the judges charged with the admimstration of
the law, although the Government rhould be
allowed to fix the number and salaries of the
judges.

THE TROUBLYE AT OKA.
THE REV. MR. SCOTT'S VIEWS—A L'HOPOSITION
FROM THE SRMINARY,
The Rev. Dr. Shaw, president of the Metho-
dist Conference, and other friends of the Pro-
testant Indians, are making considerable
trouble at Oka. They coolly have proposed to
build a Protestant church on the ground owned
by the Seminary of St. Sulpice, with the inten-
tion, it is thought, of bringing up the old dis-
pute and baving matters settled iisome way.
Conferences have taken place between the
Seminary authortsies and influential friends of
the Indians, and several propositions have been
submitted to the latter E)r acceptance or rejec-
tion, ‘Thees propositions are practically a re-
newal of tho: mate a year or two ago, that the
Indinns shall quit the veserve and be given
lands in _I\'_Iusllmkn. or other snitable loca-
tion, receiving compensation for the lands
and houses now ocenpied by thew, The
Indians occupy strips of land which they cul-
tivate, while the women busy themselves ip
making lacrosse sticks and fancy articles,
There 18 & good deal of feeling amongat the
Indisns regarding the proposition. The Sem-
inary offers a8 compensation 310 an acre for their
improved land, while the Indians say it is
worth more, and they do noti seem prepared to
accept the propositioss as they now stand.
A council will be held en Thursday next
when & course of action will be determined
upon.

. BEV. MR, SCOTT'S VIEWS,

An Ottawa despatch says : Rev. Wm. Scott,
a Methodist clergyman of this city, who iaves-
tigated the Oka Indian trouble some years
on behalf of the Department and is thoroughly
acquainted with the subject, was interviewed
to-day. ‘Ko mettlement,” said he, *‘can be
arrived at except upon the basis E:o red sev-
eral yesrs ago by the Seminary, which agreed in
the event of the .removal of the Indians to
award them compensation for improvements to
the lands. I tegard this offer as very fair and
reasonable. TheSeminary authoritiesown thesoil,
so I don’t see byw it will avail the Protestant
Indiansto appénl to the Privy Council. Even
should they obtain a favorable decision, the
land being veeted in the Crown, and the Crown
meaning the Legjslature, no better settlement
than that {)rropoab_l can be arrived at. Parlia-
ment has already nade provision for the Indians
by setting apart for their use, ires, abous 225,
000 acres of laud inMuskeka. The hitch arises
.because they prefer Yo be transferred to Mani-
toba, Those members of the tribe already set-
tled in Muskoka are making rapid progress,
Only at the last sesson Parliament reserved
85,000 to assist_in removing and settling the
discontenteu Indians in Northern Ontarin, while
the Seminary has sgrégd to give a_similar
.amount. The Toronto Mall has made -some
regrottable vrrors in 148 \ditorialg about ths
makbter, - .
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
