The changing role of CUSO was
the theme of the CUSO public
meeting held at the Weldon Law
Building October 28. Lynn

Several
members of the audience
stressed the need for CUSO to
take a more active part in
educating the public on world
problems, perhaps by putting
pressure on the education
authorities to introduce in-
ternational problems into high
school curriculums. It was
generally felt that if world
problems were brought down fo a
more individual level, a deeper
insight into our internal problems
would result.
