he Natal Chart, which we have so far
been discussing. presents the basis for the
native's primary motivations. Atthough this
chart is made for the time of bith. many
of the hobits guiding the native through his/her chidhood
remain the same throughout life. However, there are means
of ascertainng the natve's possing fancies by transits, and
his/her general evolution through progressions
The planets are in constant motion around the Sun.
although even that luminary seems to move from the earth’s
point of view Ths movement is called transtory. The Natal
Chart moy be compared to the daly events coming into con-
tact with the native. making him/her act/react to them

In effect, that s exactly what happens Transiting planets,
coming Into contact with the natal plar weicap, postions, espe

cially through conjunctions and oppositions. are able to ceate

Planets orbit ot different rates, from the Moon whose
earthly orbit is 28 days. to Pluto whose solar orbit 15 approxi-
mately 248 earth years This means the effects felt by transt-
ing planets os they aspect those of the Natal Chort may last
from minutes to months Example: Moon conunct Sun. a con-
Junction which occurs In everyone's chart once a month and
lasts for approxmately two hours, may cause short-term
introversion or anxiety Long term aspects would be Pluto con-
juncting the Sun — an aspect which could last up to two
years causing inner turmol. growth and/or destruction in the
individual. o reshaping of his/her values — a feat which can-
not be accomplshed in mere days

The other oad to the future’ lies in progressions. Progres-
sions are a little more complicated than transits but cannct be
pnponted as precsely These are cakulated by adding to
the date of birth one day for each yeor ived by the native
(say the native is bom Aprl 1, 1960 ond is now 22 The
plonets for Aprll 22 1960 wil be used os the progressions )
The positions and aspects of the planets wil change more
drasticaly as the native grows older and so, hopefully, wil the
personalty change. as opposed to remaining stagnant

Our example wil be on indvidual bom December 10, a
Sagittarius now 20 yeors old The dote his/her progressions
wil be calculated for is December 30 (10 plus 20) This means
the natal Sun hos changed signs. from 16 Sagtttarius to &
Copricorn and the native has gone from o Sagittarian view-
point to a Copricornian one This & the case for most of the

Lastly, there are two other, simiar, forms of chart interpreta
tion. and these involve comparing charts (natal transiting, of
progressed) to dscern how two or more people wil get
olong These are most frequently set up for people plonning
to go nto business together, famiies. friends, or lovers The
methods are called synostry and composites

compares the aspects made by the planets in both natives
charts, cross-comporing them Business partners could not do
better than to find one's Mars conjunct the other's lupiter
(money!) n the Seventh House (partnership). or any good
aspect to Venus, which wil ensure friendship and financial
proft Bad aspects, such as one’s Lranus square the other's
Sun. however, may find the two business pecple going ther
separate ways in o few months time because they <an no
onger get along with each other. or bad aspects to Jupiter
may indicate disasterous nvesting poliies leading to ruin

The Sun of Chart A is 13 which transforms into 43, as
we are working in '30's’ again Chart B's Sun is 25 of
98 The two numbers are added together, coming to 14},
which caleulates into 21 the fifth sign of the Zodiac
The fist thing this composite chait tells you is the energes of
the two pecple are binding together to form a lecnine qual-
ity and the relationship wil be one of ighthearted fun, gener-
osity and pride. This mode of calculation wil be used for the
rest of the planets to find the emotional qualty (Moon). the
communiation (Mercury). the love ond soxial ife (Venus), etc
The aspects are treated simiarly to those of the Natal Chart,
the one dffference being they are modified to take into con-
sideration two people molding themselves into one relation-
ship. Whereos in a Natal Chart the Sun conjunct Venus meant
physical beauty and charm. in & composite chart it denotes a
deep and abiding friendshie; Sun conjunct Moon once meant
nner harmony for the individual, it now reveals a deep under-
standing of each other and is the sign of mariiage. formally
or informally
