NORTH AMERICAN STUDENTS HAVE
led the struggle against apartheid on this
continent by demanding universities sell
stocks they hold in companies that do busi-
ness with the South African government or
have direct investments in the racially divided

country. But university students in South
Africa are waging a different, and more
deadly, campaign against their country’s

racist regime.

South African conscription law requires
that all “white/males’” serve two years in the
South African Defense Force, and university
students are leading the protest against the
goverment's policy and police-enforced apar-
theid. Now, only religious objectors are
exempt from the two years of defense service,
and they must apply to the board of religious
objection and prove that they are religious
and universal pacifists.

The Gazette is reprinting the following
article from The Varsity, the official student
newspaper of the University of Cape Town in
South Africa, as an example of the anti-
conscription battle which is taking place
there.
