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advance further stuns to the company or to incur expenditures for 
the purpose of reconstructing or completing the compuny’s works, 
uny sums so expended, together with interest thereon at the rate 
irom time to time playable on bonds of the Province, shall be a 
first charge against the said security, but provided, further, 
that no arrears of p/rov^ncTaT "taxes on any lands or any interest 
■u any lands forming part of the said security shall be entitled 
oo priority over the sums playable hereunder to Canada.

General Reservation to Canada.

21. Excep/t as herein otherwise expires sly provided, nothing 
in this agreement shall be interpreted as applying so as to affect 
or transfer to the administration of the Province (a) any lands 
for which Crown grants have been made and registered under The Land 
Titles Act of the Province and of v/hich His Majesty the King in the 
right of His Dominion of Canada is, or is entitled to become, the 
registered owner at the date upxm v/hich this agreement comes into 
force, or (b) any ungranted lands of the Crovm up/on v/hich public 
money of Canada has been expended or v/hich are, at the date up/on 
which this agreement comes into force, in use by Canada for the 
purpose of the federal administration.

Historic Sites. Bird Sanctuaries, etc.

22. The Province v/ill not dispose of any historic site v/hich 
is notified to it by Canada as such and v/hich Canada undertakes to 
maintain as an historic site. The Province v/ill, further, maintain Avv<y*v/ 
the bird sanctuariesand public shooting grounds as have been already 
established or as may hereafter bo established by agreement between
the Minister of the Interior of Canada and the Minister of Lands 
or such other Minister of the Province as may be specified under tho 
laws thereof. The Province v/ill grant to Canada for a nominal con­
sideration a lease renewable in p>erp>otuity of the lands containing 
tar sands reserved by Canada for the puipposo of the construction of 
roads in the piarks hereinbefore referred to.

Files and Records.

23. Canada v/ill, after the coming into force of this agreement, 
deliver to the Province from time to time at the request of the Pro­
vince all files and records relating exclusively to dealings with 
Crown lands, mines, minerals and royalties v/ithin tho Province, and 
v/ill give to the Province access to all other files and records 
containing documents or entries relating to any such dealings and 
p>errait to be cop-ied by the Province any of the documents required
by it for tho effective administraion of the said Crown lands, mines, 
minerals and royalties.
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
