Profeasor Harrison is now a member of
Parliament, representing the middle
division of Tipperary. He is an Ulster
man, and a graduate of Oxford, He
succeeds Mr, Mayne, whose resignation
:v:ol noted i1n these columns some time
Mr. Harrison owes his eleotion to an
incident conneoted with the evietions on
the Olphert estale in Donegal over a
year ago, which illustrated his own man
liness and humanity, as well as the
boorish brutality of the hirelings of Mr,
Bsltour, The unfortunate tenants of
Oaptain Olphert were turned out by
hundreds to die in the ditches from
bunger and exposure. Professor Har-
rison supplied some provisions to relieve

Under the existing regime in Ireland
itis an oftence to assist evioted tenante,
And for his humane ettorts to save life,
and his refusal to desist when ordered
to do so by the government agents, he
was arrested and convicted by a magis
trate.

lrelanq has honored him for his charity
snd for hie dignified protest against the
Tory brutalities which are nicknamed

CARDINAL MANNING ON CAPITAL
AND LABOR,

In a recent striking paper on “The

Rights_and Dignity of Libors” Cardinal
Manning claime between labor and capi-
tal, pre eminence of right for labor, The
mercantile marine of Gireat Britain, he
says, is 6 900,000 toms to 6,600 000 tons
representing the mercantile marine of all
the other powers combined, %At the
root of this enormous development of
wealth is—not eapital, not skill, but
labor, the origin of all the nation’s great-
nees, Labor, and not money alone, is the
trus capital of the country, I am not
going to be Communistic, and I haye no
will to be revolutionary,” says the Car-
dinal ; but, quoting with approbation
Adam Smith’s declaration that the pro
perty which every man hae in his own
labor is the original foundation of all
other property—he claims tor labor, first
the right of property, Then, as capital
which is in money, receives iis life from
the living power and skill of the laborer,
he claims for labor all the rights ot cap
ital, If Iabor and capital cannot ride
side by side, they ought to walk band in
hand,
Further he claims for labor the right
of liberty, *A laborer,” he says, ‘*has a
right to determine for whom he will
work and where he will work. 1 do not
mean in any capricious and extortionate
way. He must be, first and last, the
judgs and the controller of his own life,
and he must pay the penalty if he abuses
that freedom, This carries with it also
the right to say whether he can subsist
upon certain wages. Taisis undeniable,
He may set too high a price upon his
labor, but then he will pay the pecalty.
No man can appraise it for him,”

To this he adds, as ‘“a sound and
legitimate soclal law, the right of
organizatign. “I cau conceive nothing
more entirely in accordance with natural
right and with the higher jarlsprudence,
than that those who bave one common
lnterest should unite together for the pro-
motion of that {aterest.”

In conclusion, he pleads elcquently for
legal regulation of the hours of labor in
the interest of ihe domeetic life of the
laborer, Briefly, but with terrible pre.
cision, he pictures the working children,
“tull.timers” at twelve years of age ; the
mother, as well as the father, working by
hard neceseity, liks beasts of burden, un.
fitted and disabled for her duties
to her children ; and the abodes of the
poor in Landon, where sometimes several
tamilies live in one rcom—acorner apiece,
“Taese things,” he warne governors and
capitalists, “‘cannot go on ; these things
ought not to go on, The accumulation of
wealth in the land, the piling up of
wealth liks mountains in the poasession
of classes or of individuals cannot go on
if these moral conditions of our people
are not healed, No commonwealth can
rest on such foundations,”

In il the harvest of honors which
Cirdinal Manning's long snd fruitful
life ia reaping he wins no title worthier
of the Ohristian bichop and patriot than
that of the outspoken friend of the
working poor,

modern sect ; but he reminded his hearers
that Oar Lord Himse!f practiced thia
mothod of reaching the hearta of the
people, azd enj:lned His disciples to do
the same.
