THE KAFFIR WAR.

Dear Me. Epiror,—The unsettled |
condition of affairs in Kaffirland occa- |
jons much anxiety at home. In the |
midst of the all-absorbing interest of |
the Eastern Question, the trouble in
Africa is not as frequently referred to.
as its importance demands, but 1t 1s |
already compeliing the despatch of ex-
tra troops and wunitions of war. The
disaffected tribe- bave made a success-
ful raid into a peaceful te ritory and
carricd off large numbers of cattle, at- |
tacking aud driving back the escort of |
the wails. We hear of an engagement |
with 700 of the Gaikos, and of their
defeat with a loss of 100 lives. They |
are yet sufficiently stiong to cause
much apprebension, and the war will |
inflict much suffering on a wide dis- |
trict of couutry, by the loss of valuable |
crops aud cattle, and also seriously re- |
tard some portions of missionary work |
in tnat quarter.
