They be-
long to the “shouters” who try to make
people believe they are the men who
swing elections, when they have only
influence enough -to  personate dead
men. g

They are up early the morning after
election, hunting up the men ‘they
have “elected?’” to get their influence
to get them somme, office or position to
lean against. '

influence he had a father or friend who
had, and the poor member of Parlia-
ment or Legislature was bullied or
blackmailed into giving what his judg-
ment told him he ought not to give.
