The rattling of the fire engines, the
ringing of gongs and the shouts of firemen
and police had aroused the people of the
neighborhood. Excitement was intense,
Fasnionable women, half-clad, rushed
into the streets and men jostled them
sbout. Flames shot up over .a hundred
feet high and & strong wind swept them
north.

On the north side of 89th street is the
handsome home of J. Alfred Adams, the
millionaire | man, better known
as “Al” Adams.
