A CURIOUS CASE.

We clip the following paragraph from the
Carleton Sentinel of Saturday last, which,
while revealing a curious state of affairs, in-
dicates an extremely bilious feeling on the
part of the Woodstockers :—

The new ‘‘Gibson House'' has gained for
itself an unexpected notoriety. The circum-
stances, so far as we can learn them, are
these:—Mr. A. A. H. Jones, a detective offi-
cer in the United States Customs service, has
been in the habit of stopping, while in Wood-
stock, at the Gibson House.

Mr. Jones afterwards applied for and was re-
fused board at the hotel. The result of the
above was that on Wednesday evening the
proprietors of the Gibson were served with a
writ to show cause in the York County Court
in Mareh next, why they should not pay dam-
ages to the amount of $100 to Mr. Jones for
having shut their doors against him. Andso
the matterstands. Inthe mean time the new
Gibson House will continue to be as popular
as ever—a friend at our shoulder says, yes,
even more 80.

In addition to the 2,645 cords mentioned
above, Mr. George also shipped from Canter-
bury Station, in this County, 773 cords of
hemlock bark.

Of the above shipments of lumber the
principal portion of the sleepers went to
Portland, Me., and Boston, Mass, .The bark
went to Salem and Malden, Mass. The
shingles were shipped to a wide range of
ports, embracing Portland, Me., Newbury-
port, Fall River, New Bedford, Mass., and
Providence, R. I. The laths and spruce
lumber went to Boston, Mass., and Provi-
dence, R. I. As regards the last wood, this
was a special shipment by way of experi-
ment more than anything else, and was sent
to Portland, Me. The cedar posts were for
fencing purposes and were shipped to Haver-
hill, Mass. It is anticipated that the present
year will be very mach better than last for
railway sleepers, the New England railways
demanding such large quantities that the
shipments will probably amouunt to thret\e
times as much as those for 1881.

THE CANADA TEMPERANCE ACT.

A great deal has been said of the non-en-
forcement of the Canada Temperance Act
here, of the want of diligence on the part of
the police, the supineness of the Police
Magistrate and the impossibility of proving
convictions. It has also been freely stated
that as much rum has been sold here as ever,
although the most ardent opponent of the
Canada Temperance Act has never yet said
that the sales were conducted openly. We
present below a statement of the cases before
the Police Court in the last fifteen months
arising under the Act, and think that it will
show that a great deal has been doue, al-
though we are by no means prepared to say
that more might not havebeen accomplished.
It will be remembered that when the Act
first came into force a case was instituted
against John B. Greives, which was removed
into the Supreme Court, and was there
argued by Messrs. Kaye, Q. C., Wetmore and
Rainsford for the defendant and Messrs.
Lugrin .and Vanwart for the prosecution.
The Court took time to consider and pro-
nouneed the Act unconstitutional. It was
not until after the Supreme Court at Ottawa
had reversed this decision, that is in April
1880, that the police went actively to
work to prefer complaints. The following
is a resume of the cases since November, 1880,
that is, for a period of fifteen months:

There were fewer cases in the month of
October last than in any other, only one
complaint having been made, and the party
who was convicted, having been imprisoned
for one month. It was a matter of fact that
it was about the latter part of September
that Mr. Justice Weldon refused to grant
any order in the case of Charles Russel, and
the effect of that refusal was in a large
measure to check the sale of liquor. From
this fact as well as from many others which
have come under his notice,the Police Magis-
trate is of opinion that if the law shall he
deterniined by the Privy Council to be con-
stitutional, infractions of it will be less com-
mon,.and that it would be quite possible in
Fredericton practically to enfore it. He
does. not suggest that the illicit sale of
liquor can be entirely prevented. any more
than the commission of any other offence can
be, but that the Canada Temperance Act can
be enforced as well as any other law. It
will not be denied that when once it has
been affirmed beyond all question to be the

law of the land, regularly and constitution-

ally enacted, the officers charged with its
administration will .be much better able to
carry it out than they now are. The fines
collected in the Police Office in the past fifteen
months, besides the amounts paid for infringe-
ment ot the Canada Temperance Act,
amounted to the sum of $636.80.

THE NEW ST. PAUL’S CHURCH.

The committee appointed by the congre-
gation of St. Paul’s Church to consider the
ways and means of erecting a new edifice for
public worship in this city, have gone very
actively to work. They met on Friday last,
and having elected J. L. Inches Chairman,
G F. Gregory Vice-Chairman, and L. W.
Johnston Secretary, organized themselves
into a subscription committee. The other
members of the committee are—Hon. David
Wark, W. B. Jack, LL. D., James R. Howie,
James Hodge,” Walter McFarlane, William
Cameron, James F. McMurray, Wm. Grieves,
Hon. John J. Fraser, Dr. McAllister, James
S. Neill, William Anderson, John Edwards,
James Campbell, Edward Jack, T. G. Loggie,
It has been determined to ask the congrega-
tion to raise $15,000, with which sum a neat,
plain brick or stone church can be erected.
In their circular addressed to the congrega-
tion the committee say that, at the meeting
on Friday, “It wasresolved to ask the mem-
bers and adherents of St. Paul’s to subscribe
to the object of building a new edifice for the
use of the congregation, to be payable
as follows:—One-fifth of the amount on
the 3rd July, 1882, and the balance in
eight semi-annual instalments, thereafter,
the subscription to become binding, pro-
vided at the adjourned . congregational
meeting to be held March 1st, a Building
Committee be appointed and instructed to
go on with the work. The sum asked from
the congregation is $15,000, and it is in-
tended that those who subscribe do so with
the understanding that what they give is
what they consider their proportion of that
sum, and that if a lesser amount be sub-
scribed by all, and other means have to be
taken to get sufficient funds to build, that
the subscribers only pay in proportion to the
total sum sabscribed. No definite plan fora
church has been adopted, and the matter
has thus been left open so that the congre-
gation will be free to act, and give instruc-
tions for a new edifice to be errected of wood,
brick, or stone, and at such cost as they
deem proper after they learn how much
money will be available for the purpose.”’

A subscription list was opened on Sat-
urday afternoon, when ten gen lemen of the
Committee put down their names tor sums
varying from $1,000 to $200 and amounting
in the aggregate to $5,000. The other
members of the Committee and the nrembers
of the congregation generally, have not as
yet had an opportunity of signing the list,
which we expect will soon represent the
maximum sum asked for.

BALL GOSSIP.

Every one is talking about the ball—the
ladies about what they are going to wearand
what the other ladies are going to wear, and
the gentlemen are deliberating whether the
regulation ‘‘swallow tail” or the more un-
pretentious frock coat will be the most in ac-
cordance with the eternal fitness of things at
the coming event. But in the midst of all
the ball gossip, which is apt to become mo-
notonous by iteration and reiteration, there
is one blessed Boon.for which we all: ought
to be truly thankful, and that is; that while
every body looks or says ‘‘ Are you going to
the Ball?””’ no one has the temerity to raise
again the old war cry, which hangs around
in the gloaming like the ghost of the defunct
‘“hardly ever’” of Pinafore, ‘‘ Are you going
to the Ball thisevening?”’

It is now generally understood that either
a swallow tail or frock coat will be the thing
for the ball and promenade concert. Itis a
matter of taste or éircumstances with those
who intend going, as the General Committee
has issued no pronunciamento against the
frock coat, Bntit is expected that militia
officers attending the ball will appear in tull
uniform, to lend an additional brilliancy and
dash to the scene. The Fredericton Brass
Band furnishes the music for the promenade
concert, and the Band of the 71st Battalion
the music for dancing. Both bands are mak-
ing careful preparations, = Ample measures
are being taken in regacd to the supper, and
the Capital saysit is reported that the refresh-
ment committee will wear blue badges, which
that sapient temperance  paper considers
‘“very appropriate.”” To say the least, it is
significant only if the composition of the com-
mittee is truly symbolized by the color of the
badge.

Quite a number of people are expected
from St. John and the Telegraph of that city,
which pays Celestials a high compliment in
saying that the citizens of Fredericton are
always unsurpassed in refined and generous
hospitalities, informs us that ‘‘ There isquite
a flutter in St. Jonn society on the subject,
and report says that the dry goods houses
are doing a good trade and dressmakers and
seamstresses, at least—however it may be
with tailors—will have their hands quite
full up to the eve of the 16th.”

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

The Imperial Parliament opened on Tues-
day. Her Majesty’'s speech announces the
forthcoming marriage of Prince Leopold;
promises an extension of the municipal sys-
tem to the Counties in England and Wales,
and says that the application of it to Ireland
will be considered in cennection with the
subject of Irish Reform. The jurisdiction of
the Mayor of London is to be extended to
the whole metropolis. and there will be legis-
lation upon criminal law. - Bankruptcy and
other general matters; education and the
law of entail in Scotlgnd will receive atten-
tion. Her Majesty announces that progress
has been made toward the pacification of
Ireland; that negotiations with France on
the subject of the commercial treaty still
continue ; that Her Majesty’s relations with
foreign powers are friendly and that an
effort will be made in conjunction with
France to preserve the status in quo.
