Newfoundland do not feel

in ‘kindliest mood towards the
Imperial Government, in consequence
of the latter’s refusal to sanction the
bait Bill passed during the last ses-
sion of the Legislature of that colony.
PFrance has large interests in the
Island, her fishermen having & very
considerable amount of capital invest-
ed in the fisheries carried on along its
coasts. In order, however, to prose-
cute these fisheries successfully they
were obliged to depend on Newfound-
land for their bait supply. Now, the
success of the inshore codfishing of the
Island depends on the preservation
of this same bait. The people of
Newfoundland, were aware of this and
they knew, moreoves, that they could
not, with any degree of success, com-
pete with the French fishing industry
in the European markets, the latter
being protected by a bounty of two
dollars per quintal. Seeing the dis-
advantageousness of their position
they had recourse to the only source
of protection open to them. The
Legislature passed a bill prohibiting
the sale and export of bait. Before
becoming law this bill had, of course,
to receive the sanction of the Home

The whole q in disp
between the two countries seems to
hinge upon the interpretation of the
treaty of 1818. The most important
clause of that treaty, bearing on the
fishery question, seems quite cigar
and reads as follows :

“ Provided, however, that the Ameri-
can fishermen shall be permitted to
enter such bays or harbors (Canadian)
for the purposs of shelter, of repairing
damages therein, of purchasiug wood
and obtsining water, and for no other
parpose whatever.”

Tnis treaty was énforced down to
the year 1854 when it was, for the
time being. superseded by the general
commercial treaties mutually agreed

Notwithstanding all this
they have since that date steadily
refused to aake any advances towards
a new treaty. Consequently the
Dominion Government, if we are to
maintain our fisheries, had no alter-
native but to enforce the provisions
of the treaty of 1818. This was done
in 1886, in the most gentle manner
compatible with firmness, yet Secre-
tary Manning calls it “ brutal.” Mr.
Manning has, doubtless, had his
credulity imposed upon by some dis-
appointed fisherman from the coasts
of New England, or he would not
make use of language which should
never find a place in a documenmt
coming from a man occupying a posi-
tion such as his, and having the slight-
est knowledge of diplomacy.

It is worthy of note that, while, this
fishery dispute has created a great
amount of excitement and spread-
eagleism across the border, it has
scarcely caused a ripple in Canada, so
conscious are the people of their
rights.

It
will readily be seen that these doc-
trines are in direct contradiction t>
the whole fabric of civil society and
social order, and that their adoption
would be fraught with the most dire-
ful conséquences to the community.

We need no stronger
proof ot this than the action of the
Communists in Paris a few years ago,
when they destroyed millions’ woith of
property and cruelly put to death
many innocent people...

BIG FIRE IN NEW YORK.

A fire occurred in a tailor shop in
New York City on the Sth inst., which
caused the loss of 8 lives and $30.000
of pruperty. Trains on the elevated
rond were blocknded by the flames.
The blockade extended all the way down
to the south ferry and on the down
track up to 17th street. A number of
passengers left one of the trains at 17th
street and started to walk along the
narrow foot-path ut the side of the
track to the stetion at 14'h sireet
While doing so the blockadewas raisel
and the trains began to start. Their
motion shook the pathway to sach an
extent that a nambor of passengers
were thrown down to the street below.
Three of those were instantly killed
and seven others badly injured The
narrow platform from which the peo-
ple fell was about two and a half feet
wide. It iv used by the trackmen when
on duty and above l4th étrect is nt
provided with a hand rail. Whea the
passengers left the blockel cars and
tock to the platform the gatemen of
the trains offered no ohjectivn, as they
should bave done.

feet Shrinking back in fright from
the moviag wheels he crow, against
e man behind him on the very edge
of the narrow plank walk. From be-
low, where a crowd was watching the
progress of the prowmenaders in wid
air, a shout of warning arose, bat too
late. The man wseized wildly at his
neighbor in terror of his life. The
latter drew back. but the crowd that
was bebind was pressiog on. Those
further bebind saw & momentary
banching of the crowd in front, and
then balf a dozen were seen falling
over the edge into the street below
Then followed a wild rush in the street
and a wilder and more desperate one
above in the air. The venturesome
pedestrians caught at the gates of the
train as it passed and clung with the
grip of despair. It st pped almost im-
mediately, and the frightened men were

pulled in. In two minutes the plank
walk was clear. Ten had fallen from
the track. The three at the bottom of

the heap were dead. They had fallen
bead first, and had smashed in their
skulls. One, and almost. if not all the
injured will probably die.
