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Earthquake in Rome.

The city of Rome was visited by
violent shocks of earthquake at 5.40, on
Friday morning last. People were
roused from their slumbers and flad to
the open squarés, and the greatest
consternation prevailed. The convent
of Banta Maria, Maggiore, was greatly
damaged. A portion of the outer wall
was overthrown aud part of the ceiling
fell. Oue of the inmates, a monk, was
injured. The shocks were confined to
the province of Rome. They were felt
very strongly at Castelli Romani, but
the damage done there was not serious.
The shocks created a panic among the
inmates of the prison and mtuiny was
attempted by the prigoners, but troops
were quickly called to the a~sistance of
the keepers and in a short time order
was restored. The Pope was awakened
by the shock-. He was perfectly calm
and after rising made haste to enguire
the news from the city. Investigation
disclosed the fact that the damage done

by the earthquake was much ‘greater
~than at first supposed. Four palaces
