The anti-dumping-law is a dead 
letter unless the foreign- commo 
dity is sol J to a Canadian buyer 
at more than 5 per cent., less 
than the price at which the com 
modfty is freely sold for con 
sumption in the country of export.

Tfie anti-dumping law is a 
measure of fiscal protection tp 
domestic trade and industry, 
as not a revenue measure ; still 
less is it consistent with free trade. 
Hon. Mr. Fielding who introduced 
the legislation in 1907, described 
it in May last as “a radical 
departure from free trade prin 
ci pies ; ” and he continued in his 
speech on the Budget : ’ “ What 
is the anti-dumping law f It is 
a special duty to be applied in 
certain circumstances, with a view 
to keeping goods out of the 
countries and that is certainly not 
free trade.”/ At some length Hon. 
Mr. Fielding defended the anti­
dumping legislation, of the pro­
priety of which he remains con 
winced. That legislation oper 
&tes to prr tect Canadian traders 
against unfair 'competition pro 
duced by .two causes : (1) when
goods are sacrificed in a foreign 
market to relieve a glut and 
maintain prices in the home mar­
ket, and (2) when foreign manu­
facturers set out to destroy a 
Canadian industry by tempor­
arily cutting prices to Canadian' 
buyers. Hon. Mr. Fielding tra­
versed the whole ground of argu­
ment on the subject. He said :
(T," We could afford to close our 
Canadian factories and buy 
American goods if we could have 
got a bond from across the border 
guaranteeing us their goods for all 
time at a sacrifice price. But who 
imagines that the American had 
nny intention of doing so indef­
initely ?
