Title.~Preamblo.

1. Former Acts repealed; the Office of |
Chief Superintendent continued; the emolu-
ments therecof to be the same as those of
the same office in Lower Canada. !

2. Duty of Chief Superintendent:—To |
apportion the Legislative Graot according |
to population; to certify the apportionment
to the Inspector General; to give notice
thereof to the Clerks of County Councils;
to seo that the apportionments be properly |
applied; to prepare suitable forme and regu- |
lations, and transmit them to the Boards |
and Officers appointed to administrate this
Act; to furnish copies of forms and regula- |
tions, and of this Act, to the orders of|
