Canada is a land o surpris is for the 

English stranger. He may, like come 
of the doctors who attended tne Brlttlsh 
Med cal Congress at Toronto, be put- up 
at places where the Times’ leading ar­
ticles are talked at the table ; and his 
his presence there will no doubt add 
zest to the expression of high Engllth 
sentiments, For, above all, the Can­
adian Is hospitable, and the middle- 
class Canadian Is Engil h. To such a 
guest, Canada comes up to middle-class 
English expectations.

But It' 13 far different when one m’x- 
es with the people, when one gets be­
ll rd the official expressions, when one 
dicsoersv the Canadian In his moods of 
v.rgln innocence. Camda is then the 
i^tion-incoherent, unorganized, ur.se.- 
tled, striving in spite of Its geography 
and its history to become one. The 
Canadian then speaks as a Nation­
alist and not as a cjlonist.

This national spirit is the axiom 
wh.ch determines the fiscal policy of 
Canada. It is Canada first, and tet no 
one mistake U. Wi h a w, d shriek of 
laughter, the Dominion read Mr. Cham­

ber la n’3 first fiscal speech foreshad­
owing Free Trade within the Empire.
If, say. In one of the labor temples 
which are being organized In the In­
dustrial towns, you suggest to the 
trade union leaders that British prefer­
ence should be so substantial as to en­
able us to compete seriously with the 
Caned.an producer, thsy treat' you as 
a simple-minded Imperialist enthusi­
ast; if you- brpach the aime topic to 
any of the powers that be at Ottawa, 
say, from ths Mlnlstter of Trade .and 
Commerce downwards, th-y sinks ths r 
heads and say that after all, they are 
the servants and not the masters of 
the public ; if you try to ascertain the 
opinion of the French-Canadians of 
Quebec, or of the farmer of the New 
West, or of the miner or the fisher­
men of British Columbia, where I am 
now writing, you will find that he 
never took the least interast In the mat­
ter, but that his motto is ’ Canada for 
the Canadians.”

CANADA FIRST
I have met men who have hung porl 

traits of Mr. Chamberlain In their 
houses, and I have talked to some who 
have come ov* to England lo enlight­
en ue. They were exc.iunt hoe.s, their 
patriotic affection warmed my heart. In 
their museums where they have gath­
ered precious relics of Wolfe, on their 
verandahs, where they disclose thalr 
love for the Old Land and the Old Peo­
ple, they reveal ‘to you the qualities 
which are precious Indeed, and which 
enrich the Empire. (I am only now 
thinking of the best of them—a diy, for 
Instance, spent among old cannon, 
humming birds, and gladioli at Mont­
morency Falls not of the Imperial 
bagman wh.ch Is the predominant type 
amongst active Tariff Reform League 
adm.rera In this country.) But these 
men have no policy. At a crisis, such 

: as the South African war was suppos­
ed to be, they rise to the top, they 
control the Mnistry; th ir affect ons 
force the hands of Cab.nets. But in the 
ord.nary work oi the state they are 
all but impotent ; in the inevitable ev- 
o ut’.on o' Canadian Industrial policy 
they are absolutely impotent.

Canada lo a nation. Canada is to de­
velop herself. Canada is to be no in­
dustrial" hanger-on.

In working out what she conceivers 
to be her industrial des.lny, Canada is 
much more conscious that she has the 
United States as a neighbor than that 
she has the United Kingdom as a 
mother.

FEAR OF INDUSTRIAL AMERICA 
Outside Quebec city and Montreal, the 

province of Quebec has no decided in­
dustrial opinions. It is not in the 
whirlpool of competition. It is Its 
own world. But In thî two cities 
named, even Liberal opinion is In fav­
or of a small but effective tarif 
against the United States, Here, one 
comes across the "infant Industry” 
argument. "I am a Free Trader." 
said one of the most Influential mem­
bers oi ths Liberal Reform Club o:
Montreal to me, "but we must impose 
a tariff against the United States goods 
that quite apart from a tariff for re­
venue which we cannot abandon.

In industrial Ontario opinion is very 
much stronger. There lean only call 
tne feeling regarding the United Stater 
the feel.ng regarding the United State! 
as one bordering on fright. The argu­
ment for protection there is not at all 
the infant-industry argument. lit 
used to be that,” said a merchant of 
Toronto to me ; “now it is eimply pro­
tection.” It anyone has the delusion 
that protection can be carried up to a 
point and then dropped, let him study 
the agricultural implement Industry of 
Ontario.

WEST IS FOR FREE TRADE 
At Winnipeg one breathes a more 

bracing fiscal atmosphere. The west 
would take free trade tomorrow. It 
has no interests of ahy importance 
cave those best served by free trace ; 
and at Ottawa the great fiscal cont'st 

* that is now being waged Is between 
the Manulfac.urers Association and the 
farmers. The most Influential .ajtr m 
Winnipeg when I was there, was 
slaughtering with a merciless knowl­
edge of facts and accuracy of econo­
mic reasoning, the protection st argu­
ments of the leading Conservative pa­
per of Toronto. Ths Winnipeg paper 
also pointed out that the agricultural 
west would have nothing to gain by 
Mr. Chamberlain’s proposals- But at 
election times It accepts the inevltatle. 
Theoretically, the Laurier Government 
wh’ch it supports Is free trade ; prac­
tice ly it is protectionist. One aiurt 
wait until the New West settles down 
to see what Its effect upon fiscal pol­
icy is to be. It can only bo In lhe 
direction of free trade ; but its influ­
ence will depend upon ho wfar the 
farmers are prepared to organize th ro­
se,ves.

MANUFACTURERS AND PROTEC- 
. TION

For, let It be remembered that th, 
organization of the manufacturers en­
ables the protectionist feeling of Can­
ada to exaggerate its Importance. The 
Manufacturers’ Association lj organ­
ized for the purpose of bringing pres­
sure to bear upon Ottawa in favor of 
the Interests of its members. It Is one 
oft he most frankly "Class consc ous” 
associations I have ever come aero is.
While it was pulling the wires at Ot­
tawa to get Sir Wilfrid Laurier to in­
crease dutiee against us, It had em s- 
saries In England asking U3 to g.ve 
Canada special preference upon our 
markets. The opposition of the Ontario 
trade unionists to free trade will ren­
der the tree trade resolutions passed 
at the Dominion Trade Union Congress 
Inoperative, but until the farmers ar.d 
the free trade workmen find some 
method of combining the Manufactur­
ers’ Association will continue to exer­
cise its undue influence on Canada’s

ttoa. It pays bonuses to certain ki­

ln fact, Canadians seem to 
be great believers In bonuses. Towns 
advertise that they will pay a bonus 
to business firms that settle wltttn 
their precincts. - At the present mo­
ment, some railway trains ars dis­
playing huge white sheets offering 
such inducements by Brandon. Let 
ths chief bonus so far paid by the 
Dominion Itself Is that paid to iron 
and steel works and the only of,fete 
has been that the capital of these 
works has been atrociously watered, 
and their development retarded In con­
sequence.
. DEAR COUNTRY TO LIVE IN. f

The chief result of this policy Is 
on y too evident. Canada Is rapidly 
becoming the dearest country in the 
world to live In and prices are stead­
ily rising. By-and-bye nobody but 
millionaires will be able to set fco. In 
the Dominion. I have never known 
such pr.oee except In Johannesburg 
Immediately after the war, and I am 
not at all sure that Johannesburg was 
very much worse thah some towns In 
Canada. Workingmen’s wives, as a 
ru e, are reticent in Canada ; but juzt 
get them to talk about their house­
keeping accounts!

Canada, in a sentence, is at present 
pre.ect.onist—mildly protectionist. if 
she changes her policy it will not be 
because of Imperial sentiment but bo- 
cauee free trade will pay her best. 
Imperial sentiment she has, but as 
one of her most trusted Ministers said 
to men, " Don't try to exploit It ; let 
It alone ; It may be capricious.” That 
sentiment, and tha desire of the govern­
ment to p’ay a popular part, gave us 
a preference upon her market, but she 
had, and has, no Intention or allowing 
that preference to thwart In any way 
her own Industrial development.

THE JURY’S VERDICT.
After an exhaustive enquiry lasting 

a day and a half, Apionia Smythe 
coroner's jury last evening brought 
in the following verdict : “That the 
deceased came to her death from 
grasping an electric wire at a point 
where the insulation was defective 
whilst her hand and her boots were 
wet and she was standing on the 
ground. We also find that the trans­
former was in good condition but was 
improperly hung and this may have 
contributed to the death.

"We recomemnd a rigid inspection 
of all electrically lighted buildings 
by a competent man and that only 
standard material be used in con­
struction and also recommend that 
users of electric lights cease bending 
the electric cords over nails.”

The witnesses who gave evidence 
were Mrs. Bennett, Mr. Houghton, Or.
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Archibald, Mr. Bowers, city electric­
ian, Mr. Ohae. Taylor, Edmonton 
electrical engineer, and Mn Kent, 
Toronto, who is installing the electric 
plant here at present.

CHARGE CHANGED 
Bulletin Special. *

Toronto, Nov, 7—There was a sud­
den change in the aspect of the On­
tario Bank investigation this after­
noon and at the present time Charles 
McGill lies in the Central prison with 
tho charge of theft registered against 
his name nstead of the former one of 
preparing false returns. Walter R. 
Chapworth, who prepared the returns 
under the direction of McGill, was 
on thé stand all the afternoon and 
explained some of the transactions 
whereby the bank was relieved of 
funds, and the part which McGill 
took in them. After listening to some 
of the evidence Magistrate Dennison 
formally charged he prisoner with 
stealing $136,094.91, the property of 
the Ontario bank. Bail was refused 
and the prisoner was sent to jail at 
the adjournment of the sitting.

TRAIN HELD UP

Gallup, N.D., Nov. 6—While west­
bound Santa Fe passenger train No. 1 
was standing on the tracks here early 
today three men armed with revolvers 
entered the coaches and forced the 
passengers to hold up their hands. 
They secured several hundred dollars 
iu money and several grips and made 
their escape.

MINERS ON STRIKE
Halifax, jnov. 6—Eight hundred 

miners in the employ of the Intercol­
onial Coal company at their Dium- 
mbond mine.Wcstville, went on strike 
this morning. Only one pump is run- 
nin-g. Trouble arose over the employ­
ment of non-union miners. Manager 
Floyd refused permission for the Pro­
vincial Workmen’s Association to 
make a canvass and to try and enroll 
those who were not members of the 
association,accordingly they went out. 
The present difference is trifling but 
unless concessions are granted trouble 
may result. It is expected that the 
solicitors of the Dominion Iron and 
Steal company, will enter suit against 
the Dominion Coal company for 
breach of contract. Work is still pro­
gressing in every department of the 
steel plant with the exception of the 
blast furnaces and coke ovens. Only 
two hundred are laid off. Sufficient 
raw material is on hand for a con­
siderable time.

TREASURER GONE.
Chicago, Nov. 3.—J. Christian $2- 

kilsan, supreme treasurer of the Dan­
ish Brotherhood of America, is miss­
ing and it is found that $50,000 of 
the order’s funds are gone too. He 
has not been seen since Oct. 20th. It 
is said that practically all of the re­
serve fund is gone, $7,000 of which is 
said to have been lost in the failure of 
the Milwaukee Avenue bank. Mis. 
Eskilsen says she will pay the whole 
shortage.

REPUBLICANS WIN WITH DE­
CREASED MAJORITY

New York, Nov. 6—Congressional 
returns show that the present Repub­
lican majority of 112 in the House of 
Representatives has been largely re­
duced. Although the Republicans 
will keep control of the house by 
irum 4U to 60 nyjoritÿ, the Democrats 
gained four representatives in Illinois, 
two in New York, and made inroads 
on alitlbst «very stiung Republican 
delegation.

HUGHES WON IN NEW YORK. 
Perhaps the widest general interset

centered in the remarkable fight for 
governor in New York state between 
Charles Ei Hughes, the Republican 
candidate and William Randolph 
Hearst, the regular Democratic and 
Independent - League candidate. The 
latest return» available show that Mr. 
Hughes» while losing nearly all the 
principal cities of the state, was suc­
cessful by about 50,000 plurality. The 
rural districts brought about the Re­
publican victory. In New York city 
the - Tammany hall Independent 
league judiciary ticket was success­
ful, with possibly one exception, over 
the candidates named by the non- 
partisah “judiciary nominees.”

The southern states that held gen­
eral election are conservatively Dem­
ocratic.

In Pennsylvania the early returns 
showed-a lead for Stuart, the regular 
Republican candidate for governor. 
Later te turns show that Emery, the 
Fusion candidate for governor, is 
runnifjg ahead of Stuart in some of 
the up state counties. The fight in 
Pennsylvania was so bitter that it 
Seemed .probable at 12 o’clock that 
the Republicans would lose several 
representatives in congress. Later re­
turns, however, show that Pennsyl­
vania has elected Stuart,’ Republican, 
for governor, over Cushing, tiÿ the 
usual Bèpublican plurality.

Massachusetts has re elected Curtis 
Guild, jr., Republican, as governor, 
over District Attorney Moran, of Bos­
ton, who was the candidate of the 
Democratic party, the Independence 
Leaguamnd the Prohibitionists.

In Chicago ii is estimated that the 
Independent League ticket polled 40,- 
000, bull there was a Republican plur­
ality for the state officers.

If the Democrats can get the bal­
ance of power in tho Rhode Island 
legislature, which is not yet deter- 
minded by the returns, there may be 
a chance to elect a Democratic sen­
ator there.: .

The Illinois legislature is safely 
Republican, and Senator Cullom will 
be returned.v

Michigan Wjént Republican by a hun­
dred thousand. The entire Republi­
can congressional delegation is re­
turned.

Oklahoma and Indian Territory 
went Democratic and the constitution 
of the new state of Oklahoma will be 
made by the Democrats, who will 
elect throe out of the five new repre­
sentatives and probably two senators.

The fight against Senator Baily, 
known as the “trust senator,” in 
Texas, has amounted to nothing and 
he will undoubtedly be returned to 
the setskte.

Sioutg Falls, S.D., Nov. 6—Thirty 
thousand majority for the Republi­
can ticafet is the lowest figure conced­
ed by We Républicains, The ticket is 
governor, Coe A. Crawford ; congress, 
Philo ijoU. Col. W. H. Parker ; lieu­
tenant «governor, H. C. Shober; sec­
retary" pf state, D. D. Wipf; auditor, 
John Hmyes ; treasurer, C. W. Martin ; 
attome#; general, C. J. Harris ; super­
intendent of public instruction, Thos. 
Lyons;1- commissioner of school and 
public jlands, C. I. Laughlin; railway 
commissioner, Bur H. Lion. The leg­
islature is thoroughly Republican, 
which insures the re election of Sen­
ator Gaha hie.

St. Paul, Nov. 6—Governor Johnson 
was re-elected in Minnfesota. With 
the exception of he- and a judge of 
the supreme court all the balance 
elected - aie Republicans.

Chicago^ Nov. 7.—Revised despatches 
at noon today Including returns from 
some very close districts show with 
19 districts missing the Republicans 
have elected 212 members of th sixth 
congress, and the Democrats 155. The 
Democrats made gains In the follow­
ing states : Illinois, Iowa, Missouri, 
Nebrasak, New York, :New Jersey, 
North California, :Ohlo, Wisconsin, 
Maryland,- and Pennsylvania. In Great­
er New .York though Hearst was de­
feated, the Democrats carried their 
whole ticket below the Governor.

STRATHCONA
h < i-terday afternoon lvlmonton’s 

city engineer, R. R. Kee y, and Mr. ' 
Morrison, the electric expert, now here 
in connection with the automatic tele­
phone system, visited Strathcona and 
informally discussed the proposed 
system • at length with Mayor Shep­
pard, of this city.

Mr. Morrison presented a large num­
ber of new points and made clear 
many of the difficulties that had ap­
parently stood in the way with regard 
to better telephonic communication 
between, the two towns.

Thera* a re four solutions of the 
questio* that now -confront the 
Strathdnia authorities

(1) Peeing the present municipal 
system In a metallic circuit with new 
switchboards, and it could then be 
connected with the Edmonton auto­
matic by manual as long distance at 
the central office.

(2> Installing a new system along 
the lines of the present one.

(3) Installing an automatic system 
similar to the Edmonton office with a 
central office and at proportionate 
cost.

(4) Giving a franchise to Edmonton 
and allowing them to extend their sys­
tem to this side, where subscribers 
would get their ’phones at the same 
cost as Edmonton users.

This scheme, it has been asserted, 
would work perfectly and would avoid 
the cost of a second central office.

Tire last proposition was considered 
most favorably by the Strathcona 
council iivhen it came up before them 
Iasi night, i The new system is strict­
ly automatic and private, and one 
instrument out of order does not in­
terfere with the working of the ex­

change, wliicli the company guaran­
tees.

The price to subscribers, Mayor 
Sheppard pointed out, " would be no 
higher than at present and may later 
be lowered. It would undoubtedly 
he a good paying proposition to Ed­
monton, but Strathcona would get 
the benefit of the reduction in rates 
and save expense.

The installing of a similar separ­
ate system would cost Strathcona 
about $30,000. The present system 
will he useless unless it is metallic 
circuited.

The feeling of the board was in 
favor of granting a franchise to Ed­
monton, should that city apply and 
Mayor Sheppard suggested that tho 
question be got in shape and sub­
mitted to the citizens at the coming 
annual meeting.

STRATHCONA COUNCIL.
Though the council were in session 

till eleven o’clock, little business of 
an important nature was transacted ; 
there was considerable interesting 
discussion, however, and much valu­
able information given out. Mayor 
Sheppard occupied the chair, and 
there was a full board present.

After the approval of the minutes, 
etc., a number of bills were passed 
and then communications read ; the 
most important of these were from 
the Carey Manufacturing Company, 
offering an incinerator similar to the 
a light on the Saskatchewan bridge, 
and improvement of approaches, and 
John Walter, asking for water exten­
sion and hydrants near his mill.

With reference to the bridge the 
mayor said the Strathcona approach 
was now better than the opposite one, 
but if wiring and lamp were furnish­
ed by the government the town might 
supply the current. The secretary- 
treasurer was instructed to write the 
resident engineer at Calgary.

B. Brown, Fred Sache and Chae. 
■Nesbitt appeared with reference to 
over-assessment and reductions were 
allowed. '

The solicitor gave as his opinion 
that the collection of a. license fee 
from Taylor & gimcoe was legal ; it 
was ordered that' the fee to Hender­
son Directory agency be returned 
them ; and the health and relief com­
mittee had referred to them the case 
of a poor woman living near the 
bridge with four children and whose 
husband is ill with typhoid : fever in 
the hospital.

The question of cleaning snow from 
the sidewalks was discussed and it 
was agreed that the by-law be en­
forced. Where there were vacant lots 
the city would do the work and charge 
it to the frontage. The mayor in this 
connection condemned the four-foot 
sidewalks, which were a nuisance in 
time of snowstorms.

A communication from the C. & E. 
with reference to their share of the 
proposed sidewalk to the bridge, 
brought out the information that it 
would cost $350 without the excava­
tion.

Councillor Elliott brought up the 
lack of accommodation at the hos­
pital, where the adjoining house used 
by the nurses is entirely inadequate. 
The question was left with the hos­
pital committee with power to act to 
the extent of $750.

Mr. Pierson, of the Alberta Trans­
fer company, asked if a license for 
their two teams, handling coal alone, 
would be collected. The board decid­
ed not to collect. It was agreed to 
procure plates for all licensed drays, 
etc.

The (question of passing a bylaw 
disfranchising those,who had not paid 
their taxes w as' discussed, but it was 
not approved of. A meeting will be 
held next Tuesday for revision of tax 
lists and voters’ lists and the early 
closing bylaw will also come up.

After the consideration of several 
other minor matters the council ad­
journed till next Tuesday evening.

DUCKWORTH’S BODY FOUND.
(Wednesday’s Dally)

What is believed to be the remains 
of the Englishman Duckworth, who 
was lost up the Saskatchewan river 
last June, were found on a sandbar 
at Buck Creek, 70 miles up the river 
from the city and a few miles below 
tvhere Duckworth and his partner 
were working at the time they disap­
peared. The remains had been badly 
decomposed by water and partly de­
voured by some wild animals, the 
clothing being the only means of 
identification. Uuckworth and his 
partner tvere building survey mounds 
for A. Driscoll when (hey disappear­
ed, and it was always supposed that 
they were drowned while trying to raft 
across the river.
