ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, via St. Pierre, April 17.

Yesterday a French cruiser, sup- 
povtjpg aeroplanes reconnoitering, 
efficiently bombarded the fortifica­
tions of El Arieh, an Egyptian forti­
fied town near the Palestine fron­
tier, as well as some detachments of 
Turkish troops concentrated near El 
Arieh.

At Notre Dame De, Lorette, three 
German counter-attacks were check­
ed Friday night. In the valley of the 
Aisne our heavy artillery bombarded 
the cellars of Pasly, which are used 
as shelter by German troops. Suc­
cessive explosions seem to indicate 
that several cellars gave way.

In Champagne, to the northwest of 
Perthes, the enemy exploded two 
mines near our trenches. Elsewhere 
no change in the situation.

Athens, April 17.—Prince George 
of Greece, returns to Paris to-mor­
row. It is believed that his depar­
ture refers to the political situation.

FRENCH SUCCESSES.
PARIS, April 17.

In the Vosges, a German attack 
prepared for by a violent bombard­
ment, and carried out by a ^attalion 
against our positions, northwest of 
Osbey, Alsace, 14 miles northwest of 
Colmar, was repulsed. The Germans 
left many dead in front of our 
trenches. We made forty prisoners.

A Belgian aeroplane brought down 
a German aeroplane near .

LONDON, April 18.

TURKISH TORPEDO BOAT DE­
STROYED.

LONDON, April 18.
The British Admiralty issued a 

statement last night announcing that 
a Turkish torpedo boat had been 
sunk in the Agean Sea. The text fol­
lows: The transport Maintou, carry­
ing British troops, was attacked by a 
Turkish torpedo boat in the Agean 
Sea this morning. The Turkish boat 
fired three torpedoes at the transport, 
all of which missed their mark. The 
torpedo boat then made off, and was 
chased by the British cruiser Miner­
va and torpedo boat, destroyers. Fin­
ally she was run ashore and destroy­
ed on the coast of Chios, in Kalani- 
muti Bay. Members of the crew 
were made prisoners. It is reported 
that 100 men on board the transport 
lost their lives through drowning, 
but full particulars have not yet been 
received.

AUSTRIA EXPECTS LONG WAR.
VIENNA, April 18.

The following statement was given 
out by the Austrian War Office: Ow­
ing to the possibility that the war 
may last a long time, in order to se­
cure necessary . reserves, untrained 
Landstrum men, betwen the ages of 
18 and 50, will hereatfer, be liable to 
military service.

LONDON PREPARING.
LONDON, April 18.

While no fatalities resulted from 
the latest burst of German aerial ac­
tivities over eastern England, a dar­
ing raid by Zeppelins northeast of 
London yesterday morning, followed 
by a bold daylight attack by German 
aeroplanes, southeast of London, in 
the afternoon, is causing unparallel­
ed terror. The expected attack up­
on London did not develop last night, 
but extraordinary precautions have 
been ordered by Kitchener, for Ger­
man aircraft are edging nearer anil 
nearer to the city. Strong warnings 
have been issued to the people of 
London to take every possible safety 
measures.

Crew Taken of!
Sinking Vessel

IN MID-OCEAN—NARROW ESCAPE 
FROM BEING DROWNED.

The brigantine plinda. Captain 
Courtenay, reached port yesterday 
from Barbados, after a twenty days’ 
passage, bringing a cargo of molass­
es to Messrs. A. S. Rendell & Co. Im­
mediately on arrival it was learned 
that the Olinda had on board a ship­
wrecked crew, who were taken off 
their sinking vessel in mid-ocean. 
They are all foreigners consisting of 
Norwegians, negroe£, Portuguese and 
Russian Finns. Their names are: 
Capt. Fredreiksen, Mate Gurge I or- 
land, Bosun C. Mazor, Cook D. Dahl, 
Seamen O. Srence, L. Grimybe, J. 
Johnson, G. Joaves. The name of 
their vessel was the Golden Rode, 35 
years old, 500 tons register and own­
ed by, an American named Goren.

In an interview with a Telegram 
reporter, the mate said the vessel 
left Mobile, Alabama, on March 17th 
with a full load of lumber, including 

deck load, for Buenos Ayres. Un 
der ordinary conditions the vessel 
would make the voyage in about 4o 
days. For the first week at sea 
everything went well, the weather be- | 
ing favorable and the vessel made 
good progress. On , Snday morning, 
April 4th, a heavy gale from the S.W. 
came on, veering north and then N.W. 
in turn, accompanied by a heavy sea. 
The vessel had little sail set owing to 
her full cargo. The next day, April 
5th, the wind and sea raged with 
greater violence and the ship labored 
heavily. Everything moveable on 
deck was swept away by the huge 
waves that swept over the vessel. A 
large lifeboat was carried away 
whilst a motor boat was smashed in 
smithereens while in the davits. The 
ship was unable to stand the strain 
and the deck cargo forced the deck 
open, allowing the water to get in. 
To make matters worse, the cargo 
broke adrift and the forecastle and 
galley were badly wrecked. The 
crew, at the risk of their lives, man­
aged to get rid of the deck cargo and 
started to pump out the water. A 
gasolene and two hand pumps were 
kept working, coping for a while 
with the inrush of water, but ere long 
the gasolene pump gave out and the 
hand pumps, which were kept going, 
were umfble to keep the vessel free, 
as she was making water fast for­
ward and was dipping gradually by 
the head until We Tretf were"dbliged 
to stop working the pumps as. their 
efforts were useless. The vessel be­
gan to fill with water. The crew 
were exhausted, hungry and worn 
out, as they had been without sleep 
and food for practically three days 
Owing to the cabin being filled with 
water, they built an improvised tent 
on the top of the cabin-house and re 
mained there, until rescued. On Wed­
nesday, April 7th, a steamer passed 
by, about eight miles distant. ’The 
Golden Rode’s crew sent rockets to 
the sky and then showed other sig­
nals, but no attention was paid to 
them. After battling with the ele­
ments so long the vessel was begin­
ning to founder and there was no 
lifeboat left to get into, and they 
would have been of no use owing to 
the tremendous seas that were con­
stantly running. Between 8 and 9 
o’clock on Wednesday night the sky 
was bright and clear when the brig­
antine Olinda was sighted and, at­
tracted by the flare-ups, bore down 
on the Golden Rode and took off the 
crew successfully by the use of life­
belts. The Golden Rode, which was 
then abandoned 300 miles N.W. of 
Bermuda, was set fire to. The ship­
wrecked crew lost all their belong­
ings even the Captain his log book 
and gear. They speak in glowing 
terms of the treatment accorded 
them on board the Olinda. Thfe men 
are now staying at the Seamefi’s In­
stitute.
