Woman Suffrage.
(From Women and Education.)

Over and over again' in appealing 
for some new progressive measure 
affecting women, one is met by op­
position based on the fear of a change. 
There are those who speak of woman’s 
sphere, as though; through all the 
ages, women have done exactly the 
same things. As though the Creator, 
in placiiig them on the earth had laid 
down certain laws and principles, 
and that these laws -had been given 
into the hands of men to be interpre­
ted.

A crusade which began in our 
grandmother's time or ■ thereabouts, 
called itself “higher education for 
women.1’ It may be described, in 
reality, as a movement for equal op­
portunity in education. . , . . . .. 
Lucy Stone was born in 1818. At 
that time the educational opportuni­
ties for women were few, for there- 
was no college In America which had 
opened its doors to them, and the 
strongest ■ feeling possible existed 
against' one who took any active in­
terest in community affairs ;or ex­
presse^ an opinion on any subject— 
even religion. 'Lucy • Stone's father 
was a well-to-do far’mer. Born with 
a strong sense of justice,- and a con­

sciousness of the wrongs her sex Was 
subject to, she, early in life deter­
mined to go to college and tty and 
better the lot of tier sisters. She rer 
ceived.no encouragement from .her 
father, .who thought her ideas a dis­
grace to the family. He refused to 
aid her as he had helped her • bro­
thers. Little by little she earned 
enough money to take her to Oberlin 
—then the only. college in America 
that would admit a woman. She 
earned her way through, by doing 
housework at three cents, an hour, 
and such other odd tasks aé she could 
get to do. Several times during her

In 1891, Johns Hopkins University 
opened its doors to women. This 
gave precedent to the movement for 
women to obtain a medical degree. 
Regarding the Ministry; here is an 
extract from the “Women’s Leader” 
of April : “With reference to the re­
