The Joseph Hall Machine Works 
Oshawa.

We copy from the Toronto Telegraph 
the following account of theee works, the 
largest of the kind in the Dominioh 
Tho Pioneer Manufacturing establish­
ment at Oshawa is known throughout 
the length and breadth of Canada, as the 
"Joseph Hall Machine Works.” F. W.
Glen, President. This establishment 
does not confine itself to any particuler 
article of manufacture, hut is engaged 
largely in the making of all desciiptions 
of general machinery. The works are, 
however, better known to the general 
public as the headquarters from which 
issue forth every year hundreds of im­
proved agricultural implements. In this 
particular branch„ the name and fame of 
the Joseph Hall works is both widely 
known and justly popular. These works 
have a frontage of 400 feet, and cover 
nearly five acres of ground. The mach­
ine shop proper is built upon the centre 
of the premises, and extends back lor a 
distance of 250 feet—the largest'building 
of its kind in the Dominion. The ground 
floor of this extensive structure is divided 
by partition walls into, two separate de­
partments, and used respectively for the 
following description of work :—1st, pre­
paring the iron used in the manufacture 
of all classes of agricultural machinery ; 
the second and largest portion for the 
manufacture of general machinery, por 
table and stationary steam engines and 
boilers, gang circular and mulay saws, 
flouring mill machinery, Leffle’s celebrat­
ed double turbine water wheel, Norman’s 
patent mill stone dressing machines,
Washington, hand, and Gordon power 
presses, and the Taylor cylinder press, 
iron planers, drilling machines, and a 
variety of other works, embracing every­
thing in the line of general machinery 
And iron castings. To us the intended 
uses of the huge planes was anything but 
plain. Neither could we be drilled into 
understanding the lucid explanations 
vouchsafed us respecting drills and screw- 
cutters. We did, however, appreciate 
the knock-down arguments of some mam­
moth steam hammers, the echo of whose 
persuasion reverberated through the 
building. We could also appreciate the 
clipping qualities of the shears, whose 
hungry maw went through with ease 
huge bars and rods of iron. . There was 
a collection of other mechanical appara­
tus. the names of which would in no way 
be intelligible to the general reader.

Passing to the upper floor we find it 
also divided into two departments, one 
for preparing the woodwork of the differ­

Canada Presbyterian Church Synod.
June 8th.

After some routine business, a number 
of ministers and elders, representatives 
and elders of other churches were, intro­
duced, and took their seats as correspon­
ding members. Amongst them were 
Rev. Messrs. K. McLennan,.of Whitby, 
and D. J. McDonnell, of Peterboro, and 
Mr. James Coril, elder, a deputation from 
the Synod of the Presbyterian Church of 
Canada in connection with the Church of 
Scotland.

Mr. McLennan addressed the Synod in 
touching tones and in a heartfelt manner. 
In substance he spoke as follows :—Mod­
erator—We are charged by the Synod 
of the Presbyterian Church of Canada in 
connection with the Church of Scotland, 
whose annual session, held in this city, 
has just been brought to a close, to con­
vey to you, and through you to the sup­
reme court of your church, as I have 
now the honor to do, the Christian and 
brotherly greetings of that Synod, and to 
assure you that is is the desire and prayer 
of those whom wo represent that you may 
be guided and prospered in your Christ­
ian labors. The sympathies of the good 
and true are in this age yearning for the 
more cordial recognition of our common " 
Christianity and our manifold points of 
resemblance. Earnest men are looking 
back to the early days of the Church’s 
history, and to notable periods in later 
times, in order to gather fresh lessons of 
a simple faith—a simple worship—a sin­
cere love; and, regardless of the minor 
distinction which makes them as mem­
bers of separate religions denominations, 
they have, with persistent purpose,sought 
out the grounds on which they claim 
that they are of one spirit and one faith. 
Differences of nationality, of policy, of 
worship, of traditional feud, or deep es­
trangement have given way or are being 
removed before the rising spirit of a 
growing oneness of heart and mind in 
such portions of the Church of Christ as 
are agreed in the main essentials of our 
common faith. As between Episcopacy 
in England and America—rbetween Epis 
copacy and Presbytery in America—be­
tween Presbytery and Wesleyanism in 
Canada, &c., this spirit has found palpa- 
ble ex pression—In Scotland between Pres 
byterians and Presbyterians—with what 
ultimate result your very existence this 
day declares this spirit is seen. And now 
is there any good reason why you and 
we should not think, feel, speak and act 
towards each other as brethren? On 
your part the answer to this question has 
already been given. In the deputation 
which recently waited upon our Synod 
you have spoken yjatar answer in most 
gracious and welcome tones ; on our part 
it is to be found in thfmission ol courtesy 
with which my friends and myself have 
been intrusted. Would it not be a

byterian Church In Canada, in connection
with the Church of Scotland, and point­
ed to thé evidence of a desire on both 
sides to draw more closely the bonds of 
union and eo operation, which it is hoped, 
may very soon be consummated by the 
formation of a British American Presby­
terian Church in this large and extensive 
Dominion.

June 10.
Synod met at 10 a.m, Moderator in the 

chair. Business was proceeded by 
praise, reading of scripture and prayer. 
Amongst other business the Committee 
on Overtures and Bills presented a 
report recommending that Mr. Andrew 
McLean be allowed to fall from his 
appeal against the Presbytery of Guelph. 
—Granted, The Presbytery of Guelph 
protesting and craving extracts.

quantities of the different, kinds of lum­
ber required being kept on hand for two 
or three years before it is considered safe 
to work up, The system adhered to 
guarantess a superior excellence in the 
manufactured article. The third and 
last floor of the main building is devoted 
to the making and storing of wooden 
patterns. Piled up on every hand are 
hundreds of large and small wooden 
models representing the various kinds of 
work turned out by this firm since their 
commencement. Returning to the second 
floor, we traverse a tramway, at an ele­
vation of fifteen feet above the yard, and 
forming a link of communication with 
another extensive building where the 
different machines are fitted together, af 
ter which operation, they pass below to 
the ground floor, and receive their last 
finishing touch at the hands of the paint­
ers.

These bearers of molten fire 
brought to the mind thoughts decidedly 
infernal, added to the sight-seeing part 
of the business ; and as if to intensify 
the mystery of one's surroundings, the 
incessant explosions greeted the ear, ma­
king one feel decidedly unxious to quit.

Next in order came the dressing house, 
a three minutes Visit to the interior of 
which is sufficient to start the perspira 

! tion from every face. This baking pro- 
I cess is administered to all lumber used 
j in the factory, thus rendering impossible 
any after shrinkage or warpage. Travel- 

I ling on through the various yards suf- 
! rounding the different workshops,-view­
ing the enormous quantity of lumber 
piled up on every hand, and the different 
storage sheds crammed with finished 
work, ready for shipment to different 
parts of the Dominion, the visitor begins 
to appreciate the size and importance of 
the wo: ks.

over two hundred and fifty thousand dol 
lars, and this is but a single item ÿelect- 
ed from the enormous general machine 
business carried on.

At the expiration ot our tour through 
the factory, we paid a visit to the offices, 
and were shown the plans for several ad 
ditions soon to be made to the present 
buildings, thus rendering still more ex­
tensive what is already one of the repre­
sentative features of the continent.

Would 
there not be the momentum of a larger 
body ? Iam well assured many, perhaps 
all of you, believe there would ; some, at 
least, of our co-workers entertain this 
view. We are glad, therefore, to have 
got on terms of visiting acquaintance­
ship ; we shall endeavor on our part to 
keep up the good feeling which now so 
happily obtains. If our intercourse should 
become more frequent, our friendship 
firmer, our exchanges of good offices 
more numerous, and the differences of 
position and feeling become very micros­
copic, I do not see that any patriot or 
Christian should do otherwise than re­
joice in such a result.

Town Connell.
An adjourned meeting of the Town 

Council was held on Thursday evening. 
Present all the members ; the Mayor in

Tho Clerk read a communication from 
thh County Treasurer respecting a lot in 
Town which he had sold for taxes. It 
belongs to Mr. T. J. Leslie, but had been 
sold in consequence of some mistake 
about the number.

Mr. Chadwick presented the report of 
tho Finance Committee, which was as 
follows :

FINANCE COMMITTEE RETORT.

The Finance Committee beg leave to 
report that they have prepared and here­
with present the Financial estimate for 
the current year, based upon the reports 
ofthe various committees referred to 
them. The total estimated expenditure 
amounts to $39,824.77 and the expected 
reveuue is $17,096,07, leasing a balance 
to be provided of $22,728.70. The as­
sessed value of the Town for 1869 is a 
little over $1,532,000. A rateot 11 cents 
on the $ is calculated to raise $22,980, 
which rate they now recommend shall be 
levied. This rate will leave ' but a 
very small margin, and your commit­
tee urge upon all committees that the 
snould keep steadily in view the ab­
solute necessity of keeping thier ex-? 
penditure down to the lowest possible 
figure. They recommend that the Road 
and Bridge Committed shall consider 
their reports with a view to making a 
reduction to the extent of $1,325.— 
Adopted.
The reports of all the other committees 

(with the exception of tho Road and 
Bridge Committee), which were referred 
to Finance Committee, were re-read and 
adopted.

Mr. McCurry wanted to know if tho 
Road and Bridge Committee were in a 
position to begin work immediatetly.

Mr. Mitchell said the Committee wish 
cd first to amend their report in accord­
ance with the recommendation of the 
Finance Committee. He then presented 
tho plans and specifications, Which he 
had received from the Town Engineer 
for a-bridge at the Wellington Foundry. 
He did not recommend the present abut­
ments of the Eramosa Bridge to be used 
for the Moseley Bridge. Within a short 
time timber has gone up 40 per cent, and 
this, together with filling makes the dif­
ference between the estimate ($450) sub. 
milted by the Committee, and the esti­
mate now submitted by the Engineer.

Mr. Chadwick thought it the abutments 
were not sufficient a one span bridge 
.might be built, and the saving in conse­
quence of their not having to build a 
pier would be considerable.

Mr. Robertson said he had examined 
the abutments carefully, and ho was cer­
tain that if they were properly repaired 
they would stand for years.

Mr. Goldie wanted to know if there 
were none of the timbers of the bridge 
which had been floated away that could, 
be made available.

With leave given a petition was read 
from Mr. H. W. Peterson and others, 
praying for a sidewalk on Albert-st. Re­
ferred to Road and Bridge Committed. 
A petition was presented by Mr. McCurry 
signed by Mr.A. G.Thorburnand a num­
ber of others praying that the provisions 
of the law against selling liquor on Sa-' 
turday nights and Sundays be strictly 
enforced. Referred. 
to License Committee.

Moved by Mr. Mitchell, seconded by 
Mr. Wood, that the plan for a bridge at 
the Wellitigton Foundry now before tho 
Council be accepted, and that the Road 
and Bridge Committee be instructed to 
advertise for tenders, and proceed with 
tho work at once.

Tho Mayor said he thought the plans 
and specifications of all works undertak­
en by the Coancil should be filed in the 
Clerk’s Office. Hitherto this had not 
been done ; they had not even the plan of 
the Market House.

Mr. Chadwick moved as an amendment 
to the resolution that the bridge be not 
built this year.

The Mayor said the amendment was 
out of order, because a resolution to 
build the bridge had been passed already, 
and that resolution would require to be 
rescinded,

The Council went" into committee of 
the whole on the plans and specifica­
tions—Mr. Howard in the chair.

CREAT BRITAIN.
London, June 10th.—In the House of

Much 
agitation exists, and large crowds linger 
in the streets.

FROM NEW YORK.

New York, June 11th. — The North 
German bark St. Bernard, from Bremen, 
with 380 emigrants, arrived last night. 
She had 20 cases of small-pox on board, 
and 4 deaths during the passage.

The Times Washington special says : 
New York hotel proprietors, railroad 
men and others here remark that travel 
from the South to the North has been 
larger for the last two weeks than at any 
season since, the close of the rebellion.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, 10th J une.
Hon. Mr Rose brought down a message 

from his Excellency, recommending to 
tdi iavorable consideration of the House 
resolutions as to a loan of £300,000 for 
opening up the North-west. On motion 
of Hon. Mr. Rose, the House resolved to 
go into Committee of the Whole to­
morrow to consider the said resolutions. 
Hon Mr Rose moved concurrence in the'* 
resolutions reported from Committee of 
tho Whole on the subject of the union of ? 
Newfoundland with the Dominion ot- 
Canada.

Mr. Blake, in an able and eloquent 
speech, moved the following amendment,, 
seconded by Hon. Mr Holton, “ That by 
the British North American Act of 1867Î 
it is in effect provided that each of the 
Provinces by that Act united, should re­
tain its public lauds ; that the public land* 
of Newfoundland proposed to be pur­
chased by Canada at the price of $150,000 
a year, or $3,000,000, do not pay the ex­
penses of management ; that the public 
lauds may be managed more efficiently, 
economically and satisfactorily by the 
Province in which they are situated than 
by Canada ; that there is no good reason 
for a departure from the principles of the 
British North American Act involved in 
the proposed purchase ; that the House, 
while prepared in settling the terms on 
which Newfoundland should be admitted 
into the Union to give its earnest consid­
eration to any exceptional circumstances 
in tho condition of that Province, is of 
opinion that theee terms should be so re- 

| arranged that Newfoundland would re­
tain its public lands.”

Mr. Mitchell said there was no other 
course but to rebuild them, for the two 
Engineers had declared their insuffici­
ency.

The House went into committee on the 
resolutions respecting the admission of 
Prince Edward’s Island into the Union, 
which were agreed to.
