THE WORK OF THE SESSION.
Any one who looks over the long 

list of bills passed during the late 
Session of the Legislative Assembly, 
which closed its sittings on Saturday, 
cannot but confess that it performed 
a surprising amount of work in a very 
short time. Our readers have a lively 
recollection of the stirring times at 
the opening of the session. How 
John SancMield Macdonald, confident 
in his strength and in the powerjof 
intrigue, met the Opposition with a 
confident, even defiant front. How' 
the short and spirited debate on the 
Address undeceived him. How he 
begged for time until the vacant 
seats could be filled. IIow defeat 
followed defeat, until his unprincipl­
ed and unscrupulous Government— 
their Treasurer having previously for­
saken their ranks—were compelled 
to give up the reins of power. How 
this gave the death blow to the 
Coalition, which before was tottering 
to its fall—a Coalition from the first 
—and from its very nature—destitute 
of principle, and which was only held 
together by the inherent power of 
selfishness. We need not recount 
the incidents in connection with the 
formation of the prescut Reform 
Government—they are still fresh in 
every one's recollection. Though 
the House met on the 7th of Dec., 
it was not till the 18th of January, 
when it reassembled after a three 
week's adjournment—that the real 
work of the Session may be said to 
have ■ commenced.

Although the members of-the Gov­
ernment had but a short time to pre­
pare for the work of the session, 
they met the House ready to proceed 
with the public business. Although 
their many and varied duties taxed 
their time and strength,to the ut­
most, yet they were never behind, 
did not delay the House a single day, 
but promptly brought forward their 
measures and. carried them success­
fully through every stage. No won­
der that they won the admiration of 
their friends, no wonder that they 
surprised their opponents, no wonder 
that they gained the confidence of 
the people, and in six short weeks 
brought to a triumphant close a 
session in which more real and bene­
ficial work has been done than during 
all the four sessions of the first Parlia­
ment of the Province.

The great feature of the present 
Government is its strict adherence to 
its pledges, and to the principles by 
which iV and the Reform Party are 
distinguished. Its members did not 
profess to hold one .set of principles 
when in opposition, and then throw 
these aside when in power.. It did 
not favour certain measures when 
in opposition and then ignore them 
when in oflice. In proof of this look 
at the list of bills, which contains 
some which the members of the 
Government with their Reform 
friends have sought to carry for years. 
The Dual Representation question is 
settled. The Government was.pledg­
ed to this measure, and although by 
its operation the Reform party in the 
Legislative Assembly will lose some 
of its ablest members, yet the pledge 
has been faithfully and fully carried 
out. The Independence of Parliar- 

- ment has been fully secured. The 
grants in aid of Railways have been 
made in a constitutional manner, 
and in accordance with the. wishes of 
the people's representatives. A wise 
scheme has been devised for giving 
further aid to Railways in addition to 
the million and a half surplus set 
apart for. that purpose by the late 
Government. A liberal immigra-1 
tion policy has been initiated, 
which we trust will answer the 
end desired, and which we hope 
to see energetically carried out. A 
wise provision has been made for the 
reduction in the price of public lands 
to actual settlers where the ex­
igencies of the case require, A great­
er impetus will bô given in the ex­
tension and construction of Coloniza­
tion roads through the sparsely set­
tled portions of the Province. A 
more liberal encouragement is de­
vised to assist in the draining of 
swamp lands. Besides these there 
arc many other important measures 
which the Government have carried, 
ami which cannot fail to have a most 
powerful and beneficial effect in help­
ing on the progress of this Province.

And not only have the Government 
been able to accomplish this largo 
amount of work in such a short time, 
but they have most effectually foiled 
the Opposition in all their attempts 
to weaken their strength or iasten 
charges of corruption against them. 
The charge against Mr. Blake, of 

.using corrupt influences in inducing 
Mr. Wood to forsake the defunct 
Combination were „proved to be 
groundless m every respect, and to 
have originated with Mr. M. C. Cam­
eron, who actuated by revengeful 
motives, sought with, a malignant 
spirit to weaken the Government at 
its inception. But he miserably fail­
ed, and the result was more damaging 
to himself thaiy to the Government. 
Then the Proton case has ended in a 
fizzle. Nothing has come out in the 
evidence to sho# that either .Mr. 
Blake, Mr. McKellar or any member 

i Government had any hand in

sending Lewis into South Grey, or
that any Government influence was 
employed during the election in that 
Riding in its favour.

The Government by its honest and 
consistent course during the late 
session has earned the confidence of 
the people. It had a large and ever 
increasing majority of the people’s 
representatives in the House, and we 
confidently believe that when the 
Legislature meets again, it will be 
able to congratulate its members and 
the Province on the beneficial results 
which have followed the legislation 
of the session just closed, and to 
bring down other measures, prepared 
during the recess, which will give a 
still greater impetus to the prosper­
ity of the country.

Kenneth McKenzie is making satis­
factorily progress with his meetings 
in North Bruce. Dr. Sinclair is retir­
ing from the contest.

M.Thiers informed a deputation of 
Englishmen that waited upon him 
the other day, that his Government 
were disposed to encourage the pro­
ject of tunnelling the straits of Dover.

It is said that Mr. Hespeler, of 
Waterloo, a brother of the manufact­
urer, is to be appointed immigration 
agent to Germany.

Notices of about eighty , private 
bills have already been given to come 
before the Dominion Parliament. 
The private bill legislature will be 
very large.

The National party in Quebec are 
to have a great meeting in the city 
of Quebec, on the'7th inst. Leading 
Liberal politicians from all parts of 
the Dominion have been invited to 
be present.

The Value of the Press.—It is the 
Press of Now York, or rather two 
morning journals of that city, that 
have broken down the Tammany 
Ring and the Custom House Ring, 
and are now breaking down the Un­
just Judge Ring and the Quarantine 
Ring.

Since it was proposed to locate the 
Experimental Farm in the neighbor­
hood of Guelph. several other places 
throughout thé Province have also 
put in a claim.
