trary to By-law. The case of SBoden was
taken first.

My. McLaren, baggage-master, stated
that much inconvgnience had been eaus-
ed by ¢ and cabi crowding on
the i}aﬁon platform, away from theplace
appointed by the Company’s rules for
them to stand, (which was by the pole
against which the vehicles were placed.)
On the arrival of the train due at 9.45
on Thursday, the defendants and others
left their cab doors, and ocame near the
entrance to the platfurm, erowding the
passengers and causing great inconve-
nience to some ladies who had arrived by
the train ; witness ordered the men to
go back, and they refused to go.
